At. u glance, thorofoto, one may seo
whero tho army and tho navy of this
country are, and by looking ai tho
key, which describes and explains the
Hags, ho can looato each Individual
ship and every troop or company of
alltho toglments. 'Kven the location of
vessels Which may bo out on tho high
seas Is Indicated, fr th snood with
which thoy travel being knwn, It is
easy-t- o toiiow them across tho map!

Illustration of the extent to
which tlio United States Is becoming a
world power to seo how widely those
Hags aio sciittcted.

Tbelfuiisisljitjr mi or
The mill der fyetorday of Gertrude

Haw lings by Flunk Hoblnson, his
deadly assault on his rival, Albort
Ferguson, and his uttcinpt to kill
himself, is only ono of a series of
tragedies incited by similar causes
In Kansas City. It would seem that a
sort of a carnival of homlcldul jotil-otts- y

and passion woro sweeping over
the city. Crimes of this natuto iollow
euoh other in such rapid succession
as to causo amuyomont nnd alarm.

It would bo to profuno tho finest of
words to attrUiutothoso obtillitions of
fury to love. It is not tho olllco of lovo
to sluy uud destroy. Thoro is no simi-
litude botween lovo und the unholy
passion which blights the object of
its baleful ardor. Tlio mini who kills
his sweetheart out of jealousy would
bo lncupahlo of proving faithful to
hor under any olrcumstunces. It is
tho sort of passion which burns itsolf
out in aiswlft ilamo which kills. It
wero really better lo perish at tho
hands of such a suitor thnn to Hvo to
suffer from his brutal neglect.

What capability for loving can find
lodgment In tho heart of a Bud.Taylor
or a Frunk Hoblnson? Whut doos the
preference of such porvortod creotutob
moan but madness? They aro equal
tononoof tho sacrifices which love
oxacts, and thoy know nothing about
tho steadfast devotions which lovo in-

spires. Boing tho proy of their own
lawless emotions, thoy can offer no
pledge of protection or ,of constancy
to others.

It Is distinctly Important to socloty
and to public security thut this plain
and proper (distinction between lovo
nnd unhulldwod passion should bo
perpetually omphaslssod. It shonld bo
dourly recognized by tho luw, which,

its ossonco, acknowledges no false
sentlmont in tho administration of jus-
tice. Mtirderifor lovo so called oan-no- t,

it is foarod, bo wholly prevented,
but It can bo discouraged by adeqiiuto
and suitublo punishment, audit can
be lessened by ,tho rofusul of society
to uccopt as an apology for lovo such

hideous imitation und travesty as
homicidal rugo and jealousy .

HOW CAN THEY 1)0 IT?
Kansas City Journal: Tho Demo-erat- le

Stato convention nominated,
half of tho Democratic State ticket,
loavlng tho other half to bo nominated
by tho Populist Stato convontion. It
would seem that tho statesmen com-
posing the Democratic- Stato conven-
tion hui1 not read tho now election law
very closoly. Under that law, tho
Populist Stalo convention can havo
no authority to riomlnuto any portion
ofia Democratic ticket. If tho Populist
"onventlon nominates a candidate,
that cuii'Milate must go on the ballot
under a I'opiilUt headlrg, or he must
stay off. The section govetnii.g this
reads as follow:

"Party nominations of candidates
for public olllcc can bo mudo only by
a dolegato or muss convention, pri-
mary oleetlon or caucus of qualified
voters belonging to one political
party having u Stato or National or-
ganization." This piovisloii is am-
plified in other sections of the law. A
candldato cannot got on u party ticket
unless ho bus been nominated bv a
convention or caucus of the voters of
that party. Ho cannot bo nominated
by a convention or caucus of another
party, and ho cannot bo nominated by
a commlttco or other power claiming
delegated authority. Tho legislature
of Kansas set out to doslioy tho cor-
rupt, dishonest,
