tled for bis or ber allotment and auch
patent shall recite that the land there-
in rlAMPi hod and conveyed rhall not
be alienated for 25 years from date of
said patent, except aa oeremoeiore
provided, and shall also rocite that tbe
I a ml an llntrMl and natentcd is uot
subject to levy, forced sale, taxation or
forfeiture tor a ixxe penoa oi years,
and that any agreement to sell or con-

vey such lands or allotments so pat-

ented before tbe expiration of aald
term of years shall be absolutely null
and void, except as hereinbefore pro-

vided, and all expense incurred in the
allotments provided for shall be paid
by the Uuited States.

That aft thA allntmant herein pro
vided for is completed the residue of
the lands, tr any, not auouea, soau u
aold for the benefit of said Quapaw
Indians by order of the president and
under supervision of the secretary.
That tinfarA iiir of aaid lands shall be
sold the secretary shall cause the same
