
A LAKE DISASTER.

The Terrible Work of a Cyclone
in Minnesota.

Excursion Steamer Filled With Uaa,
Womh and Children Cap lead oa

Lake Pepin and Nearly All
on Board Drowned.

A Terrible Calamity.
Lakr City, Minn., July 14. What

will probably prove to be the most dis-
astrous cyclone that has ever struck
this community passed over this city at
nine o'clock last evening, inflicting the
loss ot life of perhaps 100 or 200 people
and damaging property to an extent
that at this writing can not be esti-
mated.

The first signs of the coming disaster
were clouds which appeared to be an
ordinary electric storm coming up from
the west In half an hour the whole
heavens were converted into a complete
canopy of lightning which was watched
with interest by tbo brave citizens in
te little villago and with fear by the
umia women and chiicren.
' A little before dark a terrific wind
struck the community and the next mo-jce-nt

trees a,n4 bo12?9 were being de-

molished in its path.
As soon as the storm had passed it

was found that a disaster had befallen
the place that had not been equaled
since the St Cloud cyclone several years
ago. People began to gather in the
streets, and in a few moments the news
was scattered abroad that an excursion
boat with over 200 people on it was cap-
sized in the middle of Lake Pepin. The
boat proved to be the steamer Sea Wing,
which came down the lake from Dia-
mond Bluff, a small place about seven-
teen miles north of here, on an
excursion to the encampment of
the First regiment of the Nation-
al Guard of the State of Minne-
sota, which is being held a mile below
this city. The steamer started back on
the homeward trip about eight o'clock,
and although there were signs of an ap-

proaching storm it was not considered
in any way serious, and no danger was
anticipated.

The boat was crowded to its fullest
capacity, about 130 men, women and
children from Red Wing and Diamond
Bluff being 'on board, and about fifty
people on a barge which was attached
to the side of the steamer. When about
opposite Lake City the boat began
feel the effects of the storm, but the of- -

fleers kept on the way. The storm in
creased as the boat continued up the
lake, and in fifteen minutes was at its
height

bearing the central point about two
miles above Lake City, the steamer was
t the merry of tUo waves, which were

now washing over the bout and all was
confusion. The boat momentarily ran
on to a bar and the barge was cut loose
and the steamer again set adrift in the
lake. A number of those on the barge
jumped ana swam ashore.

As the barge also floated again into
-- eep water those on the barge saw the
steamer as it was carried helplessly out
into the middle of the lake, and as they
were being tossed about on the raging
waters they were horrified a moment
later to see the steamer capsize and its
cargo of 150 people precipitated into the
lake. Those on the barge remained
there until they drifted nearer the shore
and they were all rescued or swam
ashore.

aii oi tne people on board, 150 or
more, were thrown into the water, some
being caught underneath. The boat
turned bottom upward, and only about
twenty-fiv- e people were observed to be
Coating on the surface. These caught
bold of the boat and climbed upon the
upturned bottom, and those first secur
ing a position assisted the others.

In ten minutes more the twenty-fiv- e

or so who had obtained momentary
aaiety on toe boat coum observe no
others of the boat crew or passengers
Coating on the surface of the con tinu
lng high sea of waves.

Afterward, however, as a flash of
lightning lighted up the surface of the
lake the sight of an occasional white
dress of a drowning woman or child was
observable, but it .was impossible for
those who w.tnessed the horrible sight
to lend any aid.

Those remaining began calling for
help from the shore as soon as the storm
began to abate, and in half an hour
lights were observed flitting around on
the pier at Lake City, opposite which
point the upturned steamer had now
been driven.

Before help could reach tbem, how-
ever, the poor creatures who yet re-

mained to tell the horrors of the night
were again submitted to another battle
with the elements, with no word of
warning, and as they were just begin
ring to hope that they would be taken
off by the cit'zens of Lake City, the boat
again turned over, this time on its side.
and again all of the twenty-fiv- e remain
Ing souls were hurled into the water. Of
these several were drowned before they
could be brought to the boat by those
who succeeded in remaining afloat and
again securing a hold on the boat's side.

In a few minutes a dozen or more row
boats were manned and put out from
the 6hore. The upturned boat was at
last discovered, and the twenty or more
remaining people clinging to the boat
were rescued and brought to the shore,
most of them being men who could
awim.

GENERAL FREMONT DEAD.

Somewhat Sadden Death of the "Pathf-
inder"- A lirlef Sketch of HU Life HI
Kiploratlonala the Great Weat and North-wea-t.

New York, July 14. General John
C Fremont died at bis home in this city
at four o'clock yesterday afternoon.
Ills death was very sudden and was
caused by peritonitis. General Fremont
was out on Friday and appeared to be
in good health. His son was notified
by telegraph of his father's death.

