He says: It is
not intended to buy or build telegraph
lines, but to contract with existing
companies, or such as hereafter may
be established; aud eucii contracts
would provide not only telegraph lines,
but instruments snd clerks to operate
them, except iu small offices, where
the postmaster or one of his clerks
would also be paid oy tue teiegrspn
company to act aa operator.
The contracting telegraph company
would furnish the lines, instruments
and operators and transmit the mes
sages at rates fixed by the government,
ail or which would go to tue company
except 2 cents per message, which
would be retained ny toe posiomce
department to cover its expenses in
oolloctingand distributing.

From a business point of view there
ban be no question but that cheaper
teleeraDh tolls, aifch as a system rec
ommended by the postmaster general
would bring about, would greauy
facilitate business, especially between
the large commercial centers where
most of the business of the country Is
transacted. It might be a good plan
to try; tbeecherae between 7 ashing- -

ton and New York or Baltimore. A
test of Ibis kind, say for a year, would
demonstrate both to the people and to
the owners of telegraph lines if it is
practical.
