Afton News: D. A. Harvey is back
from the Ouapaw agency. He re-

ports a new plan adopted by the In-

dians belonging to that agency to
bring about allotment, ineinuian
department desired them to take
their allotments under the Dawes
act which gives each eighty acres.
The Indians at once objected and
cast about to secure better terms.
They finally concluded to organize
a government among themselves,
allot 200 acres to each and to keep
regular records ot such allotments.
