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acid instead of lime is used in
softening the atock. The third kind
of glue is made from the feet of cattle
and hogs.  Glue from this stock s eas
ily made, because the hoofs have sim-
pYr to be washed, bolled out, cooled,
sliced and dried.

Authorities differ asto which kind
of glue is best. The acid-made glue is
used largely in stiffening straw goods,

ially wide-brim straw hats, for
finishing silk and for fine-grained and

bardwood work. While we conll get |

along without bone glue, it is intimat-
ed that our houses and all that isin
them would fall apart if we bad no
glue made from hide stock.
Manufacturers are continually nsked,
it seems:
“What is glue used for anyway?"
The tone of the inquiry suggests

usually some confuosion in the ques

tioner's mind between glue nud mucls
lage. Wood work of all kinds, chairs,
tables, bodsteads, railway card, desks
and earringes are held together by it—

we are rocked in a glued cradle and |

buried in a glued cofin. Kalsomine is
a mixture of paris white and glue, and
all paper hangings are only white pa-
per knlsomined. Writing paper gets
surface from glue. So do cards and
glnzed paper. If the cover falls off one
of the books in younr library yov may
be sure that **hide” glue was not used
in the binding, but that an inferior
quality was substituted.

Besides binding books, glue holds
paper boxes together. 1t goes to mako
up emery wheels and the sizing of pe-

trolenm and turpentine barrels These |
are, of course, only a few of its uses, |

but they are the important industries
that require nearly four-fifths of the
sixty million pounds of glue used ev-
ery vear in the United States. Of this
quantity ten million pounds are im-
ported,

Factorles are found in all our great
cities, their loeation beinz noear the
supply of stock, and it s strange that
no two make glue jost alike. An ex-
pert can tell at a glance, it Is said, the

factory from which a givon piece of

glue comes.

llefore using, glue shonld always be
sonked In cold water from oue to
twelve hours—if in pleces; if ground
it will soak in five or ten winntes. To
get the best resnlts, prepare and soak
beforehund just what is needed, and
use as fresh as possible. One reason
why “‘househinld glue"—that which
has been in the glue pot on the top
kitehen shelf for six months—does not
prove more satisfactory is that it Is too
old.

Glue will not hold unless the pieces
to be fastened are put together while
the glue on them Is still hot and
lignid. The function of glue is to sink
into the fibers and grasp them. This
it does not do when chilled. When
properly stuck together the ploces

shonld be held in place in & vise or by

twine tightly drawn around them. In
sosking or applying glue use clean
pots and brushes.—N. Y. Press.
