Dedloated with Great Ceremony.

New York, April B 8. When the ran
rose over fair Manhattan on this day
of day in her history of patriotic pa-

American flnir furnished by the Dnuph
ters of the Uevolution, which will fly
night and dny In fair weather and foul,
until the winds shall have worn it
away and the sunshavc fudud its colors.
At the same time the marines on the
warships were pined to quarters and
alighted from their carriages at tho
monument stands and took the places
assigned to them in rendiness for tho
oratorical and musical ceremonies at
10:110 o'clock.

Vast crowds hnd arrived at the tomb
as early as eight o'clock ami all who
were fortunate enough to possess tick'
ets entitling them to seats on stands
took their places In tho gaily-decke- d

structures and prepared for the long
wait tlmt wns to ensue before the ar-
rival of the notables mid military
pageant. The warships and other ves
sels which lny at anchor in tho river,
In sight of the tomb, cluimed the at
tention of the crowd. All of these ves
sels made a magniticent showing in
their gala attire, with rainbows of
banting from bow to stern.

The arrival of the ofllcinl portion of
the procession at the tomb was tho
signal for a stupendous outburst of
patriotic cheering from the 50,000 peo-
ple. The president and other guests
the next to greet hire, and the two
Spuuish ships, tho Marie Teresa and
the Infanta Isabella, the rrench cor
vette Fulton, the Italian cruiser Do-gnl-i,

The Sous of Confederate veterans,
who were to have arrived at the tomb
at 0:30 o'clock and pine a floral wreath
with crossed swords upon the sarcopha-
gus, were an hour late. The tokens
were reverently laid on the sarcoph
agus by Gen. J. I). Gordon, while his
comrades stood by with uncovered
heads.

The land parade was waited for after
tho conclusion of the ceremonies. 1 lie
sky became overcast with clouds and
tho wind increased until it almost
howled around the trees. Suddenly
in the clotid of dust from the south,
between the two black lines of people.
who seemed to meet in tbe perspective.
came the nodding plumes of the sol-

diers. On they marched, an cndlesa
line of white and red and blue and
gray. First passing on tho west side
of the monument oval and returning
on tho north road under the monu
mental arch, they passed the president
in review, and then back again into
the black background of humanity and
the white clouds of dust. Surrounded
by his cablnot. his generals and his
friends, President Mckinley stood and
reviewed the grandest military pugeant
ever seen in this city. There were reg
ular soldiers, regular sailors, national
guardsmen of the sea and land forces,
Grand Army veterans, confederate vet
erans and the striplings who, in tho
future, may fight as gallantly as their
fathers did.

As five o'clock, the hour at which
President McKinlcy was to go on board
the Dolphin, approached, the crowd on
tho pier where he was to embark grew
larger and larger until several thou
sand had assembled. They greeted
the presideut and his party with a
cheer which was from hun-

dreds of steamers which, having come
up the river In the naval parade, had
taken positions In rather inconvenient
proximity to the Dolphin. The prcsU

TorBKA, Kan., April 38. The com-

mittee appointed by the last legisla-
ture to meet similar committees from
Texas, Oklahoma and Nebraska for the
purpose of agitating the question of
cheaper freight rates to the Gulf of
Mexico haa returned to Topeka.

The Downfall of the DelyannU Cabinet
Taken for Granted A Better feeling
Prevailing In Athens.
London. April .9. Matters at Athem

are likely to remain unchanged until
the ministerial crisis Is settled, when
overtures from the powers to intervene
are expected. The sultan is said to be
willing to listen to terms. The down
full of the Delyannls cabinet is taken
for granted, though it has not actually
occurred. M. Ralll, who Is likely tc
succeed Delyannls, was equally keen
for war.

Little or nothing seems to be known
at Athens or is reported here as to the
movements of the Greek fleet The
only news of actual lighting yesterday
comes from Vclestino, which com
mands the road to Vola Possibly thll
Indicates an intention of the Turks tc
march southward.

It is said that Edhem Pasha has sent
a white flag to Yolo, with the assur
ance that the Turkish troops will in
fllct no damage npon the city or oltl
sens. There seems little doubt, there
fore, that he Intends to occupy Vola
The Greek forces now extend In a

line from Plmrsalos to Velcstlno.
Pharsalos commands the Turkish past
and the road leading to Athens by way
of Laris&a.

Tho French minister at Athena, M,

Abouerre, has telegraphed for tht
French warship I.nTouchc Treville tc
return immediately to the Flrwus.
Tho merchunts on Hermes street have
organized a private guard to protect
their stores and patrols have been
placed in the streets. A better feeling
now prevails here and there is little
probability now of a dynustlc crisis.

DEBOE FOR SENATOR.

The Long and Hitter Kentucky Contest
Ended In a Kepabllean V lelory.

FrtANKFOitT, Ky., April 90. The long
aud bitter contest for the United State
senatorship in succession to Mr. Black-

burn was ended yesterday when the re-

publicans of the legislature, in Joint
session, elected Dr. W. J. Dcboe. pres
ent state senator, who was nominated
by the republican caucus last Thurs
day cvenlnir. The decisive vote stood
Deboe, 71; Martin, 13; Stone, 1. The
Blackburn men refused to vote, but
were unablo to break the quorum. The
contest lasted through an entire regu-

lar session of the legislature and wai
renewed when tho extra session was
called and 113 ballots In all were cast
Dr. Hunter was the first republican
nominee and was assailed on all aide
with the utmost bitterness and finally
indicted for attempted bribery. Six
republicans refused to vote for him
and he withdrew last Thursday night
