of the ordinances of the city a
of Baxter Springs, Kansas,
I, Li. u. Brewster, Mayor oi
said city, deeming it best for
the health of the people of ter

saiditv that precautionary
measures be taken to guard of

against xoe iniruuuctiun ui
SMALLPOX among our
people, do hereby order and
require that all persons re-

siding
40

in said city of Baxter
Springs, who have not oeen
vaccinated within the past
five years, be vaccinated at
once and prior jto January
27. 1900.

Persons not abac to pay for
vaccination shall appear at the
office or the city physician, wno

will vaccinate them free of
charre.
