NINETEEN HURT.
Missouri Pacific passeqger train

No. I, waa wrecked about one mile
east of the Joplin ststion at 1:43
Tuesday morning. Nineteen peo-
ple were hurt, one fatally.

The train wrecked was the Kan
aas City and Joplin express, due at
1:50 a. m. The wreck occurred near
the old Moonshine mines, and was
caused by a cave-i- n. The engine
and tbe-ma- il car were not ditched,
but the smoker went over on its
aide, the chair car tumbled over
end ways, while the sleeper fol-
lowed suit, but in the opposite di-

rection. There were passengers in
all of the cars, perhaps twenfy-fiv- e

or thirty comprising the list. As
the cars went over the people were
suddenly thrown in contsct with
obstacles in front of them, or came
in contact with one another, caus-
ing a confused mass, and the large
nnmber of injuries. It is lucky
that none of the cars was wrecked
or the casualties would have been
larger.

The spot causing the wreck is the
old cave-i- that occurred about one
year ago. The railroad company
had the hole filled up beneath the
track, and anticipated no further
trouble. The heavy rains of Mon-

day however, caused the ground be-

neath to settle, and the track
swayed. The point is only a short
distant from a curve, and the train
was moving only at an average
speed.
