an opinion which, if upheld by the
supreme court, will require counties
to pay the entire amount of state tax
levied against them whether they col-

lect it from the individual taxpayers
or not. If the opinion is not upheld
by the supreme court, then the state
will lose $500,000 in revenues this
year.

THE SASKATOON DISTRICT.
