Garland Moore, a young man
who has been clerking at the
Hotel Baxter, was arrested last
Saturday afternoon by J. Fits-Patric- k,

a. special officer of the
Missouri Pacific Railway Comp-

any, on a"warrant charging him
with the stealing of a trunk from
the Missouri Pacific depot in
Coffeyville.
