Build a Silo.
Once more we urge upon our

readers tile importance of build-

ing a silo for two purposes: To
provide an ample supply of the
very best kind of feed for live
stock during the winter, and also
for guarding against drouths in
the future like that which has
gripped such a large section of
me corn ucu coumrj mis year.
Last year we urged the building
of silos, and recommended the
building of a summer silo as
well as a winter one. Our read
era in the droutny section can
now see, if they never could be
fore, the wisdom of this advice.

There is a good deal of alarm
in some sections over this drouth.

We most earnestly advise the
farmer who is farming for profit
to consider the silo. We have
said a great deal about it, and da
not care to repeat it. Suffice it
to say that you can keep a larger
amount of feed in the silo much
cheaper than you can in the barn;
that it will retain its succulence;

that it will be enoellent teed for

all kinds of stock, but care must
be taken in feeding it to horses;
that it will give the succulence

of grass, and hence go farther in

proportion to its actual feeding
value than the same unit of feed

ing value in the dry state, It
goes nearer to thP right spot.

Jt is not a sole feed for cattle,
for it is not in itself a balanced
ration. The proPM balance for
it is clover hay. This cannot be

had in many sections this year,
and it will have to be made up
for by some albumjjiQus feed in
PQnnectiou with straw, fodder
porn or shredded fodder, These
last will not themselves balance
the ration; but they will furnish
the bulk and variety, and the
balance can be furnished by some
concentrated feed, such a oil
meal, cottonseed, weal, or bran.

We are asked to give advice as
to the kind of a silo to build.
We cannot do that. The ques
tion this year should not be what
kind of a silo you should build,
but what kind you can get.
Many wjlj feuilfl fiUvP silos, We
have" been using two of them for
several years and find them satis
factory. They are not as perma
nent as the hollow tile silo or the
concrete silo, which in man; sec
tions may be 8 yhetfpest.
