Ores marketed for week end
ing Nov. 18th 1911, from the
Baxter Miami district.

The demand of the mine oper-

ators for a $48 base was finally
met before Saturday night in
the case of a few lots of high-grad- e

ore, while ores carrying
heavy iron went somewhat higher
than this in a few instances. It
is a significant fact that while

the shutdown threat did not put
up the price of ore, it at the
same time put up the price of
spelter. The high price for zinc

ore last week will be in excess of
$50. The base range was $43 to
$46 for the major portion of the
tonnage sold.

Calamine ores were strong at
$25 to $28 per ton, and a fair pro-

duction was made.
The attitude to be assumed by

the producers for this week is
still one of conjecture. Saturday
nothing could be learned officially

from the Ore Producers' Asso
ciation. It is reported that at
least a portion of the association
has held meetings since the meet
ing last Wednesday night.

163,127.00

The production of the week
was lower than bad been antici-
pated at the beginning of the
week. With cold weather com-

ing on, an apparent cut in pro
duction which may become great-
er, a heavy cut into the surplus
stocks with a new demand from
some sources making itself felt,
the district is likely to have an
era of better prices for ore and a
more equitable ratio between ore
and spelter before the close of
the winter.

Lead ores sold at $59 to $60,
with rumors of $61 that refused
to be quieted, but which could
not be confirmed. The evidence
pointed to its payment, however,
and conditions in the pig lead
market are also in favor of the
advance rumored.

The addition of another buyer
in this field in the St. Louis
Smelting and Refining Company
has started a competition that is
likely to make still higher prices
for the field if the buying con-

tinues. .

The production is about nor-

mal, if anything, a trifle short.
The additional activity in the
Miami camp is proving up a tre-

mendous prospective production
of lead ore from that camp, which
will help fill the needs of the
four smelters of this district and
the occasional buyer that drops
in from otherdistricts.
