Base hospitals with full equipment must
be ready on call to turn over to our over-
seas force. In addition hospital facilities
must be provided at all training camps in
this country. Enormous quantities of sup-
plies must be purchased and collected. Hos-
pital ships must be built, manned and
equipped. We must organize and maintain
a sanitary engineering corps, In fact, we
must be prepared to meet any emergency
when called upon by the Army and Navy.

It must be understood that all work of
this nature is only supplemental to the
work of the Government departments of
like nature.

The Red Cross stands as a foster parent
to the hundreds of thousands of young
American soldiers 3,000 miles from home.

Tuberculosis and other diseases developed
from trench warfare must be combatted.

Hundreds of housands of homeless in the
countries of our allies must be given tempo-
rary relief and care. Our allies have al-
ready poured out their life blood fighting
Our cause. Shall we stand back ung hesi-
tate when only dollars are asked?

In addition to military needs millions of
dollars are required every vear for civilian
needs.

The Government does not provide for
this work hecause, by its very nature, such
work cannot be administered by any govern-
ment. Under the Geneva Charter the Red
(Cross became the voluntary international
agency through which the work should be
done. The Red Cross is free from govern-
mental restrictions,

It is essentially an organization to meet
emergencies and the greatest emergency in
all history is upon us now,
