BUILD A MILL

MILL BY FLOTATION METHOD

Mill Slimes and Tailings—Made
Shipment of 100,000 Pounds
Zinc This Week—New
Mill Complete
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George Goodwin came over from
Rolla, Mo., where he is attending the
state school of minea, last Friday
to attend to some business in con-
nection with the new gompany he and
his brother Ed Goodwin have organ-
ized. This company is called the
Mineral Flotation Company. Assoc-
jated with the Messrs. Goodwin are
Fred Demier and J. Clinton McKal-
low, of Picher.

A lease has been taken by this com-
pany on all the tailings and slimes
of the Blue Mound Mining company
and a mill 90 feet long and 30 feet
wide erected and equipped to mill
tailings and slimes by the flotation
prosess, The first shipment of zinc
was made this week, This shipment
was 100,000 pounds and the members
of the company are very much elated
with their prospects and the expen-
ditious manner in which they have
been able to start operation. The flo-
tation process is comparatively new
to this district although about a doz-
en big companies are putting in
cqupment to recover zinc by this
process, which is said to recover 80%
of the zine from the slimes and tail-
ings. Tables and a bali mill and the
flotation tables and machinery con-
stitute the bulk of the machinery of
the new mill which has been erected
pear the Blue Mound mine.

¥r. Goodwin says that 40% of the
wor d's copper is recovered by the flo-
tatim process and 2077 of the zinc.
He says this process is used nearly
altogether in the west but until this
period has not been used in the Kom-
spelter region.

Messrs. George and Ed Goodwin
gre twin brothers and Baxter boys
of sufficient popularity .and encrgy
to insure the suceess of most any ven-
ture they undertake and their enter-
price will be watched with a deal of
interest by the “home boys."
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It is reported that the Cherokee
Lead and Zine company are contem-
plating the erection of a large mill on
the Charlotte lease which is the NW%
of the SWk% of Section #2-20-23 in
the Sunnyside Field, The Sunnyside
mine is just adjacent to the Red
Eagle, the Jack Rabbit and the Au-
vora. The shaft shows a fine body
of ore.

The Goldenrod Mining company
has made a very rich strike in a de-
sertod shaft that has just been clean-
ed out and sunk to a greater depth.
The shaft had been sunk by former
owners to a depth of 200 feet and
abandoned and filled with rubbish and
tailings. At a depth of 225 feet a
water course was enteved and at 230
feel the sinkers are still in ore. The
new strike is said to be very similiar
to ‘hose made in No. 4 and No. 1
owned by this company.

A good strike has been brought in
on he Cooper lease near Hockerville,
the W% of the NWX of the SE% of
Section 14-29-23, which adjoins the
lease of the Lucky Jennie Mining
company. The strike was- made at
a dopth of 187 feet. The drill show-
ed a face of ore of 20 feet. Some of
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trating plant and it is said this prop-
erty is scheduled for one of the best
producers in the district. Miners are
now working in the first shaft at the
212 foot level. They have sunk
twelve feet in a 35 foot face of ore.

According to 8. E. Sheets superin-
tondent of the mine this mine will
ship at least three car loads of ore
per week. It is further reported that
out of 1,000 cans of dirt milled one
day this week mine and a half tons
of jack were recovered. The com-
pany formerly held a forty acre lease
on the Ewert land, but later sub-
leased 20 acres of it. The lease is
located just four and a half miles
southwest of Baxter Springs. The
company is installing 4 new compres-
sor and a 7,000 horse power engine.
R. F. Abel of Baxter Springs is one
of the 'largest stockholders in the

Royal Mining company.

The Golden State Lead and Zine
company has a shaft down 20 feet in
the ore on its lease in the northeast
pyrt of Picher. The dirt from the
shaft shows from 7 to B per cent
atuff. Sixteen holes were drilled on
this lease and some of them showed &
good face of ore and cuttings assay-
ed as high as 23 per cent,

A fire oceurred at the Sinden Mill
at Tar River Wednesday afternoon
causing a loss of something like $2000.
The fire came near destroying the
new 1,000 ton plant, The fire start-
o in one of the elevators, caused by
a hot box and eaused the loss of all
the elevators and quite an amount of
other equipment. Quite an amount
of help arrived from other mills and
the fire extinguished at just the right
time to save the mill.

For a consideration of $150,000, the
Playter Brothers have sold their 40-
acre lease on whnich is located a de-
veloped mine which is included in the
deal.

The
Mount Nebo has three deep shafts
down in the ore, one of which is said
to show over 100 feet of jack assay-
ing from 9 to 81 per cent. This lease
is adjacent to the town site of Peorin.
