This bid was $12,800.

The second bid opened was from the
Minnesota Steel it Machinery Co
Minneapolis, Minn., and was $10,569.

The third bid opened was from I
J. Mensch of Chicago. This bid was
$9,150.

The fourth bid opened was from the
Des Moines, Iowa, - Bridge it Iron
Works. This bid was $12,500.

The fifth, Owings-Shofn- er ft Co
Miami, Okla., power house, oil house
and all concrete work, $23,496.

The sixth, Empire Construction Co
$32,766. - ;

Seventh, Love ft Martin, Joplin,
$23,329.

The eighth bid came from the Chi-

cago Bridge ft Iron Works and was
$8,650.

The ninth bid was from $6
Chicago Bridge and Iron Works
and was $10,100. There were two
bids made by this firm.
