FIGHTIN-G OVER
BUTTEDRUNKS

County Attorney Wants
City Police to Turn Over
Inebriates for Examina-.
tion. City Officials Riefuse

The city and coun4t are at logger-.
hea(ls again.. It is a case in which
lawyers disagree and hinges about an
order issued by County Attorney Jos-
eph Ii. Jackson that all men arrested
for drunkenness by the city police be
held for examination by the county
attorney's office.

Mayor Maloney and the city leg.as
departnlent believe the police de-
partment have no right to hold pris-
oners beyond their ordinary police
court trial and without the right of
hail even if the county attorney does
want themn later handed over. Act-
ing on this belief Mayor Maloney ye -
terday ordered the police departmeilt
to proceed on the even tenor of its
way and ignore the order from the
coulrthous'.

It is said by both the police and of-
ficials of tile county attorney's of-
fice that "drunks" are wanted for the
purpose of linding out from them the
source of the liquor responsible fot
their condition.

The question is hedged about by
some fine constitutional angles. The
city legal luminaries assert that after
a mnan has pa"ssed through police
court on a drunk ,charge he cannot
again be rearrested or he would be
twice in jeopardy for the samne of-
felnse.

The county attorney's office i:; si-
lent on this point.

YANKS IN ACONT SHED
TEARS DURING BATTLE

Former State U ManWrites
of Happenings in the

Argonne.

Missoula, Jan. 24.--Americans,
through agony and excitement, shed
tears in the fighting at St. Mihiel and
in the Argonne, according to Robert
Oslund, former student at the State
University of Montana, now serving
in France. And lie adds: "And the
fellows on the other side were going
through the same ordeal only getting
the worst end of the struggle." Os-
lund says this in a letter to Prof.
F. O. Smith of the psychology depart-
Inent.

"I should like to describe the
events as they happened during the
months of fighting in September, Oc-
tober and November, but the task
is too great," writes Osiund. "I tried
to tell a friend of mine the general
items and a. half a day was all too
short in which to write it. The hap-
penings at St. Mihiel would take a
day to tell, and I'm sure that I could
not tell of the Argonne battle in less
that three days. Thrilling? Why, I
laugh sometimes at the foolish things
some of us did. And then I wonder
how some of us got through the
whole affair. How happy I am that
it is all over."

Oslund continues:
"I hope that the people at home

will insist on our being taken home
at once. There are many officers who
might desire leaving the troops here,
to give them the employment, but
we are all very, very anxious to get
home. Why, many men are worried
nearly wild fearing that the officials
will not put forth much of an effort
to get us home. We came here to
fight, not to labor or spend needless
months on foreign soil. We want
home. Why, most men worry more
about staying here than they did
about facing the enemy in battle. As
for labor, most of us feel that Amer-
ica needs every man for construction
purposes and for building roads
across the continent."

COURSE IS EXPLAINE
TO BUTTE TEACHERS

Superintendent Maddock
Outlines Plan for For-

eigners' School.

Superintendent of Schools W. E.
Maddock last night went over with a
large number of applicants for posi-
tions as teachers in the ,oon-to-he-
opened school for foreigners, the
course of study and outlined what
would be expected from teachers
handling this new department of the
public schools. Mr. Maddock, how-
ever, does not expect to be able to
announce the teaching staff until
early next week as he wishes to go
carefully over the list of applicants
and select those most fitted for the
work.

Last night MVr. Maddock explained
as far as he could in one sitting the
character of the work t o be per-
formed and found a number of the
teachers well prepared with an un-
derstanding of the work in a general
way.

The enrollment starts Monday aft-
ernoon and will continue for several
days, both afternoon and evening, at
the Washington school on East
Broadway, where the sessions will be
held. There have been a number of
inquiries made as to the opening of
the school already, indicating that
the foreign born population of the
city is taking an interest in the
school.

PAR IS NO ON
STEP LADDERS

So Many Kings and Rulers

Pass That Crowds Cause
Interested Ones to Keep
Ladders Handy.

Paris, Jan. 2.--(By \lail.)-The
Avenue du Bois de Boulogne should
have its nanme changed to Avenue do
Bois des Stepladders.

Since the signing of the armistice
Paris has become the Mecca of all
allied kings, presidents, princes, min-

isters; generals and other dignitaries.
Paris, to show fitting gratitude of
the honor conferred upon her by
these visitors meets them at the lit-
tle railway station at the far end of
the Avenue du Bois de lBoulogne,
escorts them with full military hon-

ars up the avenue to the Alrch of
Triumph, and then under this and
lown the Champs Elysees.

Cordons of soldiers line both sides
,f the avenue and their hedge of fixed
iayonets as they stand at salute while
the distinguished guests pass lquite
naturally obstructs the view, to say
nothing of the fact that back of the
soldiers the crowds are massed for
a depth of 50 to 1001 feet.

Everyone who possesses a step-
ladder, or who can buy one, or bor-

row one. brings it, hours in advance
of the parade, to the wonderful Ave-
nue du Bois de Boulogne and plants
it at.a vantage point where in spite
of surging throngs and elevated bay-
onets, they will be able to see the
cortege.

One may see a thousand or more of
these enterprising Parisians mounted
on stepladders, viewing a pageant.

Then, once the cortege is passed
the proud owners of the stepladders
endeavor, like the Arabs with their
tents, to fold them and silently steal
away-but they don't get away with
the silent part.

The efforts of a thousand people
trying to get through a crowd of 15,-
100 people with a thousand step-
ladders is such that--well, really
there is nothing to be done except to
rename it "The Avenue of the Forest
of Stepladders."
