The one big uhion move seems Lo
be gaining everywhere. The Wash-
ington State Federation of Labor has
decided to put to a vote the forma-
tiot of a one big union to the mem-
hership of the Washington unions,
There is every reason to beliove that
the vote will go in favor.

The international representiatives
of the Amerlean Federation of La-
bor have for many a long year heen
unrepresentative of the rank and tile
of the federation and now the At-
lantic City convention coines with
the straw that will break the back
of further endurance to these *‘de-
luders” of labor,

The rank and file are going to
form the one big union and from Se-
attle to Doston the workers are
aroused, and the times and condi-
tions will force such necessary sol-
idarity of labor.

It Iz expected that the Great Falls
unions will send a good delegation
down to {he one big union conven-
tion that starts in this city July 6.

In an interview with some of the
metal mine workers, who are in
charge of calling the convention ane
of them said: *“It seems to be a race
as to which western state will form
the one big union first. This is
greal, and only goes to show how
fulile are the efforts of those Dbe-
trayers of labor who would keep the
warkers divided on all kinds of lines
whilst the bosses are united as one,
and fleecing and terrorizing the
working elass.”

The officials of the American Fed-
tion of Labor said another,
“have broken their pick this time,
for not only have they hetrayved la-
bor again and again, but they have
now proven that they uare the chief
henchmen of the most brutal reae-
tionisls in Lhiz country. The world
in flames and yet these pandercrs

‘have nothing but abuge for the labor

moyements of other countries and
nothing but the iron hoof for all who
dare to tell the truth."

Everything seems Lo be favoring
the one big wunion convention and
thousands of toilers arve looking to-
wards the bDrighi day when the
united labor of Montana will be an
accomplished fact, fighting for iLhe
cne big union of the working class
of America.”
