The Atlantic City convention of

the A. F. of L.. which has just ad-
journed, adopted a resolution in
structing the executive council "t(

give their c•nrl" attention to he de•
vising of such practical way and
means as will aid in securin,-, a nee;
trial for Thomas J. Mooney. etc."
The resolution as a whole is irmo Ir
tone, and if a determined effort i.
made by the executive council undler
the instructions in this resolution,
Mooney and Billings' will not only
be granted new trials, but liberty
Since the adjournment of Ithe cmn-
vention asslura'nces ha\e been given
the defense by memnlbers of the execu-
tive council that they will see to it
that the whole spirit of tlhii resolu-
tion is carried out. Icgar.'ecss of
attacks malde by indivdual d. iegatJ;.
and the bitterness which atuitrally
arises from such a stormlly s sSiOll aS
the Mooney issue occasioned at tih. :
year's convention. the diefense wishes
it understood that the fight for
simple justice in the Mooney (a:e is
going on stronger than evcr. and
that the defense will co-operate with
and work for or along side of any
organization or individual seking to

re-establish right where monstrous
injustices prevails.

Incidental to the resolution of In-
structions, however, tile colmmlittee
submitted, through one of its Imem-
bers, a supplementary finding or
rider, which attacked the Interna-
tional Workers' Defense league for
sending out the Mooney general
strike ballot for the ieniembcrhip o
labor at large to vote on, and this:
supplementary opinion further
charged that representatives of the
defense had made attacks against
the A. F. of L. ofifcials- ill slhoLt,
the regular old etan lldard ll•a ige I).
"disruptionists." In the debate fol-
lowing, Fry, of the committee, also
charged funds of the defense had
been nmisused to pay the expenses of
delegates to the Mooney labor con-
grss.

The policy of the International
Workers' Defense league which has
had charge of the Moonoey defense
has been to avoid wasting ammuni-
tion answering charges of ulii kllnown
enemies. either inside or outside of
labor, and if we are to judge by the
experience of the past thr'ce year:,
crtain members of the rovec t reso-

lutions' committee could not be
classed as friends. This latest al-
tack adds another heavy blurtdn to
the already weighty load of i long
weary fight and in view of ihe mnore
or less official na

The reply of the defense to thet
charges made by individuals in the!
matter of the handling of funds can
best he answered by a rel'erctce toi
the regular monthly financial slat -
ments published in the '1Fi-City l
Labor leviiew every monitlh under'
the audit and seal of delegatue: repre
senting different unions aiitliatcd
with the defense league. These
monthly financial st altcime;s sare
made part of a regui'tr yearly fi
nancial statement, printe'd int ptliii-
phlet form, and this; bootlht is ,;o
arranged as to give cotlprehii.•'ici
and detailed review of every dollar
received and handled by the de en :'e.
These financial stai(•enllis hli'e been
printed in thousands a ad mailed
broadcast to labor lipapers, c.o lncils,
local unions and internalional;.

There have beit cases of greatt
moment in the history of llabor i ii
Amnerica, where large sums of moIney
were collected and dicsbursed tlirouglh
the regular and authorized channels
of organizetd Ibor, wittlout even a'
semblance of ant aiudlit btlginl mniade or
a statement issued or an accoiunting
rendered. Iit will not be the I'urPio:os
of the Mooney defetnse, how 'vcr, to
delve into hitstory of workitchg clasw
fights hn ordr to w\iard off ilo.ts fromt
reactionary individuals whleo hla \-
since the first dark days in this fight
laken sides wvitih tie conspirat.ors
seeking the death of iloone tiund the
others. They have at last found
courage tnough to conime out in ll 11(
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open. and the defense wishes to :•:
to them that in the saeni measure
as we have colmbatted( he vicioi.-
corrupt forcers on tide of labor, w(
will ill like measure turn the spot-
light of reason on those calculating
individuals in labor's ranks:, whos.
only argument is suspicion and innu-
en d o.

The defense has for three years
withstood the combined attack of
Fickert and the corporate interests,
allied with certain d(ebasced labor

politicians who depend f"r their
livtlihood and social pnrc:tige o:
favors which ooze up frlomi tihe po-
litical slilme of San Francisco. Th'ese
types, of labor ofifcials are not in-
digenous to San Fr ancisco, but all
to be found in vc ery city in our lain
--- and invariably there itypes will b,
foulnd ilposing the Mooney defense
either ,ilently or openly.

ALASKAN RAILROAD
NEARS COMETPLEII

When Finished Will Extend
Over 500 Miles. Charges
of Lax Methods Are;
False, Says Governor.

Juneau, Alaska, July 5.--(By the
United Press).--"The Alaskan rail-
road, nlow ,75 per cent coinpiete, will
be of wonderful benefit to Alaska
in improving industrial conditions,
antd thus will the whole Pacific coast
be boneitted by increased trade," de-
clacied Thomas Riggs, Jr., governor

Vof Alaska, in an exccusixe intel'view
with tie t'nited Press today.

The governor nailed as false the
charges that lax methods are being
iU a,'d in conltrunting the road.

"The road is being well and eco-
noltically collnstructed, no matter
what ulterior motive attacks hrave
been made thereon," lie said.

The railroad extends from Seward,
an ice-free poit, to Fairbanks, a dis-
lance of 471 miles. Necessary branch-
cs b:ting tile total mileage to neore
than 500, according to Riggs.

"When complete, the railroad will
serve a long-felt want," *aid the
govetrnor. It mnay not lor years pay
maitellallcce and operating charges
but it will gradually open lip a territ
tory rich inll initng possibilities andi
farcing opplortunities. Two coal
folds a'ie tapped. The principal one
- --tho atanuska irieid---holds r'o-
naise of being an export field fmi
lhigh grade bituminous coal, in whichl
the Pacific coa•t is lacking. The
Nenana field will supply the interior
count'ry with fuel for industrial andtl
domestic puriposes, diisplacsing wood,
which is rapidly disappiearing frosmi
around the more settled districts.

"Not the least function performed
will be found in cutting down the
timne consumned ill travel and in con-
stant service rendered. As it is
now, it takes freight about a month
to travel from Seattle to Fairbanks.
iand this only ducring the season of

.pen rived navagation. Witih the
railroud in operation, freight will
land at Fairbanks within a week
from the date of shipping. There will
ue no large stocks on hand subject
to iarket fluctiuations, deterioration
iulllralCe, overstock and loss. !High
prices will be reduced by the elimin-
ation Ot suchl unfavorable factors.
