PRHESIDENT WILL NOT
CONSENT TO QUIZZING

Washington, July 15.-Seinator Norris inl speakingi be-
fore the senate declared lie will vote agailist the ratifica-
tion of the peace treaty unless the provision giving Ja-
pan Sliantuiig is amended.
He said, "by this act we are planting the seeds of fu-

ture wars, the action will violate every principle of hon-
esty and justice. It is a betrayal of
the allies of friendly nations, to de-
liver innocent millions to the rule of
their worst enemy. Anyone believ-
ing in the principles or self-determi-
nation of the peoples, must blush
with shame at this outrageous pro-
cedure. China is helpless and cannot
defend herself and she was betrayed
by her own friends."

He said one of history's most pit-
iable spectacles is "poor, weak,
downtrodden China, pleading before
the great world tribunal for justice
-- yes, for mercy-pleading to be
saved the humiliation of turning
over 36,000,000 people, her indus-
tries, her holy lands and sacred dust
of her ancestors to the control of the
one nation she fears, the most." He
declared lie did not believe a more
disgraceful and dishonorable agree-
ment was eveg recorded.

eign relations conlmmittee unanimaus-

Senator Underwood announced he
would vote against all amendments
to the treaty and said lie completely
favored the league of nations.

Senator Norris published l( tters
betweoen Japan and the allies pledg-
ing the allies to aid in the dismem-
bernlent of China. A direct clash
between Wilson and the sena;.e is
rapidly approaching. Wilson will
not consent to public quizzing by the
foreign relations conimmittee.

Costa Rica by Nicarague, and why
Costa Rica was not permitted to sign
the treaty of peace.

Swanson Speaks on
League of Natiws

(Special United Press Wire.)
Washington. July 15.-The key-

note of the administration's defense
of the league of nations was sounded
in the senate yesterday in a speech
by Senator Swanson. He answered
every objection to the covenant,
pointing to the provision that each
division of the council must be by
unanimous vote, including that of
the United States. After the coun-
cil acts, congress still has power to
refuse American acceptance of the
council's advice, Swanson. said.

He declared "the United States in-
terests are amply safeguarded under
the disarmament article. No gen-
eral disarmament plan can be pre-
sented without our consent and no
obligations can be imposed without
congressional. approval, because con-
