
PRIS WARDEN SPEAKS
HIGHLY OF EIICENE DEBS

America's Best Loved -Man
Softens the Hearts of
Hardened Criminals, Sen-
ate Is Infordmed.

Washington, .Dec; .I$o'., lgoq g•T.i}if
members of the senate. judiciarvonm- .
mittee-Sterling of South Dakota,
King of Utah anad. Walsh of Mon-
tana-attended the hearing given by
that committee on Tuesday upon the
France resolution calling for am-
nesty for political prisoners.

King showed uo, diposition to
yield to the plea foi tolerance and
mercy to political offdhders, victims.
of war hysteria and of."hundred per
cent" frame-ups, nor to the draft
evaders whose status he brought up
in the discussioni.

Sterling, who with King was one
of the Overman committee which
"investigated" Soviet Russia and
American radicalism sqme time ago,
wtas apparently willing to consider
tlhe.issue of clemency, ,butssolely on'
the basis of its being politically ex-
pedient at present to releash some or
all of these prisoners. However, he
would not repeal or change the es-.
pionage law under which they were
convicted and inprisoned.

Walsh, recently showing signs of
turning to-organized labor for politi-
cal support, stoditly defended tli'
espionage act but said that the time
for application of its provisions
against expression of opinion had
passed, and that hd favored a "gen=
eral amnesty for this, class of pris-
oners" bccause he .believed it im-
possible now to detoermine which of
them had beeld properly and justly
convicted. and which had been. im-
properly an.d unjustly convicted.

"I have no doubt," he stuid; "that
in the hysteria in which the people,
quite naturally, were, in timue of war,
some persons might have been ime-
properly .and unjustly convicted and
sentenced."

Samuel Gonmpers, speaking for the
American Federation of Labor, pre-
sented the amnesty resolution adopt-
ed by the Montreal convention last
June, and asked that all political
prisoners be released at once. He ar-
gued that if he had not 'changed his
pacifist views--"seen the light."-at
the beginning of the war, and nhad
lhonestly and determinedly preached
his convictions until put in jail as
a matter of public safety, yet, after
the national emergency was past, it

pleSity of .lhwman itsciety. and its reorganization, the craving for
books that--iave merit and truth within their pages has become
more aud more imperative.

"The momebnous seriousness of the present state of things just
now fills every .mind with painful apprehensions; wise men discuss
it, practical men propose schemes; popular meetings, legislatures, and
sovereign princes all are occupied with it, and there is nothing 'which
has a deeper hold on public attention.. * * * The concentra-
tion of so many branches of trade iu the lu•bds of a few individuals,.
so that a small number of very rich men have been able to lay upon
the masses a yoke little better than slavery."

The A. 1. of L. :fesolutions con-
domined the cspionage act as viola-
tive of constitutional rights and s is
contraly to the spirit of American
liberty and American institutions.

"The very name, 'espionage,' is re-
pugn.;nt Ind revolting to the minds
of;'the workers,"' he;said','"I is ab-
Storrent to Americans who. feel alid
tppreciate what' America meanls to
a man. All- of us made the full sec-
rifi ei according to our means and
the call upuon us 'during the war,
in order that there, miglht, be moire
freedom afterward for all mnn. To-
day, in aAand of plenty, fruitful anid
of resources abundant beyond all
dreams, there are millions of men un-
eniployed and facing want, although
they are .willing and ready to work.
It is important to our national har-
mony that we return quickly to nor-
mal conditions of freedom; the situ-
atidn as to- unemployment is such as
to place the interrogation point, be-
hind every claim of civilization in
our country."

Senator Sterling tried to cajole
Mr. GomIpers into admitting that the
state of w'ar under which the espion-
age act remaiils in 'orce is "merely
technical." Gonmpers reminded him
that the coal miners and metal work-
ers, when trying to defend their eco-
nomic conditions, found it a very real
thin g , indeed.

