Tho dignity and hon-

or of the House of Representatives demand-

ed a purgation, and an investigation was or-d- ei

ed. The editor is summoned before the com-

mittee of investigation and disputes the author-

ity. Where is the rule that would discrimin-

ate between bis case and that of a private in-

dividual, except that as his charges involved
the'honor of the nation and the consequent re-

spect due to its. legislative authority, consid-

erations of a higher and more sacred nature ed

their confirmation, if they could be
sustained by competent testimony.

In anything that we have said, we do sot de-Si-

to be understood as expressing tbe opinion

that the charges are not susceptible of proof.
The statement of Mr. Payne, of North Caro
lina, a member of the House, goes far to prove
that gross corruption exists at Washington, and
Mr. Payne's own honor demands that he
should specifv bis charge.

The ne
gro was taken from tbe jail by the guard, no
opposition being offered by the shei:fil The
place was arranged before the necro arrived
A green pine stake was set in the ground firmly,
ana arouna uri, a pile or rat pine was arranged
in diameter about six feet, and about four feet
high. He wan bound hand and foot to tbe pole,
and netore nre was placed to tbe pole, the
wretch made the following confession, "that he
had murdered his master, but would not have
done it had it not been for a white man." He
made come other confessions, implicating a
white man and another negro in the alf.iir.

Our informant says that when he lett, the
fire had already consumed bis head, legs and
feet, and that they were piling on more wood to
hniah tne Dony.

Tho Election cf tbe Pennsylvania Senator.
The Harrisburg correspondent of the Phila

delphia Evening Journal, (a K. N. sheet,) gives
the following account of the incidents attend
ing the election of Gen. Cameron to the United
States Senate :

THE CONVENTION.

The scenes in the halls of the House, after
tne meeting ot tne joint convention, were of the
most exciting character. When the Senators
entered and look tneir seats in lront of the
Speaker's desk, tbe hall was filled to its utmost
capacity. When the Speaker of the Senate or-
dered the tote to be called, the stillness of the
grave prevailed ; not a whisper was heard ; not
a movement oi any Kind was visible, livery
one, no matter how uncomfortable his position,
stood still, ims suence continued until the
Clerk, in calling the names in order, had gone
through with the list of Senators, and down
into the list of House members aa far as the
name of Lebo, of Schuykill, a Democrat.
When his name was called, he voted for "Si
mon Cameron." This created a profound sen
sation. Dismay filled the ranks of Col. For
ney's friends mere was no leinng wno else
might bolt. In tbe lobbies there was a decided
disposition to cheer among Cameron's friends.
just as there had been among torney's friends,
when Jonns, or layette, a rosier man, had
voted for Fon.ey.

When the Clerk came to tne name of Atanear.
of York, and ne responded "uameron," tne sen-

sation deepened. The feeling was still more
profound when WagenselIer,of Schuykill, went
over. As the Democrats have but five majority
on joint ballot, these three votes turned the
scale, and gave Geu. Cameron a majority of
one. So many kept tauy lists mat tne result
was known throughout tne nouse ere it was
formally announced by the Speaker of the Sen-

ate, that Gen. Simon Cameron was duly elected
United States Senator, to hold that office from
the 4th of March, 1857, for six years. But
when it was made, a tremendous cheer went up,
such as I never heard in a legislativehall. It
was evident that, although the (own hss been

crowded with the friends and adherents of John
W. Forney for several days, they were outnum-
bered by the outside friends of the "Winnebago
Chief" as tne people of this vicinity aeiignt to
call Cameron.

Senator Browne, of the county, desired to
enter a protest against the election, but after a
great deal of excitement and discussion, the
Convention adjourned without permitting tne
protest to be entered upon the record. It re-

lated to the want of compliance in part, of tho
Senate, with the statute of 1839, regulating the
mode and fixing the time of electing a United
States Senator. That law requires that tne
Senate shall appoint a teller on the day before
the day fixed for going into joint convention.
He raised the point, also, that it required a
majority of each House to properly elect ac-

cording to the construction the Senate had, by
its action, placed upon the law of 1839.

ine Convention nnaiiy aqiournea.
During the afternoon 67 guns were fired in

honor of the election by the Republicans of
this borough.

