The cosrenieac of our importing merchants,
aad the advancing importance of our city, be-

gin to loudly demand that energetic steps should
be immediately taken to secure the erection of

a Castoai-Hous- e in this city. By a law recent-

ly passed, the exhibition and payment of duties
on sample packages are no longer deemed suf-fkie- at

to insure the free passage of goods from
the seaports where they are first discharged to
the interior ports of entry. This involves the
necessity of importers at the interior ports
Having their goods entered and duties assessed
at tide water, which is the place of reshipment,
unless there is a Oistom-Hous- e or government
warehouse at the interior port, where facilities
are afforded for the inspection of goods.

Oar Memphis importing merchants are pre
cisely in this condition, and the consequence is
that the larger proportion of the duties are
paid at New York or New Orleans, very much
to their inconvenience, and the consequent
damage to the interests of the city. Nearly all
the foreign goods sow shipped to this city are
thus overhauled at the seaports through which
they pass, and the revenue arising from fees
inures to the benefit of those cities. It can be
seen at a glance that it would be vastly more
convenient to oar merchants to have their
goods shipped directly here without the delay
of having them inspected at other ports before
their arrival a.M the inconvenience of remit-taac- es

to discharge them from the customhouse.
In the present condition of things, the act de-

claring Memphis a Port of Entry is almost a
nullity. And yet there are more than a million
of goods shipped to this port frem foreign coun-

tries annually, (including railroad iron,) which
are subjected to this vexatious delay. One
house, (a hardware establishment,) pays about
$20,000 in ditties to the Government annnally.
The hardware, china, glass and queensware,
cigars, liqners, wines, i.c, from foreign ports
direct is annually growing in amount, and it is
high thae that our city authorities were memo-

rializing Congress to grant us our rights in this
regard. We have been told that Gen. Bivesj,
our Representative in Congress, states that he
could easily have obtained an appropriation
from Congress for a Custom-Hous- e or Custom-Hous- e

and Post Office, if he had been properly
backed by ew citizens.

Doe care should be observed to properly au-

thenticate all the facts relative to the amount
of imported goods and the duties annually col-

lectable. Scores of cities of so more impor-
tance than Memphis, as regards population
and foreign cotaaerce, have received this ap-

propriation from the Federal treasury, and
there is bo sufficient reason why we should not
receive it, not as a boon, but as a right. Mem-

phis is entitled to it Under the present laws,
and witbeet a Custom-Hous- e, it is a farce to
call it a port of entry. An appropriation should

be asked of a snScient amount to commence

and prosecate a substantial and elegant struc-

ture which will not only be a convenience, but
also an ornament to the city. We trust our
City Council will speedily move in this matter.

Opinion or Pxnnsylania Know-Nothin- gs

or Simon Cameron. Last winter, says the
Augusta Censtitutienalut, the Know-Nothin- gs

of the lower hease of the Pennsylvania Legis-

lature held a caucus to nominate a United
States Senator. Finding that Simon Cameron
had by adroit intrigue and management se-

cured so many supporters in the ranks of the
organization that his nomination was proba-

ble, twenty-eig- ht of the Know-Nothi- mem-

bers seceded and issued an address to the pub-

lic in justification of their course, from which
we make the following extract:

Shall the American party, then, in the face
of all its professions and actions, be now made
the dishonored instrument in elevating Simon
Cameron to the highest office in its gift ? and
thus hold him up to the world as the exponent,
embodiment, and personincauon of American-
ism ? We trust not. We consider him a fit
representative of nothing good ; and a fit expo-
nent of no honorable principle. As Pennsjl-vanian- s,

we remember that our State motto, as
adopted by our ancestors of sevents-six- , is
"Virtue, Liberty, and Independence." We
reverence this glorious old motto; and bear in
mind that we but recently swore as represen-
tatives, to perform our duties as such, with
fkiehty ; fidelity to our constituents, fidelity to
oar native State, and fidelity to the enobling
principle engraven on our State escutcheon.
Shall we, then, or can we consistently with the
oaths we have taken, support a nomination so
destitute of every element of virtue, which
would disgrace the American organization and
our native State ; and which, we feel well as-

sured, our constituents will repudiate with
scorn and righteous indignation. We recog-
nize no power in say caucus, to require us thus
bo sacrifice our integrity, to throw away our
self-iespe- or to violate our oaths ; and there-
fore it is, that in the independence of freemen,
we strike down king caucus at the bidding of
cir country.

examination of the body of Hugh Miller
was made at his house, in Portobello, on Fn
day, by Professor Miller and other medical
gentlemen.

side his corpse, give painful evidence of the
awful intensity of the disease:

Dearest Lydia: My brain burns. I must
have walked ; and a fearful dream arises upon
me. I cannot near me nornnie tnougnt. God
and Father of the Lord Jesus Christ have mer
cy upon me. Dearest Lydia, dear children.
farewell. My brain burns as the recollection
grows. My dear, dear wife, farewell.

