Improvement or Westers Rivers Mr. Seals.
mla has reported a bill la the United States Senate, m .k-i-

appropriations f.r the lmprovement.Jby contract, ot
the Mississippi, Mlssoori, Obio and Arkansas rivers.

The bill proposes to the Western rivers divided
into convenient sections, and then advertise by contract
for the removal pf all obstructions to the navigation of
each section, whether from stumps, snags, sunken wrecks,
rocks, legs, or ot whatever nature, either ia the main
channel ot the river or in the channels lesding to the va-
rious ports and landings. It provides that so money
shall be pall oa any until tbe entire work under-
taken shall be cemtf eted and inspected by sultsble oncers
of tbe topog aphlcal corps of engineers. The bl'l Includes
various appropriations, wucu do not exceed $150,000 per
annum ror are years, formal sum committee
ascertained that contracts could certainly be made, by

all these Western rivers could be kept clear
of th obstructions at present so destructive to life and
propertt. At tbe eadof fire years, when these rivers are
to be delivered up to the Government entirely free from
obstructions, a continuous appropriation of one-thi- rd of
that sum wHl keep them dear.
