was se:.t some months since to St Domingo,
in charge of a large quantity of arms and ac-
coutrements, to be placed in the possession of
Senor Segovia, Spanish Consul at that city,
for the purpose of arming various natives,
whom he had declared to be Spanish subjects,
with the view of doing awaj with the treaty
mat mil Deen entered into between that coun-
try and the United State), and of upsetting the
then existing Government of St. Dsmingo, is
at present, or was a few days sine, in this city.
