" New all this is as uncalled for as it is un-tr- e.

UaouestioBably, among the members of
Congress, numbering nearly three hundred, (of
both Houses) there are some dissipated men,
kmi bhs of vicious habits. The same charge

. would hold good in reference to the same num-

ber of men in any other calling in life, and in
asy ether community. Gambling saloons and
ether dees of vice are not, perhaps, more nu
merous iu Washington, in proportion to size,
than in any other city in the Union.

tation prevails. All tne cnarges ana insinua-
tions which pave rise to the investigation now
going on before a special committee or tne
House, are directed against memoers irom uis
free States. How far the corrupt combinations,
which are alleged to have been formed among
some of the Northern members to control the
leeiBlation of the present Concress, were influ
enced by the fact that their career was to be
closed at a certain time, I will not undertake
to sar. But the fact that corruption is onlv
found among members who are ruled out of
public lire by that system wQicn tne autnor or
the letter under review would have established
everywhere, possesses some significance.

I hope never to see this rotation principle
prevail in the South. Change, for the sake of
change, is dangerous, so far, at least, as mem-
bers of Congress are concerned. Let the peo-
ple sustain a man as long as he is true to his
trust. The system would operate against those
who aspire to public position. But the indi
vidual ambition of men should never be made
paramount to the public good. It is, to be sure,
a legitimate ambition to aspire to a seat in
Congress; but well-trie- d servants should al-

ways be sustained against new aspirants for
Congressional honors, however worthy they
mar be.

No stronger argument in favor of this sys-
tem can be furnished, than a reference to the
long senlce of members of the House of Re-

presentatives from the South. Houston, of
Ala., has been a member for sixteen.years
Jones, of Tenn., fourteen years ; Clingman, of
?i. U, and Stepnens, or ua., iweive years;
Cateb. of Al-a- tn vears : and various others
whose term of service runs from six to eight
years. No higher compliment can be paid to
true patriotism, lnttCTity and incorrupiiDiiity
than the continuance in Congress of these men
Apart from the spotless intecritv of their offi

cial action, their experience gives them great
advantages over members who und tneir way
here from the system of "frequent changes.
Each one of the men above named is equal, in
all the elements of legitimate parliamentary
influence, to any five new members.

I suggest, therefore, that the best mode of
purifying Congress, is to keep in all the pure
men we have, and get in as many more, or of
the same sort, as we can; and when we get one
of that stripe, let us not subject him to the rule
of "frequent change.-- ' &i;uiyaij.

COKQKESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
Washington', Feb. 25 Senate. The sub

marine telegraph bill being up, Mr. Toombs re
rumed his remarks against the bill, calling it a
violation of thelawand of justice, and a scheme
which would subserve no interests, excepting
those of speculators and jobbers.

Mr. Thompson of Ky., moved to postpone Ihe
further consideration of the bill until the 5th
of March. Lost, 26 against 26.

M'ssrr. Foote, Benjamin and Bayard advo
cated the bill, and Messrs. Jones, or lenn., and
Butler" opposed it.

Further consideration-o- f it was suspended by
the arrival of the time for resuming the special
order, it being the bill authorizing the people
of Minnesota to form a State Government and
constitution, preliminary to their admission in
to the Union.

Mr. Hunter gave notice, that as soon as the
Minnesota bill was disposed of, he should move
to consider Uie arm bill.

The Senate, by ayes 31 against noes 24, re-

considered the vote, by which the amendment
was adopted, restricting the right of suffrage of
the United States, and then struck out the
amendment by a vote of 32 against 24, and
passed the bill in the precise form in which it
came from tne nouse, by ayes Jl, nays i.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the
Submarine Telegraph bill.

Housr. Mr. Davis of Md., called up the re
solution of tbe Select Committee, for the expul
sion of Wm. A. Gilbert,

Mr. Bennett, of New York, said that certain
patts of the testimony of the witnessed, Swee-
ny and Simontoo, were not published with the
evidence. The suppressed testimony was
deemed material to Gilbert's defense.

JMr. JJaviB. of Jld., remarked there was no
evidence that had not been printed.

Mr. Bennett said he could prove that Swee-
ny was induced to swear to just so much as
would convict Gilbert aud nothing more and
that every honest'man would rebel against such
conduct,

Mr. Warner asked on what authority Mr.
Bennett made his statement.

