- - , DECISION OF TEE SUFB.E1IE COTJBT.

The Supreme Court of the United States has
tJalS made the most important decision, accorc- -

by the most learned and interesting
opinion, in the Dbed Scott case, that has pro--
LiWj ever emanated from that tribunal. In
hw lst paper we published a telegraphic dis-

patch purporting to give the substance of the
opinion, in which there was a material error
of the telegraphic reporter. It was there
stated that the Court bad decided that a slave

i
temporarily removed into a free State or Terri-

tory-was thereby emancipated. It appears
from as abstract of the opinion of the Court
"we fiad in the St Louis Republican, telegraph
ed from Washington, that the very reverse of

- this statement is true.
The substance of the decision of the Court

as appears from the Republican abstract is
as fellows:

That the restrictive clause of the Missouri
vorapromise, witn rererence to slavery, is

and void.
That a Territorial Government can not make

ostactmeate relative to the personal property of
seHlrens of the United States in Federal terri-
tory which are beyond the powers that Con-

gress itself possesses by virtue of the Consti-
tution.

That the legal title to Slave property in the
State is which it is held is not affected by the
temporary sojourn of a slave in any other State.

Sack are the great and important principles
established by tbe highest judicial tribunal
kiovrH to the laws of our country. The posi-

tions heretofore taken by the South on this
qtMstien are fully established. The wisdom of
the Kansas-Nebras- act, in expressly refer-

ring the controverted point touching the pow-

ers of the Territorial Governments to the Ju-

diciary and in declaring the Missouri Compro-
mise to be void, is amply and triumphantly

, ,yiad4cated by this decision.
It is eiioegh that the Territorial Governments

are declared to have ne roe-r- power over the
persesal property of their inhabitants than
CBjre3s itself possesses, under the Constitu-Ue- e,

because Congress cannot delegate power
that the Constitution does not confer upon it.
Itis tSir:;Bt, becsascthe opinion is also em-

phatically given that Congress exceeded its
'powers when it undertook, by the Missouri
Ceapremise, to exclude negro slavery from a
portion of the Territories and to confer freedom
and crtizeaship to another portion.

Here we have first the decision that Congress
- possesses no constitutional power to exclude
negro slavery from the Territories of the
UsHed States; and, second, that no Territorial
Government can make enactments relative to
the personal property of its inhabitants that
exceeds the power of Congress to do. The
"Squatter Sovereignty" at which the entire
Xnow-Nethin- g party was so terribly alarmed
is tfeas dissipated and dissolved by the Supreme
Court, to which the Democracy had trusted tbe
whole question. The constitutional rights of
the South are thus vindicated, elucidated and
aatherKatively enforced by the only tribunal
which could settle the question permanently
and satisfactorily to the great mass of the peo-

ple. The ill judged policy of lugging into a
political canvass a question of such vital mo-znt- nt

is aUo exposed. And the Democratic
party is sustained and historically nationalized
ia that, by the Kansas-Nebras- ka act, it initiated
the efficient movement which will tranquilize
the country, remove a most dangerous and agi-

tating controversy and establish the constitu-
tional rights of the South upon a firm and endu-

ring basis. Black Republicanism abd Aboli-

tionism may assail the Supreme Court with its
vituperative batteries, but every shot that it
fires henceforth will recoil and prove fatal to
itself. Like its attacks upon the Bible, its as-

saults upon the Constitution will only eternize
its infamy.

We have heard of men making fortunes
by attending to their own business and leaving
their neighbors' business alone. We have
known ether unfortunate wights to run to seed
and poverty by gossiping about other peoples'
affairs.

Tbe Easle and Enquirer would do well to at-

tend to these hints, and mend up the tattered
affairs of its own broken down party instead
of meddling in the Congressional nomination of
the Democracy.

One thing we can asssre our neighbor, the
Democracy will give its party a candidate that
will represent the Tenth District in the next
Congress of the United States. Perhaps the
Eagle, knowing this inevitable fact, takes more
interest than usuil in our nomination. If this
be its plea, we excuse the interference, and en
dorse its propriety.

--Leaving Memphis Tuesday evening, the Wth

inst., so the fine little steamer Editor, we
wended our way up tbe Mississippi, conscious
that with Morris Beast as her Captain, and
IL M. Robbiss as her Clerk, (to say nothing
of the all things would go " soft
and easy." By the intervention of fogs, how- -

" ever, even the Editor had to "tie up" at
night and wait for sunshine. On this acconnt,
we missed our connection with the cars at

"Cairo, and hence were delayed one day. Leav-
ing Cairo, we steered up to Mattoou, at the
junction of the Central Illinois and the Alton
and Terre Haute Railroad. Here we were in- -

Here we lay, at
Mattoon, until three o'clock Saturday evening.
At this hour, a young man made his appear-.ane- e

in the public room, announcing that a
' ttrla w coming from the west. At this an-

nunciation, a smile lit up every countenance,
asI' a general hunt for trunks and cirpet bags
was made. Now let it be remejibered, that
In these Western prairies, a train may be seen
for twenty miles. They are level and as bar-

ren as the sea, and hence the breath from tbe
" lrin horse is visible at an incredible distance".

