Messrs. Editors : The people of the South

generally are, at this time, beginning to turn

over the queslien, who shall receive toe nomi-

nations for Congress. It may not be improper,
therefore, to examine the principles upon

which the selections should proceed. The hu-

man mind is too much disposed, in deciding all

such questions, to submit to influences which

very little reflection would show to be alto-

gether improper. We have lately seen this

fact Illustrated, when so large a body of our
people, and among them some euih enlightened
statesmen, allowed their religious prejudices to

exclude worthy men from public employment,
though the Constitution forbade these things
to be considered. The power of reprehensible
influences has also been witnessed, in the at

tempt to deprive many citizens of their char

tered rights, upon the ground that they were

born abroad. The instances given where such

illegitimate iifluences have operated to over-

threw Bonnd constitutional principles, have

arisen, it is true, among men who are not, in

general, to be congratulated for their strict ad

herence to what is written in the Constitution.
But it is not, from this fact alone, tobe inferred

that other men, great as maybe their renown
fn.r tinhnldin? law. will alwavs shape their- - i o J "

course according only to views sanctioned
by the Constitution, and never turn aside to at-

tain an unauthorized object. It may be, their

error will consist in mistaking for legitimate

that which is, indeed, a msst improper consid-

eration, to govern their conduct by. Certain

it is, however, that errors are occasionally to

be seen, and unless corrected are likely to pro-

duce the most unhappy consequences. ,We
have, fir example, seen many attempts, on the
part of Democrats, to introduce the principle
into our country, that a President should hold
fcts office for but one term, although such a
thing would be at war with the supreme law of
the land. Such suggestions have been exam
ined and rejected ; it is the duty of the public
to deal likewise by similar suggestions of an
improper character, which are intended to in-

fluence their conduct in the approaching nomi

nations and elections. If any such have been

made, let them be discarded.

On looking into the public journals that come

from every section of the country, it will be

seen that everywhere the merits of different

gentlemen, as regards the places in question,
are under discussion. Among the objections
urged against some, and the arguments used to
support others, it frequently happens that we

observe considerations of the aforementioned
character, which the constitution does not au-

thorize. It is constantly said, that one section
of a district is entitled to the Congressman,
and that men of nt qualifications are
to be passed over, at d the public to lose the
advantage of their abilities, only because they
live in a quarter from from which have already
come too many public men. In the mind of
every loyal citizen it ought to be a sufficient
objection to such an argument, that the law
prescribes all the people in the district, as the
body from which the selection should be made,
and not alternately the people of one section
or another of that district. Whenever, there
fore, we ceme to coBsWer the merits of two
gentlemen, one of whom exceeds the other in
the qualities of a statesmen, this personal su-

periority should decide us in his favor, rather
than be laid aside by us because of the other's
residence in a quarter which has not hitherto
been the residence our Congressman. This we
say would be the constitutional course, and as
such Bhonld be implicitly followed. Cut it
would be, moreover, the coarse dictated by ex- -
pediency. It ii.ay doubted, whether in this ever been a man in our midst, who understood

The members of the House of Rep
resentatives were at first elected by the State

large, and were then, as they are at this day,
considered the representatives of the States,
quite as much as the Senators themselves, but
upon a different principle and in a different
ratio to the representation of the sister States.
The crojett ef dividing the State into districts
and giving to eac-- the election of a Congress-
man, is a conceit of modern times, and has
been effected through the State Legislatures.
LlRe many other new-fangl- ed notions, it has
proved to be more beautifully systematic than
serviceable. It has fillechthe halls of Congress
wlthrude and unlettered men, and deprived the
country of much of its finest talent It has
confined the selection, in many cases, to ob-

scure districts, where, despairing of a man who
would equal and adorn the place of Congress-
man, the people have, it would seem, mads
their choice without reference to any personal
ability, but with a view only to preserve party
organization. The consequence of thislast re-

sult is, that the evil multiplies itself. Men
come at last to be overlooked entirely, and dif-

ferent sections of the same district alternately
set up sectional claims to the place which no
section is recognized by the other as competent

supply wjth a worthy incumbent The con-

sequence Is that the lower branch of Congrees
no longer the powerful assembly it used to

so far as concerns its Influence upon the
public mind. It is no lsnger the same honor as

while such a limitation cuts off a great part, and
indeed, determines the appointment, or election,
upon a principle entirely fallacious.

