" From what we have been able to learn in
the last few days, we are very much afraid
that many of the farmers in this section have
determined to do rather too much in the way of
cultivating cotton tnis season, we are airaia
mat tne nign price or tne article, at present,
and the likelihood of it having a still greater
rise, will cause them to tax themselves to the
utmost, in order to raise extraordinarily large
crops. And, in doing this, of course, there is
a strong probability of their neglecting, to a
greater or a less extent, the corn crop. This
would be a very anort-signte- d a very unwise
policy. It would be a procedure, similar to

hthat of the man, in the fable, who killed the
goose that laid the golden egg. In struggling
to make a nuge amount, tney mignt possioiy
lose all. If the raising of grain should re-

ceive an inadequate share of attention, and the
season be at all unpropitious for its growth, its
price, which is already very high, would of
course be greatly increased by its scarcity, and
those farmers, who were most negligent in its
cultivation would find that a large portion of
the proceeds of their cotton crops would be re-

quired to furnish the necessary supplies for
their families and farms. Such a cause as this
results from the suggestions of a "penny wise
and pound foolish" cupidity; and we trust our
farmers will not hearken to them."

The total receipts on the Montgomery and
West Point Railroad for the year just ended

were $385,723, an increase over last year of

which-- have stood in asserting the rights of
the people whom I have bad the honor hereto-
fore to represent ; and so far from being dispos-
ed to recede from it because they have planted
themselves there, I feel encouraged to hold it,
with, if possible, still greater fidelity.

There is not in Mr. Buchanan's Inaugural
Address a single sentiment which is in conflict
with my votes and speeches, during my entire
term of service in Congress.

If, then, I were to become a candidate for
Congress, I could not consent to oppose Mr.
Buchanan's administration; nor would I accept
a nomination if it were tendered me, which
seemed to commit me to such a course; lam
sincerely friendly to it, and it is my purpose
henceforth to with its supporters,
cordially and earnestly. 1 should rejoice to
see the entire South come up to this position,
casting away the standards which divide her
sons, and generously consecrating all her re-

sources to the support of an administration
which so nobly vindicates her rights, and which
promises to restore the government to its pris-
tine glory. If I take my seat again in the Con-
gress of the United States, I must be left at
liberty to act in accordance with these senti-
ments.

So far as the naturalization laws are concern-
ed, they will doubtless be modified; the princi-
ple that American citizenship must be appre-
ciated, and the purity of the ballot box vigi-
lantly guarded, will vindicate Itself. It has
already secured attention, and if discovered
from mere party Issues, it is much more likely
to triumph than if it be made the Bubjectof per-
petual strife.

I have only lo add, that I do not wish to be
numbered among the competitors for a nomina-
tion for Congress, which commits the candidate
to opposition to Mr. Buchanan's administra-
tion. If, with this unreserved expression of
my sentiments, I should be chosen to represent
the people cf the District, I could then be use-
ful to the country, in giving my support to prin-
ciple which meet my entire approval, and
which in my judgment ought to be upheld by
the undivided South.

The Titmpo considers this a victory, and as
cribes its advantage to the assistance derived
by the New Granadian Government from the
reports of the foreign consuls here.
