It has rich, smooth,
auburn colored bark; the leaves are a deep
green, very abundant, and of the size of the
apple; the fruit also resembles a little apple
(sweet,) and is very useful in curing many dis-
eases, such as diarrhea, chronic or otherwise.

are bent down until they touch the ground,
where the limb has invariably taken root and
formed a new tree, as in the case of the ban-
yan. From this fact we judge the tree will
bear;transplamtng, and certainly could be
raised from the seed. The manzanito is the
most common of all evergreen shrubs in the
mountains, and is more beautiful and certainly
preferable to most of the exotics now imported
from foreign lands.

The Prussian Government has announced
tbat rrtsiia will persist in her course res
peeling the Danish Duchies, and the Prussian
ports and coasts are to be placed in a state of
defense.

The Russians are concentrating a large force
at Anapa. Ibe rumor of success by tae Cir-
cassians is again repeated.

The British fleet has finally left the Bospho-ru- s

thus evacuated the Turkish waters. The
inquiry into the filibustering expedition to Cir-cass- ia

in the steamer Kangaroo fs terminated,
and Ferhad Pasha and laiaael Bey are to be
tiied as the instigators.

Details of the battle at Bushire, between
the British and I'esian cavalry are received;
it appears to have been a complete victory for
the British.

Details of news from China are also received,
confirming the previous telegraphic summary.
The report that the Chinese Emperor has or-
dered Commissioner Yeh to conclude peace
with the British on any terms is reported, but
more was reported from Hong Kong, February
15 that an American ship, supposed to be the
Highflyer,, was wrecked in the fall of 1855 at
Formosa, where the crew were massacred and
the hull burned by the natives.

England will hardly be content, however,
with any terms short of those adntages
which, by policy, not force, nave been obtained
by Russia ; who, besides acquiring the great
Mantcbooria province, and me river Amoor,
tnrousb its wnoie course, nas aiso got posses
sion of the island of Cbuson, not far from the
port of Shangbae and commanding it, and has
been admitted to tuc privilege, neretoiore de
nied to all nations, of a participation in the
sea coast trade. iJit.

Failure ef tho Expedition Under Col. Loekridge.

DISBANDING AND DISMISSAL OF THE FILL1BTJS-TK- R

FORCE EXPLOSION OF THE J. X. SCOTT
F1FTT KILLED, WOUNDED AND MIS3INO.

From theXew Tork Xwi, April 17

The steamship Tennette, Capt. Patterson, ar-
rived Tuesday morning from Asplnwatl and
San Juan via Key West. The Tenneste.t ar-
rived at Aspinwall on tbi afternoon of Atiril 4,
landed her'passengers, and left for San Juan the
game evening.

Col. Loekridge advanced to Castillo on the
28th of March, with 300 men, on board the
Scott and Retcue. He found the enemy had
fortified Nelson's Hill, 250 yards in the rear of
the castle, with" strong breastworks, ditches,
several large guns and 500 men. He retreated
without making an attack, and destroyed all
the fortifications below Castillo, abandoning
all nope ot opening tne river, iie disbanded
the two battalions of recruits and formed an-

other from those who were willing to go to
Walker via Panama.

On the 2d of April the boiler of the Scott ex
ploded near Sarapfqui, killing and wounding
about fifty of the officers and men. The sick
and wounded were immediately sent to Punta
Arenas upon the Retcue. The Tennessee brought
away all v ho were able to be removed. Col.
Loekridge was up the river with a portion of
his force and a large supply of provisions. The
Tennettee left in the harbor nf San Juan, April
C, H. B. M. war steamers Orion, Cossack, Ar-
cher, Tartar, Pioneer and Intrepid.

Capt. J. W. Patterson makes the following
report :

Ths Tjiiuie brought forty-nin- e disabled
men of Col. Lockriilge's forces. Most of them
were the sick of the army, but ten or twelve
were of those who had been injured by the ex-

plosion of the steimer J. iV. Scott. We left
three of these at the hospital at Staten Island,
the rest came to the city, and are well enough
to take care of themselves.