Those present at the time of the death
were his son, Lieutenant F. C Fremont
U. S. N., and Dr. Morton. Mrs. General
Fremont and daughter are in Los An-

geles, CaL, and another son. Captain
Fremont is at Fort Snelling. Minn. At
the house last night were Colonel Por-te- r

and Mrs. Porter, who was the Gen
eral's adopted daughter. General Fre-
mont was seventy-seve- n years and six
months old yesterday.

John Charlr-- s rremont was one of the
nntod character In Inter American history,
lie wan born at 6avannah, Go.. January 21,
181. Ho graduated at Charleston College
and entered the army as Second Lieutenant
ror two years he taught mathematics on
board the aloop-of-wa- r Natchez, received
hi degree In 1833 and aooa after notsod a
rigorous examination for the post of pro.
f'MOr of mathema'lca In the naw. and wn
rt)?!nj?' to tts tr'ftt9 Independence; but,

ftio'vTng to quit the sea, he turned his at'
tcntjnp j civil engineering, and wm em.
ployed In the MU.InlppI auiiTeJand simitar
Undertaking. In 1840 be received Irom
President Van Burcn a commission as
Second Lieutenant in the corps of topo
graphical engineer, and was ordered to
make an examination of the river Dei
iloinea upon the Western frontier.

He now proposed to penetrate the Rocky
mountains, and his plans being approved
of, he reach, d and explored the Pouth pars
in 1M2, and lie discovered the route to Cali
fornia, since followed by thousands. A
lofty peak which he ascended, 13.760 feet
above the sea. Is now called rremont's
Peak. Ills report of the expedition whi
laid before Congress in the winter ot Wl it,
and aitructi'd great attention both at home
and abroad. He Immediately planned a sec
end expedition and determined to survey
the then unknown region lying between the
Uocky mountains and the Pacidc ocean.

He commenced bis Journey In May, IBM,
explored the Kansas river, crossed the
South past, and after L700 miles of travel
ing, came, on September 6, In eight of the
great Salt luke, of which very vague and er
roneous notions were entertained. He se
lected a route leading to the upper Col
orado, tbrouxh an almost unknown region,
cr Med ly rugged mountain ridge. After
suffering the greatest hardships he deter
mined to make lor Ban Francisco Instead of
the United States, and when he could get no
Indian to guide him across the enow-co- v

ered mountains which lay between him and
the valleys of California, be boldly under
took the passage wltbout a guide. Heae
complUhed It in forty days, rechlng Sut
ter1 Fort on the Sacramento early In March,
with hi men almost reduced to skeleton.

In consideration of hi valnsble setvtces
Fremont was brevette l Captain In January,
;tU5, mid in the sprang of the aame year set
out on a third expedition to explore the
great basin and the maritime region of Cnl
I torn I a. He took part In the war with Mexl
co, and cleared the north part of California
from Mexican troops. In 1648 he started
on a fourth expedition, at hi own expense,
trying to Una a pretlcable psuge to Call
lorn la along the upper water ot the Bio
Grande. In attempting to cross the great
sierra covered with anow, hi guide lost his
way, and Fremont's p irly encountered bur
rible auflering, being even driven to canni-
balism to suppoM lile, and losing one-thir- d

of their numbers. In 1849 be settled In Call
forn la.

He received In 1656 tbo first nomination
ever niado by the Hepubllcan party for
President. In 1SGI he was made a Major
beneral, and In 1H6J was In action In Ken
tucky and Virginia. In 1878 be was appointed
bovernor of Arizona. He held the position
until ini.

His later years have been spent In quiet
retirement during wblo.i he devoted hit
life to preparing memoirs ot bis lite.

THE BEHRING SEA.

Report That the United Stata Has Receded
From It roaltlon.

London, July 14. The comments of
the American press on the attitude of
Great Britain in regard to the Behrlng
sea controversy are exoiting much It
terest in tntriana. Whatever may
ne saia in wasnmgton, tbere is ex
cellent authority in London for
stating that the British Government
did determine, and formally notified the
American Government of its detenuina
tion, that the proceedings which charac
terized tbe seal fishery season of 18S9
would not be tolerated this year. It is
true that no threats were made, but tbe
significance of the language used could
not be misunderstood.

England recognizes no analogy be
tween tbe Canadian claim to exclusive
fishing rights in Canadian waters and
the assertion of exclusive title by
America to Behrlng sea. , Tbe selection
of Rear Admiral Uoltham to command
the British squadron in the North Pa
clflc squadron was made with a view to
the possible gravity of the situation,
and bis flagship, the Warsprite, is one
of the finest vessels in the navy.

It is now stated that the United States
Government has practically yielded to
British representations and that, pend
lng tne aeclsion or tne iiehrlng sea
question, there will be no very serious
enforcement of American claims; that
the Canadian sealers which do not poach
on recognized American preserves will
not be pounced 'upon simply' because
tbey are in the disputed limits. This
will avert any cause for interference by
the fleet of Great Britain.