An effective description of the in-
lfloeCete= o"of :l•igelne V. Ddbs,' in the

Atlanta prison, was given by. Mrs.
Lucy Robins, secretary of the A. F.
of L. amnesty committee, afer Ster-
linkg had insisted upon challenging
the statement of.Major.Tolman, an
army chenmist during the war, that
.Debs was -imprisoned solely because'
of his opposition to war. Sterling
read solemnly from the official ih-
dictmnent of Dcbs ,and front the ruf-
ing, of the supreme court that Debs
had publicly expressed approval of
Rutherberg and the other Ohio so

-

cialists imprisoned for alleged ad-
vice against obedience to a draft 'or-
dcr.

"The warden will give you praise
of him iuch as no other human being
would receiv6," shie said. "To the
other prisoners lip is like a saint or
a Christ. Ip the evening they gather
around him in tlihe prison yard and
for each onle or them---murderers
and hardened noen of all kinds---he
has words that' brings out the better
nature in the man. The place has
been transformed since he went
there. Today lhe asks that he be not
released until justito is shown all the

Letters and telegrams frdm scores
of presidants and secretaries of in-
ternational labor onions, state and
city central labor bodies aand asso-
elations, askfing for amnesty were
filed by dVi's. Robins; Amoong other
speakers were President:Sull.van of
the New York City. ,Central Trades
and Labor assembly; Rev. Levi M.
Powers f .,Washington;, Helen How
Greeley, counsel for, Dr. Jqui of.,
Portland, Ore.; Marvin Gates Sperry
of the Private .Soldiers' and Sailors'
Legion; Benjamini C. Marsh of the
Farmers' National CoLincil, and Mrs.
Chapnp Clarl..

- Marsh enlivened the proceedings
by telling the senators that congress
had been negligent in its duty of
bringing the war-profiteers under.
prosecution for, sabotaging the war
preparations of the nation; that the
political prisonerf were those who'
had most, peristently fought and ex-
posd the wrongdoing of the profit-
eeLs.

WVhile the resolution before the
committee denounced the espionage
act and directed that amnesty be
given the political prisoners, it is an-
ticipated that if .any. action is re-
ported it will beh merely respectful
suggestion to the president thkt he
grant amnesty if he deems it con-
sistent with the public welfare.

Schools Maddox proposes that the
quickest and most effective methc4
to decefase the enormoius and extrav-
agant school expenses is to reduce
the teachiig .force and to make the
parents pay directly for the tablets
and pencis" used by t.hoii childi'en
ti the schools.

Did he propose to
reduce the $4.000 salary paid to the
School clerk? Did he recommend cut-
ting down the enermous expenses in
his own office?

Did City- Superintendent Maddox
state that the handsome administ ra-
tion building erected to house him-
self and the school clerk ainl the
mainy nssistants was absolutely un-
necessary; yet absorbod .many thou-
sand dollars?

camp, a great manny of whom are
walking the streets hungry, and
some homeless.

"Acttisl working conditions have
become .worse, The bosses knowing
that there is a surplus of labor here
are forcing -the. mea..to. speed up
under the contradt and 'bonus sys-
temns. Recently the old fire, which
has been burning. since 1889, has
got beyond control and is filling the
workings all over the hill with poi-
sonous gases and terrific heat. Mii-
ers who in the past few years have
taken "first aid" traitiug from the
government teachers are now forced
into this fire zone to .work-or be
blacklisted on the hill.

"Since April, 1920,' hundreds of
workers luveU been refused a
"rustling c- urcr," which means a
bilackflct in all the sminus of the
j1utiti district, among them many

miners who have given the best
years of. their life to' the produc-
tidu of profits for the copper bar-
ons.

"A notice is now posted on. all
the mining 'propertles -of the dis-
trict to the effect' that wages will
jw -cut $1 per shift after Jan. 20.
T'hey alsa have o given notice to the
craftsmeui who are organized in the
Amnrican, Federation of Labor that
"open shop" will be the rule .after
Jan. 20',: as no more conitracts will
be entered inio.

"Workers are urged to pay no at-
tention to ads for mon to work in
the Butte mites while conditions
are so bad, for there will be no jobs
here for- a long Swhile, judging front
present- indications, and we believe
that it is the intention of thbo-min-
ing compdnies to try. and flood the
calmp with idle men and then out
the wages still lower.