FK0U WASHINGTON.
CorresponiUnet of tbe Baltimore San

Washington, January 15. Senate. Mr.
Seward, from the Committee on Commerce, re-

ported a bill for tbe protection of steamboats
from damage or destruction by fire. Among
other things, it provides that the woodwork
shall be removed to a certain distance irom tne
furnace and ilucs ; the fire-roo- and passages
to be protected with iron, and in the event of fire,
the conflagration to be extinguished by steam
to be worked by machinery outside of me lire
rooms ; the act to take effect one year after its
passage.

On motion of Mr. Pugh, a resolution was
adopted requesting the Secretary of the Treas
ury to inform the Senate what would be the
annual income of the government, according to
such estimates as he may be able to make, if
one-fift- h of the duties on such imported articles
authorized by the tariff act of July, 1840,
should not be remitted; what if one-four- th

should be remitted; and what if one-thir- d

should be remitted?
Tbe Senate resumed the consideration of the

House bill providing for the settlement of the
claims of the officers of the Revolutionary
army.

Mr. Foster earnestly supported the measure,
placing in a strong light me services and gs

of those who hail perilled their lives in
the struggle, arguing that in consequence of the
depreciation of the value of tbe certificates in
Mhich they were paid, they were justly entitled
to tne consideration of uongress.

Mr. Pugh offered an amendment striking out
tbe first and second items, and inserting:
" There shall be paid to each surviving soldier
embraced by the resolution of Congress of the
22d of March, 1783, the difference between the
amounts specified in the certificates issued to
him under thetcrms of said resolution and ths
value of said certificates in money at the time
it was issued and received." Adopted yeas
26, nays 21.

i see in your papir of this morning, an arti-
cle over the signature of "Memphis," upon the
subject of the city disposing of her stock in the
Memphis and Charleston Railroad, which, I
tntnk, needs a passing notice to correct some
of the figures, and the impression that the arti-
cle might leave upon the minds of the Dublic in
relation to myself, as "Memphis" has seen
proper to make frequent allusions to my name.
If his deduction Were an inrnrrf ii mxnv nf
his figures are, he would not make a very safe
exly-falke- r, and his adviee should not have a
great deal of weight. But 1 am of opinion that
the conclusions are much nearer correct than
the data upon which he bases them ; and my
only object is to correct his figures, and place
myself right before the public.

First, "Memphis" says "These bonds (ths
city bonds issued for stock in the Memphis and
Charleston Railroad) were Issued about six
years ago, making the Interest that the city
has paid upon them-$18- 0 000, for which she is
entitled to $180,000 of additional stock." If I
am not very much mistaken, the first of these
bonds, $210,000, were issued July 1st, 1852,
and tbe remainder, $290,000, July 1st, 1854;
consequently the city has paid interest on the
first $210,000. four and a half years, and on
the last, $290,000, two and a half years,
making SlOOpK), Instead of $180,000. This
is an error of $79,800. Neither is the city
enuiieu to additional stock for this Inter-
est. The company may, and probably will,
adopt the policy of declaring a dividend, paya-
ble in stock, of the nett earnings of the road
that has gone into construction.

Secondly, he says, " the whole amount re-
quired to build the road is estimated in round
numbers at $5,000,000. By consulting the
Sixth Annual Report of the Company, he would
have seen that the estimated cost of the road,
real and incidental, would be over five and a
half million of dollars; this Is an error in his
figures of over half a million of dollars. He
also estimates the State Loan at $1,000,000,
when it is $1,100,000 ; his estimate of Company
Bonds issued is $1,000,000, when the actual

issued is $1,600,000, an errorin theselwo
items of $700,000. Consequently his estimate
of annual interest to be paid by the Company,
of $130,000, is an error of $48,000 per annum,
it being $17S,000. All these errors corrected,
might make some little difference in his calcu-
lations. But I can assure him and the public
that I have never advocated the poliey of sell-
ing this stock, or exchanging it in any wav. Up-
on the contrary, I originally insisted upon the
City Council's pledging this stock for the re-
demption of these bonds; that it might be
placed out of the power of any unwise legisla-
tion upon the part ot the City, to dispose of
this Btock and invest it in some unprofitable
scheme, and leave posterity to pay the Bonds
and the interest upon them, without any avail-
able means to pay them with. I have always,
and now do contend, that the stock in this
Road will be a good dividend-payin- g Btock, and
will finally be a goed iuvestraont to the City,
as well as the Individual stockholders, who
have given such liberal aid to it.