New York Dry Goods Market. The
Herald of Saturday week says :

"The severity of the weather, with obstruc-
tion to navigation and inland communication
by ice and snow, has tended to check any move-
ment of importance this week in the dry goods
trade. Buyers begin to arrive from some por
tions or me bourn and soutnwe at, ana are
chief! v encased in looking round and examining
the market before making purchases to any ex-

tent. The most active local trade with jobbers
has been with sales to clothing manufacturers,
suitable for the spring and summer trade at tne
South and West. The wholesale trade iu
ready-mad- e clothing is every year on the in-

crease. Besides supplying the trade in the
States, large quantities now find their way to
the Pacific coast.

"Some houses cut up large quantities of ma-

terials, and give employment to a great num
ber of persons of both sexes. jviucb. or me
work is executed by the job, at the houses of
the females, and by country tailors, who em-

ploy, to a considerable extent, sewing ma-

chines. A material reduction in prices of
ready-mad- e clothing is prevented by the ad
vance 01 cotton and woolea cioms. mere
was more demand by the export trade for cot-te- n

piece goods, especially for the south coast
of the Pactffi, and for Brazil. The exports
for the week ending on the 6th inst, embraced
about 1,707 packages, valued at $10214;
SS9.201 of which were taken for Chili. Brown
ebeetings were held firmly at 9c for heavy,
and 1 2Sc. for light, with a moderate stock.
Drills were firm, with light sales: browns
were held at 82c ; bleached were firm at 9c,
and blues were held at 10ic.

"Osnaburgs were held at full prices, without
sales of moment. Bleached sheetings and
shirtings were firm, and held at full prices.
Medium goods were at 810c, and prime at
121c Low qualities were scarce. Denims
were selling at 1010ic for favorite makes;
Amaskeog at 15c, and lorfc at 16. Stripes
and ticks were held with increased firmness.
The advance in cotton ducks continued to be
maintained, with moderate sales. There was
a good display of new and fashionable styles
of prints from leading Eastern manufacturers,
which were held at prices ranging from 91
101c Lawns were firm, and leading makes
ranged from ll13Jc, and 1820c Ginghams
were firm. Mouseline de laines of standard
makes were held at 1820c

"Cloths were quiet. Woolen goods were
firm, but without sales of importance. Tweeds
and jeans were held at higher rates. There
was no movement in foreign dry goods of im-

portance to notice. Staple fabrics of woolen
and silk goods were bringing full prices. Dress
goods were also in good request. The late
westerly gales, with some ship-wreck- s, have
checked recent importations, but as considera-
ble supplies are known to be on the way, we
look for pretty heavy arrivals in the next five
or six weeks."

Mr. Henry's Invention. We observe that
the invention of our townsman, Mr. George G.
Henry, is attracting a good deal of attention
in the interior. Many of the country papers
speak of it aB a combination of machinery al-

ready known and in use, which is expected to
work a revolution in the present system of
Southern industry. We cannot see any objec-
tion to the practicabilityof Mr. Henry's means
for the purpose he intends to accomplish. The
cotton gin is now appurtenant to every planta-
tion, spinning machines are in use in every
manufacturing town in Europe and America,
and it is an attachment; of the gin to the latter
machinery that constitutes his improvement.
Detail as to the mode of this arrangement is
not necessary. It is sufficient to say that seed
cotton, by the means proposed by Mr. Henry,
is to be converted into merchantable yarn, on
the plantation and in one continuous process.
By this operation he expects to relieve me plan-
ter from the labor of packing his cotton inhales,
the mosle now adopted for convenient transpor-
tation, the danger of loss from damages in
in shipment, injury to the staple from the force
of immense pressure, the necessity of opening
and disentangling it, breaking up of fibre and
waste of material. He expects to gain also
manv advantages over tne plans now adopted,