Mr. Bennett declined to answer. If the gen
tleman would go to the printing office he would
see what was stricken our.

Humphrey Marshall wished to knew whether
Gilbert wisned to have a trial.

Mr. Bennett replied that Mr. Gilbert not
only wanted but demanded a trial on the pre
sentment made against him.

Marshall said, that being the case
it did not matter whether all the testimony was
printed or not, as he supposed the witnesses
memseives would be produced nere.

Mr. Craig understood that tha accused had
put in an answer to the charges.

The Speaker remarked that It had not been
filed.

Mr. Nichols Baid that in this particular case
an answer had been made, and would be filed

y by the member particularly implicated.
Mr. Bennett remarked that they have a right

to isimonton's statement wmcn would show tbat
Sweeny swore to order.

Mr. Davis, of Maryland, said that the com-
mittee are not aware of any suppression of evi-

dence touching any fact relating to the person
accused, or which could bear on the fairness of
the proceeding, bimonton did give the names
of witnesses by wiiorn testimony was given,
but Simonton was not compelled to give them
as testimony.

Mr. McMullen said it was the duty of Con-

gress to give the accused a fair trial. This
was accorded to the meanest criminal. In his
opinion the committee had performed their
duty creditably to themselves and the nation
but be was for giving the accused everything
he could in fairness ask, including the sup-
pressed testimony which iB deemed by the ac-

cused as necessary to his defense.
Mr. Bennett caused to be read a paper from

Mr. Gilbert, who denies the truth of the char-
ges preferred against him, and demands a trial
and aBks that certain testimony te of
Sweeny and Simonton be produced and printed,
deeming it to contain matters material to his
defense.

Mr. Burnett offered a resolution having the
latter object in view, and moved to recommit
the report.

Mr. Orr, on the part of the co.nmittee, said
that Simonton bad declined to give the names of
certain witnesses except on condition that they
should not be published as evidence. He (Orr)
assumed that this was not testimony affecting
the merits of the case, as it was merely the sur-
mises of Simonton. He had no objections to
sending to the printing office and obtaining eve-

rything suppressed.
Mr. Davis, of Maryland, regarded Mr. Gil

bert on trial upon the evidence presented.
Mr. Stanton said if the committee were acting

as a Grand Jury, then it was right for them to
take te tes imony. in bis opinion, bow
ever, the committee partook of the chaiacter
of a secret inquisition. Tbe accused should
have a fair trial, acd it was the duty of the
House to recall witnesses to give the general
evidence before this body.

Mr. Purviance, in order to save time and test
the sense of the House, offered a resolution that

at noon, be fixed as tbe time for the
;rial of Mr. Gilbert, and that the Sereeant-at-Arm- s

be directed to summon Mr. Triplett and
Mr. Sweeny to appear before the bar of the
House to be examine. 1 as witnesses.

Mr. Warner said, aB a member of the Com-
mittee, he had endeavored to discbarge the un-

welcome aud laborious duty with fidelity, and
he was willing to stand or fall by the proceed-
ings.

Mr. Cavellero argued that Mr. Gilbert, by
his own statement, had admitted the truth of
the charge against him.

Mr. Gilbert requested Mr. C. to read further
on in the report, which he did, reading the
words "no argument was made with (Gil-
bert) by Sweeny, Triplett, or ai.y other per-
son, nor was I to have any benefit from the pas-
sage of the book resolution.

Mr. C. then insisted that Mr. Gilbert's con-
duct was in its nature corrupt.

Mr. Keitt alluded to the course taken in the
case cf Mr. Brooks, and referred to the journal
to establish the fact that thtse who were now
so vociferous in branding the select committee
as a star chamber inquisition, and demanding
that witnesses he heard at the bar of the
House, were in the first instance impatient for
summary proceedings against Mr. Brooks, Mr.
Edmonson and himself. The difference was,
the former case was an assault and battery,
while this is one of plunder. (Laughter.) In
conclusion he said the House bad no right to
graduate their rules of evidence according to
the character of the defense.

After further debate, Mr. Orr sent to tbe
printing office for the original documents, which
were subseuuently compared. in some parts,
with the printed volume which had appeared.
The omissions were to the following effect:

When Sweeny was examined as to Gilbert he
said : " I do not wish to launch on a sea of this
kind, as I shall be liable to break down the
testimony I have already given."