It was seen, however, and all eyes were fixed
upon him; and we all rejoiced in tbe prospect
of being relieved from tbe intolerable impris-
onment at Mattoon. Believe us, when we say
Jo ye j, that the blast of tbe steam whistle,'
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coming from the West, was more grateful to
our ears, than ever was the song of Ossian, or
a blast from Lewellyn's horn.

Leaving Mattoon with a cheerful heart, we

steamed over to Terre Haute, m Indiana.
Here we stopped at tbe National Hotel, the
best in tbe city ; and here we spent the Sab-

bath, hearing two sermons one from the Pres
byterian minister, and oue a funeral sermon

from the Congregational minister. At 3 o'clock
Monday morning, we took the cars for Colum-

bus, Ohio, at which place we arrived at 3 o'

Mr. Speaker, in
using the lai.guage which I am reported to have
useu yesterday in regard to tne statement made
by tbe member from Ohio, I meant no disres
pect to this House. I believed at the lime, and
I now believe, that the statement made by that
gentleman was untrue. I have no more to say.

Mr. Sherman. I have, under the circum
stances, but little to sar. This remark was
made in so low a tone of voice that it was not
and could not be heard In this part of the
House. Whether this was intentional or not is
for the House to judge. Before I was informed
of what was said, the member left the House.
From what 1 could learn, I believed it was the
language or blackguardism, induced by excite
ment and intoxication.

Ihe Speaker. Tbe Chair is of the opinion
tnat tne gentleman is not in order.

Mr. Sherman. I supposed it was only ne-
cessary to call the attention of the member
(with whom my relations heretofore, though
not intimate, bad been kindly) to tbe remars: I
nave read to call iortn from nim a manly re
traction. I do not think he has stated enough
for tnat purpose.

Mr. wrignt, of Tennessee. I cannot, of
course, be expected to bandr enitheta with the
gentleman from Ohio until he relieves himself
from tbe imputations already cast upom blm.
mat's an i nave to say.

At this stage of the matter, the affair rested
until to-da- y, when Mr. Wright, having occa-

sion to speak with a gentleman from Balti-

more, on business, wsnt over to his seat, which
happened to be the next to that of Mr. Sher
man. While; engaged in conversation with the
member from Baltimore, Sherman flipped
some wafers in bis face, when Wright struck
at him and denounced him as a cowardly scoun
drel. Here the members of tbe House inter-
posed and prevented a personal altercation in
the Hall, and here the matter rests for tbe
present. Under the advice of friends, and
from the dictates of bis own judgment, Mr.
Wright does not consider himself it liberty to
notice the man until be relieves himself fiom
the charge of being a liar, cast upon him day
before yesterday.

In tbls connexion I may say that no member
of Congress especially no new member, has
won such golden laurels as John V. Wright.
He is a Roman of tbe old school a man
of sterling integrity. This, in common par
lance, is saying "a heap," for there are but
few men in Congress that you can say " a
heap" about.

Important Decision of tbeTL 8. Supreme Court.

The Sculh Stutulned In her RIshl.
ABOLITIONISM DRIVKN TO THE WALL THE

KANSAS ACT COXFItUIKD.

The decision of the Supreme Court in the
Dred Scott case was delivered y, by Chief
Justice Taney. It was a full and elaborate
statement of the views of the and
they have decided that the following are all
the important points :

First That negroes, either slaves or free, as
men of tbe race, are not citizens of tbe United
States, by the Constitution.

Second That the Ordinance of 1787 had no
independent Constitutional force or legal effect
subsequently to the adoption of tbe Constitu-
tion, and could not operate of itself to confer
the freedom or citizenship, within the North-
west Territory of negroes, not citizens by tbe
Constitution.

Third That the provisions of the act of 1S20,
commonly called tbe Missouri Compromise, is,
so far as it undertook to exclude negro slavery
from, and confer freedom and citizenship to the
negro in the northern part of the Louisiana ces-
sion, was a legislative act exceeding the pow-
ers of Congress void and of no legal effect to
that end.

In deciding these main points, the Supreme
Court have determined upon following the inci-
dental points.