This matter is of much importance to our
whoie country ; for wherever districts of wide
extent are to be found, these sectional sugges- -

tions are urged. It is particularly, however,
io the public mind of Mississippi that better
views on tills matter re to he commended. In.

the northern districts, especially, it it too com-

mon to hear the argument advanced, that such
and such a county ought to have a Congress-

man. The people ought to repudiate any such
suggestion, ao the Democracy of our State has
repudiated it. It was proposed before the
Democratic members of the present Legislature
In Mississippi, that the northern section of the
State iibould have the United States Senator,
since they had so long been elected frem the
southern section. To the cred.t of their Intel-

ligence be it stated, the movement was discoun-
tenanced. Even gentlemen from this section
did not approve of it. After such a public
manifestation of the sense of a great party on

this subject, it cannot be that men will allow
themselves unthoughtedly to give their adher-anc- e

to so dangerous a principle.
These suggestions have arisen out of a strong

This is certainly true; but this anxiety on the
subject of Lafayette evinces a sense of the fact
that within its limits resides a man whom it
may be, the people of the District along with
the people of the whole State are entitled to
claim for their representative. And the suspi-

cions excited by the article in question, that
such a persons is to be found in Lafayette, are
just. There is such a man in that county,
wlJose abilities make it impossible for those
who know of their extent to consider for a mo-

ment the sectional claims of other gentlemen.
He is not one man among half-a-doze- n. Those
who desire to see him represent Mississippi in
Congress have nothing to say of his being a
county man, or even a North Mississippi man.
They only urge upon the public the luminous

logic and profound investigation which his
speeches exhibit. They would have it known
that he is possessed of the greatest natural
parts and the most extensive attainments. It
is not merely attainments of a professional
character to which they need direct the public
gaze. He is a scholar whose learning has
been in the mathematics, as well as metaphy-

sics. It has been, indeed, no great while since
he was one of the most able men in the Facul-
ty of our State University; and this is an hum-

ble tribute to his unbounded merit, from on
who learned at college, as his pupil, to admire
and appreciate the powers of his mind, and, it
may be added, his exquisite but unobtrusive
sense of honor. Nor are these the only de-

partments of study, these of 3b academical or
professional character, into which this gentle-
man has carried his inquiries. If there has

ATTORNEY GENERAL.
JUDGE JEREMIAH S. BLACK.

We copy the following sketch of Judge
Black, Attorney General of the United States,
from the Penmylvantan :

One word dropped carelessly by some
beggar-bo- y that he stumbles over in tbe street
will be the revealingof a new character to him,
and he will delight the world with it. He
knows how to multiply one circumstance into a
thousand.

Addison, that easy writer, who conveyed more
pleasure and good Instruction in his writings
than any other man of his age, was one who
had this wonderful faculty of making some-tuin- g

out of nothing. He might acknowledge
an invitation to dine, and ten minutes in the
parlor would give him a hint which would set
half the ladies of London, if not England, look-
ing about their own households. The human
virtues, vanities and vices were wont for par-
ticular times to show themselves. They came
out to the sight in a movement of the body or
a glance or. me eye. une glance may be an in
dex of a large field of character lying in the
dark behind. A keen eye will immediately
caicu me giancr, reau us renaency, and dl
cover the field behind, and by telling what he
saw will seem endovred with euperior wisdom
io tne worm, rie is no wiser man otner men
ne oniy jives wun uis eyes open, and sees
deeper because he is not too indolent to take
the pains. This was what gave the writers of
.iuui3uu-- uiv sucu popularity, ami wnac still
holds them high in the estimation of the World.

We live books every day. We talk books
when sipping our tea, and think books more or
less noole according to tbe mooit we are in.
Books are only recorded experience. Expe
rience comes fim and books afterwards. The
works of imagination are only the experiences
of men magnilied. lne warmth of the writer
gives a superiority to each circumstance, the
same as me microscope magnines tne animal
cula; living in the drop of water. Evcrv cir
cumstance, from the stumbling in tbe street to
me discovery ot jigutnmg as electricity. lias
principle or cause lying at its base. History
accordingly if marked out by regular laws, and
every battle or act or legislation or oppression
has its foundation rock of the actor who brings
it to light The duty of every man who seeks
to instruct should be to understand their blind
causes, and see how all things are moved bv
order and divine law. Those who do this are
inclined to philosophy, and never have any
opinions without being able to account for
them. They are able to account for their own
opinions, and sometimes see beneath those of
others, and tell them of things lying in their
neans mey Knew not or oeiore. nis is done
by observation, clear, rigid discipline, which
will not be satisfied with the fact without the
cause. When the cause is made plain, then
they can place the cause in a thousand different
circumstances, and tell as many circumstances
to the world. This lies at the root of works
of imagination. Dickens and Milton, and in
truth all great men of song or romance, have
this philosophic principle, and are philoso-
phers without the world observing itPrinciples always lie in nutshells, as the
knarled oak dwells in the little acorn. A re-
volution may lie in a mind, and the fa.e of a
generation in one small book.