Col. Loekridge abandoned the San Juan
river, and disbanded his forces. He then so-

licited volunteers from among them to go to
San Juan del Sur and try to join Walker. His
whole force was about 420, including sick and
wounded, and from these he obtained 100 vol-

unteers. Five or six of the scalded men were
left at San Juan, too much injured to bear re-

moval. I understand that some twelve or four-
teen men were killed outright by the explosion,
and about twenty more were badly scalded.

The soldiers say that the accident was caus-
ed by Borne one who threw a keg of powder
into the furnace. They had n board two tuns
of powder and two of lead. The Tennettee
brought no newspapers. Dr. Ware, of Texas,
a Burgeon of th Nicaraguan army, came on in
charge of the sick and wounded, and they have
had the best of care. Night before last two
men died on board, who had been sick of dysen-
tery. There has been a great deal of sickness
among the troops.

From the Aspinwall Courier extra, issued on
the evening of Saturday, April 4, we make the
following extracts, which show the movements
of Col. Loekridge up to the time of his appear-
ance before Castillo, and other particulars :

Greytown, Monday, March 2, 1857. On
the 23d or the 24th of the past month Col.
Loekridge destroyed the defenses and abandon-
ed the positions at Serapiqui and San Carlos
Island, and with all his forces on board the
steamers Retcue and Scott, went up the river
to attack the fort of Castillo.

The lateat-d-at from Walker's recruits up the
San Juan river, is to the 27th ult., at which
time the whole force, about five hundred men,
including sick and wounded, had been taken
above Marhuca Rapids, ten miles below the
Castillo, and were there encamped. Every-
thing valuable had been removed from Sera-
piqui and San Carlos Island, and the fortifica-
tions destroyed. All Jthe men, amunition,
provisions, and boats were above the Machuca
and preparations were being made to attack
Castillo at tne earliest possible day.

Greytown, April 3, 1857.
In reference to the explosion, Ordeily Ser

geant G. W. Sites states :

it ,wa unaouoteoiy caused by tne game
scoundrel who threw a flask of powder into
the furnace. We know it was powder, because
many of the scalded men were blackened in the
face. We had powder stored on board, but not
a particle oi tnat nad exploded. The villian
was probably some desperate man, determined
to do all the mischief he could, and reckless of
the consequences to himself. The powder
probably nrst tore a Hole in tne boiler. After
the explosion about twenty died, and there
were some six or eight more when I left who
were not likely to recover.

Nearly all of Lockridge's volunteers were
blown up and those tbat were killed, were
mostly bis men. I do not think he will take
ten men with him if he goes to join Walker.

Information from Walker was often dissem
inated by Col. Loekridge in his camp, and was
supposed to come through secret agents. Thn
fast rumors were that Walker had about 1,500
men and nad taten ban Jorge. It appeared
from the reporfs that Walker was carrying on
a sort of guerilla warfare, whipping the enemy
at some distant point with alt his force and
then returning to meet them at San Jorge.

Gentlemen or the County or Giles: I
ask your attention for a few moments, to some
remarks which I wish to make on the subject
of the approaching election for members of the
next General Assembly. My Dame has been
published as a candidate for your. suffrages;
anu it is uue to you tnat 1 avail myself or tuis
opportunity to explain my political position.

By a sot t of established custom in the Float
ing District, composed of the counties of Giles,
Lincoln and Marshall, the office has been filled
by a gentleman from each county in rotation ;
anu, in me application or Mis rule, Lincoln is
entitled, and expects to supply the candidate in
the approachin? election. Mv friends in the
district have urged me to present myself as a
candidate for the office, and I have accepted
the invitation. Permit me, therefore, In the
exercise of a privilege belonging to every citi
zen, to solicit your suurages and support.

To many offyou, there have occurred oppor
tunities of knowing my political opinions ; but
notwithstanding this fact, circumrtances con-
nected with the course of political parties, and
my relation tnereto, render it proper for me to
state my present position so that no vote may
be in doubt about the political faith of one who
seeks to represent them.

From my fust arrival in Tennessee, sixteen
years ago, until the advent of

I was a member of the Whig party : the
principles of which, according to my judgment
at the time, were calculated to promote the best