I expressed these views to the City Council
but a lew weeks ago, and advised them against
the policy of subscribing the stock of the
Memphis and Little RockJtailroad Con
And, if I am not miBtaken, " Memphis" heard
me express these views. But when I saw, as
I thought, a very general disposition, both in
and out of the Council, to give this stock in
some way to aid in the building of the Mem
pnia and Little Hock Railroad, I suggested
what I then thought, and now- - think, a hetter
plan than to undertake to sell stock incumbered
by a mortgage that was Belling without incum
brance at fifty cents m the dollar, which plan
was, to retire the city's debt of $500,000 at
par, and thereby reduce her liability to that
extent, and enable her to give such aid to the
Memphis and Little Rock Railroad as she
might think proper, and to nut itinsnmK avail.
able and not in stockBhape, encumbered by a. r . .... . . . J.inurigge. my pian was to sen me stock to the
parties who held the mortgage, (if sold at all,)
so that the mortgage would not affect its value.
ds it would if sold to other parties. My further
ooject was to meet me arguments of those who
opposed further aid to the Memphis and Liitle
Rock road upon the ground that the city's In-

debtedness was alrsady too large, and my sug-
gestion was to reduce it by disposing of an
asset, looked upon by many'as ot very doubt-
ful value, and probably unproductive. Being
myself in favor of the city doing all she can,
consistently with her resources, to aid the
Memphis and Little Rock Railroad, I was very
glad to see "Memphis " give sueh a flattering
account of the prospect of profit to the city in
her investment in the Memphis and Charleston
Railroad; and I shall expect, hererfter, to find
him th champion of some enlarged and liberal
measure to aid ,the Memphis and Little Rock
Railroad; and thus we may, through his ef-
forts, soon see that road again upon the track,
a thing of life.

As " Memphis" seems disposed to arraign
me for my opinions and calculations, I will give
him' an estimate of the probable result of th;
city's investment in the stock of the Memphis
and Charleston Railroad, under prudent and
economical management :

your Bonds. This operation repeated annual-
ly, will" redeem your $2,700,000 of Company
and State Bonds in twelve years.

The 8 per cent, dividend received by the city
on her $000,000, (which it will probably be
increased to,) will give her $48,000 per annum ;

can purchase at 75 cents on the dollar, reduc

By repeating this operation annually,
and investing the entire surplus received from
this 8 per cent, dividend, (after paying the in
terest on mo outstanding iionas, sae would re.

The Company and
state xsoniis wouia oe paid, me uitv would
have paid her entire debt created for this stock,
and the stockholders $2,SOO,000, wonld be enti-
tled to ibe whole nett earnings of the Road,
$550,000 annually, with no interest to pay.

The Territory of Arizona.
CorrtiponJcnca of the if. Y. Tribune.

Washington, January 13, 1S57.
The Committee on Territories, to whom was

referred the "memorial of the people of the
" southwesten part of the Territory of New
" Mexico, praying for tbe organization of a
"new Territory." and alsoforthe" proceedins
"of the Convention of the people of the Te-
rritory of New Mexico to organize a separate

xemtory," nave decided upon tne foliowin
report. It was drawn by Mr. Morrill, of Ver
mont, and is an able and concise paper:

The remoteness of the western portion of the
lemtory iroia me capital and the more popu-
lous easter portion of tbe Territory, and Its in
creased extent consequent upon the annexation
of what is commonly called Gadsden Purchase,
in a. u. iooj, seems to nave left the inhabit
ants without much care of the local Govern
ment, and still less the General Government.
Tie few lines which compose the brief act of
Congress, approved August 4, 185-1,- " declaring
the southern boundary of New Mexico," by
which the then recently acquired territory was
incorporated with the Territory of New Mex-
ico, appears to be the first and last notice the
people there have received since their allegi
ancs has been changed from Mexico to the
United States.