The cotton is taken immediately from the
gin, passed through cleansing machinery and
spun into yams whilst the cotton is open and
fleecy, devested of dust and trash, oily and
strotig, in the fall and winter months, while the
fibre is new and uninjured, and before it has
been matted or deteriorated by handling. This
process he propose to perform in one operation
and witn me ordinary lauor or tne plantation
and to produce a better yarn, without waste
man can De made alter me cotton nas gone
through the strain of packing and the loss of
opening. Now, all this is proposed to be done
without any greatly increased outlay of addi
tional capital and with the ordinary force of
tne plantation, now tar it can be done we are
not able to determine. What number of spin
ales, what cost, and what power it would re
nuire to manufacture a crop of ten or one hun
dred bales of cotton into yarns in time for mar
ket, we have no means of calculation. But the
data for the resolution of these questions are
easily obtained, and wa can but refer them to
intelligint investigation of those persons who
wish to avail themselves of Mr. Henry's inven-
tion, with the hope that the solution of the
probles may enable Southern industry to avail
itself of Mr. Henry's invention and realize the
advantages which he so confidently propounds
Should his idea be reduced to economical prac
tice, it would add immensely to Southern com
merce and weaim. mooue Jtegister.

On Ventilation. The last number of the
Albany Country Utnueman. contains a capi-
tal article on this subject, with diagrams. Af-

ter referring to the injurious effects of our pres
ent style of parlor stoves, wnicn require a cur-
rent of air hrough the crevices of doors and
windows into our rooms, causing cold leet, and
accumulation of hot air above, the editor pro
poses a remedy, as follows:

"A snace shall be left in the floor, so that
hearth of brick may be laid seme inches below
the surface. On mis iiearin me stove snail be
directlv set. without the intervention of legs.
Just above this hearth, and below the floor, a
wooden tube shall lead to the air outside me
honse. the portion next the stove being sheet
iron, ana supplying air tor conuuiuwi uy paus
ing directly into me stove, inis will entirely
obviate the necessity of cold streams of air
from window cracks, to feed the fire. Tne air
through another tube, or a portion of the same,
may be admitted on different sides of the stove,
and in contact with its lowest portions, for be
coming heated to warm the room, lnis would
also tend to obviate cold currents, because the
fresh air coming In from below, would pass out
through higher crevices, instead of entering
mem. ine addition or a register near rue
ceiling, would, if necessary, render the ventila-
tion complete. There would be another impor
tant advantage in mis arrangement, on tne
score of economy. We have found by experi-
ment, that a stove placed on a stand, two feet
nign irom me noor, required twice as mucu xuei
as when placed down level with the floor, to
render the room equally comfortable, so diffi

cult la me descent ot neated air. ir, taererore,
the stove were placed actually below the floor,
the lower stratum of air next the floor, would
be warmed with, still greater facility.

"This contrivance would afford the conven
iences of a hot-a- ir furnace already mentioned
in this article, with less consumption of fuel,
without unduly warming the cellar, and with
out the trouble of running down stairs every
time the fire needs replenishing or regulating."

Florida Indians Peaceable Removal Hopeless,
The following letter from Captain Casey,

says the Macon Telegraph, was written two
days before his death, and gives up all hope of
effecting the removal of the Florida Indians by
negotiation a hope which, we will venture to
say, he was among the very last to relinquish.
Captain Casey had held the position of Indian
Agent in Florida for many yeais a pulmona-
ry affection of long standing rendering a resi-
dence in Florida indispensable to the prolonga-
tion of life. He was supposed to be on more
friendly terms with the Indians than any white
man in the State, and indeed, the confidence
subsisting between them was sometimes a
cause of jealousy and crimination upon the
part of frontiermen. General Harney, on the
other hand, was held by them in mortal terror,
and it was hoped that his appointment to the
command, followed" by a preliminary proposal
for negotiation, would have the salutary effect
of inducing the miserable remnant of savages
to come in and treat. Contrary to all antici-
pation, however, the time of truce has been
signalized by more extensive and barberous
murders, ami nothing is left now but the most
decisive and vigorous policy. Gen. Harney,
when holding a command before, nsed to hang
the Indians caught or slain in arms. We hope
he will the practice. There should
be no safety for them out of the United States
lines. It was said io be a superstition among
them that such a death forever banished them
from the happy hunting grounds beyond (he
verge of time, and the immediate effect of Har-
ney's rigor was that many of the Indians

;

surrendered themselves, and were re-

moved to the reservation in Arkansas. The
same vigor now will prove mercy in the end.