In another part Sweeny says : " It seems to
me you already have evidence enough to con-
vict him (Gilbert,") and again the witness said
to the committee, " You should not lead me so
far off as to make what I have said improb-
able"

Mr. Orr now said the change in every re-

spect was made at the instance of Sweeny, who
wished to present his testimony fairly and
properly before the House.

Mr. Stanton Inquired whether he consented
to this mode of trial.

Mr. Orr replied that it was for tho House to
determine whether it would give this matter
the go by, but for himself he would not consent
to give the accused members higher and greater
privileges than those which have been enjoyed
by members heretofore.

Mr. Ritchie eaid, that the form of trial was
not discussed in the Select Committee. As to
Sweeny, when the clerk read to him his test!
mony, he stated that such parts as he desired
to omit were mere loose conversations in which
he was trying to beg off from giving testimony.

iiigb nonstable Blackburn of this city, nas
been on the search for McKim for some time
past, and as the account obtained from various
quarters in reference to this man is somewhat
interesting, and may lead to his detection, I
have embodied the main facts in this comtnunl
cation. The officer, after visiting Pittsburgh
and obtaining a full description of the alleged
muruerer, visited Ubester and Delaware coun-
ties, where it waB found that he was charged
with the larceny of twenty-thre- e horses. He
also discovered tbat McKim bad three wives,
bis lawful one residing in Delaware, and tbe
others in is ew Jersey.

At Altona, it was ascertained that a man an
swering to tbe description, was seen lurking
about the building in which the inquest upon
the murdered man was held, until a verdict of
murder was rendered by the jury. He then
disappeared, and was not traced again until
the officer arrived at Reading; here It was
found that he had spent several days, and then
left with two women of loose morals, after hav-
ing purchased dresses, iewelrv. etc.. for them.
From this place he went to Pottsville with his
female companions, rented and lurnisnea a

house for them at an expense of about $300,
and here he would have been arrested but for
the foolishness ef a gambler who made his ac
nnaintanee.

It appears that while the supposed murderer
was on his way to Pottsville with the women,
the gambler entered into conversation with one
of tha women, and by this means received an
invitation to visit the house to be opened by
their friend. Ibe gambler, finding tbat tne
roan had some money, determined te inveigi
him into a game and strip him, buU before be
could accomplish his object, he (tne gambler)
saw in the Ledger of this city a description
of Ixorcross' companion and supposed murder
er, but, instead of having McKim arrested im
mediately, he (the gambler) commenced tele
eranhing to the Mayor of Philadelphia for
fuller description, anu alter two days nau Deen
spent in tnis way, tne gammer came to in
conclusion that ;MeKlm was the man, and h
telesrranhed to to send an officer up.

In tne meantime the gambler Gad informed one
of tbe women of tbe discovery be bad made
and requested ber to keep quiet: but she, feel
ing, I suppose, some compassion for the man
that had clothed and fed her, informed McKim
that ne was suspected, and be, without admit
ting the truth, left Pottsville two days before
the officer from Philadelphia arrived. McKim
was seen after this in Philadelphia, but all
traces now have been lost of him. His trunk
is still at the Pennsylvania depot, and in it is
carpenter's rule with his name upon it. Tbe
furniture which he had in the house at Potts
ville and the jewelry which he gave the women
have all been seized by tbe authorities of Potts
ville, and will be sold and the proceeds given
to tbe friends of the deceased, ihe women
that lived with him were hooted and pelted
with snow-bal- ls as they were going to tbe de
pot to leave the town. McKim is about 6 feet
hich. f.toon shouldered : sandy hair, bald
front; high cheek bones. and there is a scar in
the palm and on the back of one of his bands,
caused by a pistoi-sbo- t.

The natural,eflect of life in a factory Is
to take the color from the cheek, to give a pale,
worn and sullen loot, to produce diseases inci
dent 10 me remaie Bex, ana Hasten into activity
any latent or constitutional to
disease. From careful inquiry and examina
tion of the operatives themselves, we find tbe
following result. Of 25 persons averaging 21
years, 20 said their health was not so good in
tbe factory as before; in another case 14 opera
tives or id examned declared tney sunered dv
worciog in tne mm.

In still another case, 9 out of 13 operatives
answered their health was not .so good as it
was before they went into the mill. In one
weaving room of 24 persons there were 14
whose health had been injured.

The ceneral rule deduced from careful exam.
ination is that of ascribed to causes
connected with the mill and the hoarding
house."