First The expression territory and other
property of the Union in the Constitution, ap-

plies in terms only to such territory as the Un-

ion possessed at the time.of adopting tbe Con-
stitution.

Second That rights citizens of the Uni-
ted Stales emigrating to any federal territory
under the power of the Federal Government
there, depend upon the general provisions of
the Constitution, which defines in this, as well
as in all other respects, tbe powers of Cor.-gres- s.

A Congress does not possess tbe power
itself to make enactments relative to the per- -

in Federal territory, other than such as the
Constitution confers, so it cannot constitution-
ally delegate any such power to a Territorial
Government organized by it under the Consti-
tution.

Third The legal coudition of a slave in
the State of Missouri is not affected by the
temporary sojourn of such slave in any other
State, but on his return his condition still de-

pends upon tbe laws of Missouri, and as the
plaintiff was not a citizen Missouri, there-
fore he could not sue in tbe coutts of the
United States, and the suit must be dismissed;r want of jurisdiction.

Tbe delivery of this opinion occupied about
threejioura. "It was listened to with profound
attention by a crowded court room.

The Mexican Extraordinary the best possi-
ble authority, has given publicity to the sub-
stance of the new treaties, negotiated by Mr.
Forsyth, and brought by the Guerrero. The
Extraordinary not being itself at hand, we
translate from the Trait d' Union, which gives
full credit to the statements of its cotemporary.
The treaties were signed at the City of Mexico,
on Wednesday, the 5th We translate

of her financial cifficulties, to brinz to her
coasts a commercial fleet, and to her frontiers
a trade which will give new life and activity to
her commerce by land and by sea. We give in
order tbe substance of each treaty.

The first treaty provides for the establish-
ment ofa commission for the examination of
all claims of the citizens of both Republics
against the government of either, excepting the
American claims provided for by Mexico by
the treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo.

Tbe question of Mexican claims against the
Unifd States, by reason of the Indian depre-
dation upon tbe frontier, and conformably to
the 11th article of the treaty of Guadalupe, be-
ing a point in discission between the two Re-
publics, will be submitted to the arbitration of
the Emperor of tha French. If the decision
be favorable to Mexico, the claims will be
brought before the Commission.

The Commission will be composed pf four
members and two Secretaries, named Tjy-Vth- e

two Governments, who will have the power to
elect a fifth member, who will act as arbitra-
tor, and who will decide all questions upon
which the four first members differ.

The second treaty, one of reciprocity, es-
tablishes tbe freedom of trade in certain ar-
ticles of commerce enumerated, on the territo-
ry and frontier rivers of the two republics
but to tbe exclusion of Hues on the coast.
This treaty is based upon the principles of Ihe
recij rocity treaty between the United States
and Canada.

The third treaty is a postal treaty, for the
establishment of a weekly line of mail steam
ers. This line will be supported by the two
Governments, and will touch at all tbe ports of
the two countries in the Gulf Mexico, from
Motile to Sisal.

The fourth treaty has the character of a
general convention, and stipulates, among other
things, for the renewal of the treaty of com-
merce between the two Republics in 1831,
which has expired by limitation.

Tbe fifih treaty provides for the loan of fif-

teen mill. ons of dollars to tbe Mexican Gov-
ernment, at four per cent, per annum. Seven
millions are secured by the surrender of the
Mexican revenues to the United States, to the
perfect satisfaction of the principal and inte-

rest-Three

millions will be retained in the treasu-
ry of the United States for the payment of
ciaims recognized by the mixed commission.
If this sum be more than sufficient for that pur-
pose, the balance trill be paid to Mexico; and
if it be not sufficient for the payment of these
claims, the Mexican Government will pay tho
difference. This sum will bear interest till
drawn from the treasury, for tbe benefit of the
creditors, whether Mexican or American.

Terrible Tragedy ia WasMEgtori.
Our Washington correspondence, says the

Baltimore i'un, of the 2d inst., gives an account
of a shocking affair which occurred in that city
on Saturday, resulting In tbe death of David
Home, Esq., a merchant of Alexandria, Va.,
at the hands of Col. D. C. Lee, a member of
the Common Council of Washington, and clerk
in the Pension Office. The latter, it appears,
had charged the former with picking his pocket
at tbe President's levee, on Friday night. An
explanation was sought by Mr. Hume on Sat-

urday morning, when an altercation ensued, in
a room at the Pension Office, followed by the
unfortunate death of Mr. Hcme. Tbe main
facts of tbe distressing affair are given in tbe
letter of our Washington correspondent, in ad
dition to which we have the evidence before the
coroner's inquest, as follows :

King F. Page testified to being in an adjoin
mg room, ana nearing a noise as or scuttling or
striking, and on entering deceased was falling.
Assisted in laying him back and opening his
clothes : Col. Lee was walking back and for
ward, end said, "You must not. blame me, gen
tlemen, i uia it in ssU'derenge."- - &aw no dead
ly weapon in the hands of the deceased. Tbe
coroner here stated that no weapons were
fonnd upon tbe parson of tbe deceased.