This explains why some men are prominent
now and forgotten Ihey perish
with what they identify themselves. If a man
identifies himself wi h the present he perishes
with the present ; but if he identifies himself
wim tnat wnicn Jives for ages, he becomes a
Methuseleh, though In his grave. The politi-
cian of to-d- ay identifies himself with the lotm
of to-da- y, and as soon as mose Issues give room
for others those politicians go down to obliv-
ion. He who weds himself to truth will live as
long as mac trum is brougut prominently be-
fore the world. Shakspeare dealt withthe pas-
sions, and so he will live as long as men are
moved by them. He lost sight of himself, or
rather he was unconscious of himself when lie
wrote, and, becoming absorbed in his nasalon
appeared natural, and he will live with it. So on
Ben Jonson identified himself with the livlnc
senumenig anu reelings or numan nature, and
lives Btill, sweetly remembered among men.
But many a millionaire and great lord or bust-
ling politician, on the bustling front of their
their time, who hardly acknowledged the in-
dividuality of these Apolloa of gong, are now get

forgotten forever. These poets allied them
selves to the ever-recurri- principles underly-
ing all human facts and circumstances, and
hence the more understood the more they come
ku UU1BCIVC3.

Gray, in writingfiis elegy, sealed the signet
of fame on his brow. The grave yard always
gives us melancholy emotions, and when we
are in sober moods he lives, both in sentiment
and melody, on the faint echoes of these words,
as sweet as distant music through the closed
window. That was noAetter suited to his own
time than to our own; hence his wide-sprea- d

reputation now. Butler, no more than a men-
dicant to the good English esquires around him,
spent a little time in dealing with some of the
eternal things of this life, and became of some
consequence to after time, if of none of his
own. His satirical hits will jar the memory of
many a man, non tn use, to a respectful con
sideration of him.

None cf these men saw further into the
earth, the heavens, or a millstone, than most
people can. They only used what little they
say, and when they were moved to speak,
spake from what they had discovered with
their own eyes, not from books ; and spoke,
too, in the order of nature, in the order which
things occur. Manv a man takes his dinloma.
like Shakspeare and Franklin, from the uni-
versity of the world, with the people for their
professors. The difference between them and
the collegiate is, they live and speak in the or- -
aer or nature, wnue me collegiate lives and
speaks in the artificial order of books. Tbey
go out of themselves and become automatons,
speaking often on impulse they obtain in the
studio, and her.ee are nothing to themselves nor
otner people.

1 would rather be taught at the corner of
the street, or wherever I can meet a man, act-
ing according to the impulse of his nature, and
be myself, than spend years in tbe resurrected
alcoves of Alexandria, and believe that all
knowledge js now locked up in books and an-
cient ages. The functions of song and philan-
thropy flow now as freely as when Homer sung
and Plato taught. J. D. V.

Another Loss or Cotton-- by Fire in M-
obile A IKarntn to Planters to ute Iran
Hoops The information received day before
yesterday of another lire and heavy loss of
cotton in filobile, has been confirmed by subse-
quent reports. The amount is estimated at
nearly 1,000 bales, valued at about $240,000,
making an aggregate of loss by fire within
thirty days in Mobile alone of a little less than
One Million Dollars worth of this important
production of oui section.

The annihilation, as it were, of so large a
sum of money, (for "cotton' ami " mosey"
are but convertible terms,) must impress every-
one with a feeling ot rrgret, and sympathy
with those on whom Jhe loss immediately falls.
Doubtless the heaviest lojers are the insurance
Companies, and they are not less than individ-
uals entitled to our sympathies, for if " Corpo-
rations have no souls," the individuals compo-
sing them haxe not only souls, but we presume
a use and fondness for "dividends," which
those having losses will be sure to cut off for a
long time.