It appears from the papers as above referred
to, and from other evidence submitted to tbe
Committee, that tbe people of the western por-
tion of New Mexico complain:

firf. That they have not been permitted to
exercise the right of freemen under the laws
and Constitution of tbe United States.

Second, That they have had no courts, laws
or magistrates.

JJurd, mat mey are isolated, cut off, and
among savage tribes, with no Segal organiza
tion, and without any of the privileges of citi-
zenship.

Fourth, That though nominally in the county
of Bona Ana, in the Territory of New Mexi-
co, they have never had the benefit of laws or
civil officers, nor have they any protection for
life, liberty or property.

Fifth, That the vast extent of the present
.territory ui new iiiexico, ana me great nam
ral basins between the eastern and western
portioas of the same will forever present ad
verse interests, and prevent the harmonious ac
tion of either a Territorial or State Govern
ment.

They also pray that measures shall be taken
for the speedy settlement of land titles, for the
survey of the public lands, for the protection
of ininiiig interests, for the establishment of a
post route, and tbe aubmgation of the hoatil
tribes of Indians which infest tha country; and
they also pray that Congress will admit Mr.
N. P. Cook, of Arizona, the delegate elect, to
a seat in the House of Representatives, o all
the privileges of delegates from other Territo
net.

This long list of grievances, as set forth by
the people of that portion of New Mexico
called Arizona, and which there is no reason
to doubt are for the major part real grievances
certainly require an early remedy. Whether i
new Territory should be established, or wheth
r other legislative action calculated to remove

the chief causes of complaint should be resort
ed to, was the first point to be determined in
tne discussion by the Committee.

From the statements given to the committe
by the most competent available witnesses
there appears no reliable data upon which to
found an accurate estimate of the present num
bers of the white population in that portion of
tne territory wnicn seeKB a separate organiza-
tion. The highest supposition is that it reach
es from eight to ten thousand, and the lowest is
jrom two to mree thousand. A medium be
tween these suppositions would fix tbe present
number at from five to seven thousand of white
inhabitants. This number is deemed too small
by the Committee, unless for the gravest rea
sons, to warrant the large expenditure which
new Territorial Government would require, es
pecially when it is believed the chief advan
tages sought may be bad in a more economica
way.

It is to be presumed that the eastern portion
of New Mexico will be prepared, at no distant
day, for admission into the Union as a State.
When tho Territory is divided for that purpose,
as it unquestionably will be, then would seem
to be the proper time for the establishment of
a new Territorial Government. Such a delay,
if the remedies proposed by the Committee
shall be adopted, will subject the memorialists
to very slight remaining inconvenience; an
theB, in tbe natural order of events, can re
mam but ror a brier lime only.

The Committee have, therefore, arrived at
the conclusion that a bill to establish a separate
judicial district south of the Gila, and to create
an olhce of Purveyor- - General therein, and to
provide ror me adjudication of certain land
claims, to grant donations to actual settlers, to
Burvey certain lands, ana to provide ror tne re.
presentation ot the inhabitants of the " Gads.
den Purchase " in the Territorial Legislature of
IS ew Mexico, would be all tbe legislative
dress, with mere minor exception, that the case
requires; and mey report a bill according.

Alter having been ably argwtf
by counsel on both Bides, the court decided, as
previously announced, that, by the act of 129,
these Inspectors were required to make a
Board, ana that there bad been no subsequent
act amending or altering it That when one
Commissioner died or resigned there was no
Board competent for business until his scc8-so- r

was appointed. But if a Board was r ex-
istence, then, in the absence of one member
tbe other two might act. By this decision Mr.
White remains (in possession of the peniten
tiary. The case was argued for White by
Andrew bwing and John Trimble, and for
Love by Ex-Go- v. Neill S. Brown and Ed. H.
Ewing.

It gives us much plea wire to an-
nounce to our readers this morning the arrival
in this City of Governor Johnson, of Tennes-

Academy should be established at that place.
In pursuance of this, act, Governor Johnson
purchased the Hermitage for tbe sum of forty-eig- ht

thousand dollars, and yesterday made a
formal tender of the property, with the condi-
tion annexed, to the President. The President,
in reply, stated that this offer of the Stat? of
Tennessee would be promptly communicated by
him to Congress.