I hope the troops will oc--
cupythe attention of the Indians near their
homes, so as to leave them but few warriors
to spare for depredation on our frontier, but in
the meantime, and with the sanction of Col,
Munroe, (commanding the United States troops
in Florida,) I would respectfully suggest the
propriety of promptly placing, say, two com-
panies of volunteers in position on Pen river,
to give confidence and protection to the ex-

treme frontier settlers.

tention from the officers of the Wabash than
they have been from them.

THE CCMMTTEE OF INQUIRY.
From the Washington Union.

The commitee annointed bv the House of
Representatives to investigate the charges of
corruption bnught by the New York Times
against certain members whose names arenot
specified, and also the direct charge of the Hon.
Mr. Paine, las a most important duty to per
form, and it is tioped it will be periormed wiin-o- ut

fear or favor. Whether these offenders
(if such there be) belong to the Black Repub-
lican, the Democratic, or any other party, is
of little consequence to the public welfare. If
they are guilty, M them be punished ; if inno-

cent, acquitted before the' world. Justice to
them, regard to the dignity and honor of the
House, and, above all, justice to the people of
tne United biates, imperatively demands a
thorough, searching investigation of charges,
which, if true, are calculated effectually to
undermine that system of representation which
is the basis of this government, by destroying
all confidence in the integrity and purity of the
Representatives.

If the people cannot trust their immediate
representatives, whom can they trust? If the
fountain whence all laws and all authority
originate becomes corrupt and defiled, the
stream that flows from it will be equally vitia-
ted, and the due administration of the laws
become the greatest of all grievances, because
the laws themselves will come forth reeking
with corruption. The legislative is (within
the limits of the Constitution) the sovereign
power to which not enly the people, but all
their institutions are subservient. It is in vain
that we have able and upright judges and mag-
istrates if those by whom their conduct is pre-
scribed and regulated arc governed by pecunia-
ry and interested motives. It is bad enough
when legislative bodies are exclusively in-

fluenced by party feelings, but it is ten times
worse when they become vitiated by personal
Eecuniary interests, and sell their votes to the

In the one case they are gov-

erned by certain principles which some believe
right, others wrong; "but whether right or
wrong, if they sincerely believe in them, there
is something akin to virtue in endeavoring to
carry them out by all lawful means. But
when members can be bribed to support or op
pose a measure, wnemer good or bad, or, wnat
is still more degrading, become panders of cor-
ruption, legislative bodies are mere markets for,,,,.: ,H o.iiin m.n h nni hv.j a a
security against worthless, irresponsible ty
ranny.

Far be it from us to insinuate that there ever
have been, or now are, members of Congress of
this description, although we are compelled in
all kindness to confess that laws have been
passed of late which leftus only the altet native
of concluding that Congress was either acting
without any reason at all, or was governed by
motives of which perhaps the less Baid me bet-- 1

ter. When the grounds assumed for the action
ot Individuals, or public bodies composed of
members selected from the great mass of the
people for their superior talents and judgment,
are notoriously, palpably insufficient to justify
their course of action, we have a right to infer
that they are governed by secret motives which
it would not be safe to avow. When sensible
men act lite fools it is apt to excite shrewd
suspicion of their being knaves.

Perhaps there never existed a public bodyeX'
Psed to greater temptations than me Congress
ot the United States. Having in some measure
assumed the position of a public almoner for
the relief of everything and everybody, having
'ae aosoiute aisposai ot some sixty or eiguty
millions of dollars annually, and some seven or
eight hundred millions or acres ot land to give
or throw away, it is not to be wondered at that
this honorable body, so redolent of nourishment,
should attract the crows and kites and vultures
from far and near. Accordingly it is openly
charged and extensively believed that the meet-
ing of Congress is a signal for assembling all
the birds of prey. But we are approaching
ticklian ground, and must stop snort lest we
should be included among those preposterous
editors, of public journals who have the im-

pudence to insinuate thai it is not impossible
for the serpent to crawl into Paradise and per-
suade some of our conscript fathers to taste of
what is now universally held to be the Tree ef
Knowledge. ,

We bave only to repeat the hope that the
committee of inquiry will prove this growing
gangrene to the bottom ; that they will act with
unflagging zeal, and decide with inflexible jus
tice. The honor and dignity of Congress, the
welfare of the people, and, in short, the exis-
tence of this government, require a thorough in-

vestigation, and a radical cure of this growing
evil, if such a thing be possible. It is time the
earnings of the people should either be left in
their own hands or appropriated to their pros-
perity and happiness.