Mr. Daniel McCook testified that he was sit-
ting in room No. 30 ; beard tne discharge of a
pistol, and entering this room saw deceased in
the act of falling, supported by Dr. Miller and
Mr. Page; the pulse of the deceased was ex-

tinct in a few minutes; witness had bad posses-
sion of the body since the death of the deceas
ed, and is certain that no deadly weapon was
upon bis person.

Solomon G. Heaton saw the transaction at
the President's levee; was passing towards the
East room with a lady, and near tbe doorway
of the' President's reception room came up in
the rear of Col. Lee ; noticed that be bad one or
two ladies with him; stood there for a moment,
the crowd being so great could not pass; a gen
tleman coming frm tbe reception room met
them and seemed to be trying to pass us and go
out; deceased was this gentleman; Colonel Lee
stood rather facing deceased, and while in that
position saw Colonel Lee put his hand on his
panUIoons pocket; he then spoke to deceased,
and at tbe same moment stepped up to blm and
collared him, saying, " You have my "pocket-book- :"

Atlantic Telegraph Bill.
The following is the Atlantic Telegraph Bill

in precise form, as it passed Congress :

"An Act to Expedite Telegraphic CmmnBtca- -
tion for the Use of the Government in its
Foreign Intercourse.
" Be it enacted by tbe Senate and House of

Representatives of the United States of Amer-
ica, ia Congress assembled, That the Secretary
of State, in tbe discretion and under the direc-
tion of the President of the United States may
contract with any competent person, persons
or association, for the aid of the United States,
by furnishing not exceeding two ships, in lay-
ing down a submarine cable, to connect exist-
ing telegraph between tbe coast of Newfound-
land and tbe coast of Irelat.J, and for tbe use
of such submarine commanication when estab
lished by the Government of tbe United States,
on such terms and conditions as shall seem to
the President just and reasonable, not exceed-
ing seventy thousand dollars per annum, until
the net profit of surh person, persons or asso-
ciation s. all be equal to a dividend of six per
cent, per annum, and then not exceeding $60,-00- 0

per annum, for twenty-fiv- e years :
"Provided, That the government of Great

Britain shall, before or at the same time, enter
into a like contract for those purposes, with
the same person, persons or association, and
upon terms of exact rquality with those "Stipu-
lated by the United States : And provided, That
the tariff of prices for tbe use of snch subma-
rine communication by tbe public shall be fixed
by the Secretary of the Treasury of the United
States and the government of Great Britain, or
its authorized agent: Provided. further, That
tbe United States and tbe citizens thereof, shall
enjoy the use of the said submarine telegraph
communication for all time, on the same terms
and conditions which shall be stipulated in fa-
vor of the government of Groat Britain, and
the subjects thereof, recognizing- - equality of
rights among the citizens of the United States
In the use of said submarine communication
and the lines of telegraph which may at any
time connect wit!, the same or its terminus, up-
on the coast of Newfoundland and in the Uni-
ted States in any contract so to be entered into
by such person, persons or association, with
that Government.
wHeavy Mail Robbery. We are indebted
to Dr. Mawson for information of a mail rob-
bery at Crestline, which, probably, is a very
extensive one. Mr. Thomas CHall, a mer-
chant of Crestline, on Saturday found in his
privy several letters and drafts directed to St.
Louts, and which letters and drafts appear to
cover remittances exceeding $10,000. On the
same day John Goodspead, the baggage-maste- r

on the Fort Wayne and Chicago Railroad,
found the rifled mail bag in the vault of the
privy at the Crestline station. Pamphlets and
newspapers were still remaining in tha bag,
which had been rut open.

Tbe mail taken was, no doubt, the through
mail between Pittsburgh and Chicago and St.
Louis, on its way west, as one letter was found
containing a gold dollar, directed by a mother
at the east to her daughter in Chicago. The
affair is yet a mystery, but the sappoaUion is,
that the mails in the night were thrown from
the car to tbe platform, and then stolen. It is
thought by some that the mail was robbed be-
fore it reached Crestline.

A gang of robbers and burglars have infest-
ed the line of railroad running from Pittsburgh
to Fort Wayne, and on Satnnlay this gang was
pounced upon and twenty-seve- n men were ar-
rested at tarious points or. the road est and
west of Crestline.
