The Mobile Tribune publishes an address

from the Hen. Percy Walker, to the voters
of the First Congressional District of Alabama,
in which he declines being a candidate for re-

election. He says that baviBg given his sup-

port to Mr. Buchanan in the late Presidential
contest, he has nothing to repent on that score,
and adds :

" The evidence furnished in the late election
of the sectional hostility to the South the de-

nial by the dominant party in nearly all of the
free Mates of our equality, the recognition of
which was the formation of the Union the
speeches and votes of the Republican members
of the late Congress the determination of that
party, as disclosed by their press, pt pular as-
semblies and legislative bodies, not to yield to
the soieran decision of the highest judicial tri-
bunal known to our laws should impress upon

the necessity of union in the South, the of

strife, either for party ascendency
or perassal advancement, and that it is our
duty to preseBt an undivided front to our as-

sailants.
"Theit distant future is pregnant with

danger to the Southern States, and the man
who, at each a time, prates of party necessi-
ties, rewards for party services, and the duty
of laboring for party power, instead of seeking
to bring about a union of Southern men for the
protection of rights common to all, may an-
swer for party purposes, but has yet to feel the
glow and fervor of a patriotism whose exac-
tions are many, and whose rewards are to be
found in the sacrifice demands.

Thinking thus, and believing that a candi-
dacy ob my part, instead of allaying excite-
ment atd dissension, would but render them
more violent and bitter, I can have no agency
in producing such results. Whatever desire J
may have felt to continac in public life (and
I frankly confess that there baa been such a
desire,) meet be surrendered to what I regard
as the demand of duty.

" I, therefore, leave the field of politics and
trust that whoever takes my place as Repre-
sentative may, while be excels me in ability,
equal my devotion to the interests of the Dis-
trict, and the rights, safety and equality of the
South."

There art some reasons why the people of
the South will regret the step which Mr.
Walkek has taken, though every one can but
applaud the noble and patriotic motives which
have prompted it. We regret to lose the ser-

vices of one so able, loyal and faithful in the
Halls of Congress, and yet hope that something
may transpire which will induce the people of
the Mobile District to keep Mr. Walker in
his seat. Be this it may, the sacrifice of
position to patriotism, on the pait of Mr.
Walkek, will endear him to the people of the
South, while it will serve to advance the great
cause which be has meet at heart the union
of the South. This idea just now seems to be
taking possession of the best minds and purest
hearts in this section of the Union, and there
is cause te hope for its full and thorough con-

summation, when we see such n.en as Mr.
Walker declining high political position in
order that this great principle may triumph.

For the Memphis Appeal

MrsiRj. Editors: There can scarcely be a

doubt that the enemies of the Democratic par-

ty will use every exertion'in the appoaching

election to thrust in the back ground tne issues
tLey raised against Catholics and foreigners,

and seek to Introduce some new issue in order

to divert public attention from the hldeousness

of their real principles. They twice had the

temerity in Tennessee to meet the Democracy

of the State upon their only two distinctive

principles warfare upon Catholics and the

deprivation of our naturalized citizens of their

guarantied rights, by solemnly swearing all

their members never, under any circumstances,
to vote either for a Catholic or naturalized

citizen for any office, however well they might

be qualified for the position to which they as

pired.
This was an issue selected and brought for-

ward by the enemies of the National Democra-

cy. The issue was accepted, and an appeal
made to the calm, sober sense and patriotism
of the people at the ballot-bo- x. Their verdict
was rendered in favor of truth, justice and pa-

triotism. The great principles of true Ameri-

canism, as embodied in the Declaration of In- -

dependence and the Federal Constitution, were

upheld and sustained at the ballot-bo- x, result-

ing in the utter overthrow of religious bigotry

and fanaticism. The result was, that Andrew

Johnson was triumphantly elected over the

candidate of the Know-Nothin- gs in Tennessee,
and that too directly upon the issues raised and

calmlr chosen or the Know-Nothin- gs them

selves. The victory was complete and deci- -

That Sam was In a minority in Tennes

see, was too apparent for bis followers not

clearly to perceive and keenly feel it.
A universal disgust was felt throughout the

South that in the nineteenth century any party

could be organized in the United States, one of

the leading objects of which was to proscribe

honest, conscientious, patriotic men on account

of their religious faith a matter which, ac-

cording to the fundamental principles of the

American government was solely left between

the individual and his God. Upon the distinc-

tive principles chosen by the Know-Nothin- gs

themselves, the battle was fought and the vic-

tory won in the election of Andrew Johnson,
Governor of the State. He boldly met the is-

sues presented by Sam on the Catholic and
foreign questions and overwhelmed him and bis

disciples.
The Know-Nothin- overwhelmed and pros-

trated upon the issues chosen by themselves in

the Gubernatorial election, strenuously en-

deavored in the Presidential election to raise
new issues. We no longer heard the poor im-

becile Pope and Catholics abused, and even our
naturalized citizens were appealed to for " aid
and comfort." But such hypocrisy and double

dealing only filled these two classes with inef-

fable contempt.
The opponents of Democracy in Tennessee

even so far forgot the calls of patriotism that
they followed the lead of Mr. Fillmore in con-

demning that great act of justice to the South,
the repeal of the Missouri Compromise. This
movment, playing into the bands of the Black

Republicans, shocked the feelings of the South-

ern people, and especially the patriotic voters
of Tennessee, and they arose in the majesty of

their power and crushed the treason in its bud,

by giving Buchanan and Breckinridge an over-

whelming majority. Thus was m

in Tennessee defeated, routed, and tram-

pled under the feet of popular disapprobation.
Every Issue it raised was triumphantly decided

against it by the sovereigns at the billot-bo- r.

Know-No.hingis- no longer dares to meet
the lion-heart- Democracy of Tennessee upon

the merits of its old avowed principles, and
like the ostrich it seeks to conceal its body by
burying its bead under the sand. Silly creature

it cannot succeed.
That great political juggler, the Hon. John

Bell, knowing anJ feeling the utter impossi
bility of carrying Tennessee upon the princi
ples of Know-Nothinps- set bis brain busily
to work to coucoct some new issue some new
movement to distract public attention ; and for
the want of abetter hobby to ride, be mounted

his party on the old humbug of Distribution.
It is true this is an old nag as poor, lean, and

lank as Don Quixote's famous Rosinante but
it was the best hobby, even his prolific brain
could choose.

His object in mounting this old bobby is too
palpable not to be clearly perceived even by
the weak and simple minded. Upon the origin
of Know-Nothingis- m and the consequent dis- -

banding of the old Whig party, thousands of

the more enlightened and patriotic Old-Li- ne

Whigs preferred to join the Democracy and
act with them, rather than fall into the ranks
of religious bigotry and fanaticism. The
Democracy of Tennessee gained mote in talent
and in numbers from the Old-Lin- e, Whigs than
they lost by the toft-head- ed Democrats who
joined the sew fancied order of Sam. This
gave the Democracy a clear, full, and decided
majority in the State of Tennessee. And hence
it will not do to rUht another battle on the prin-
ciples of Sam. It would be folly and madness
to do so.

Now, Mr. Bell well knew that in days that are
past, though under circumstances different from
the present, th. great body of the Whig party
favored the distribution of the proceeds of the
public lands amongst the States. He knew too
that the Democracy was opposed to this mea-
sure. Hence in order to seduce back into the
ranks of the enemies of the Democracy those
Old-Li- Whigs whose union with the Demo-
cracy carried the State against Sam,

his scheme of distribution. Sam, Catho
lic and foreigner are to be forgotten, and dis-

tribution to be the battle cry. Nice trick smart
scheme. Adroit tactician, you will hardly suc-
ceed. You are too well understood even by
Old-Li- Whigs. Lay not the flattering unc-
tion to your soul that Know-Nothingis- m and
your opposition to the Kansas-Nebrask- a Bill,
will be lost sight of in the August elections.

They feel the
responsibility resting upon their shoulders, and
tbey are prepared to meet the crisis. The
patriotic Old-Li- nt Whigs stand shoulder to
shoulder with the national Democracy, because
they know, see, and feel that it is the parly to
save the Union. The enemies of the Democ-
racy in the South themselves perceive this
fact, and yet they blindly struggle against
them, not however on the old issues of Know-Nothingis-

This they dare not do ; for in
that ease defeat would be inevitable, and they
know it.

The Cold Weather. The recent cold

weather, as our readers are already informed,
was not confined to us and our vicinity.

The Yorkville (S. C.) Jn9uw of the 9th
inst, says:

"Monday and Tuesday nights, a very ungain-
ly and clumsy visit of ' Jack Frost" surprised
every one, in town and country; nipped our
Springing hopes In the very bud, and, we fear,
made perfect havoc with the fruit trees, and a
considerable portion of the oat and wheat
crops. Ice was seen at mid-da- y, Tuesday."

The Lancaster (S. C.) Ledger of tbe 8th has
tbe following:

" We were visited with a heavy frost on Mon-

day n!;ht last, and so cold was it, that ice was
seen plentifully on Tuesday morning. This is
extraordinary for the season, and the injury
done to tbe young corn just coming up, to tbe
veeetable gardens, &c, and to the fruit, if any
have been left heretofore, must be serious. We
have not learned the extent of it, at the time of
penning thjs notice.

"The Pee Dee (Cheraw) ILrald says tbe
weather has been very unseasonably cold, which
tends to retard the growth of vegetation. The
gardening interest has been thrown back by the
continuous cold nights of last week. The peach
crop has also been much injured. However,
our planters are all busy planting and prepar-
ing to plant, and we shall nope for an abundant
harvest on the principle that a 'bad beginning
makes a good end.'"

The Greenville Patriot of the 9th says:
" We greatly fear that all our peaches are

destroyed. There was ice in great abundance
on Tuesday morning. The thermometer stood
at twenty-eig- ht half an hour after sunrise.
English peas and cabbage plants were covered
over with a crust of ice early in the morning."

The Abbeville .Banner has the following par-

agraph:
" We had a white frost on last Tuesday morn-

ing, but we suppose that no crop will be seri-

ously injured from the effects of it, except that
of fruit."

Iu Georgia the reports of tbe disastrous ef--

fects of tbe unseasonable weather are of a
much more serious character than from South
Carolina.

"The Approaching Congressional Election.
Elections for members of Congress will be

held within tho next six mcnths in the States
of Virginia, Nonh Carolina, Alabama, Missis-
sippi Louisiana, Texas, Kentucky, Tennessee,
and Maryland; and already in most of the States
named the canvass has fairly opened, and open-
ed under the most favorable auspices for the
Democratic party.

they have promised. We do not think that we
are too sanguine in claiming a gain of one
member in Virginia. At all events, we are as-

sured from all quarters In the Old Dominion
that the delegation in the next House will be
united and Democratic. We shall certainly
gain one, and probably two members in North
Carolina; and the same may be said of Alaba-
ma, Kentucky and Tennsssee. We shall also
gain one member in Texas, and one in Missouri.

As the case now stands, the probabilities are

We make use of the word " proba-
bilities," because the result rests entirely with
our friends.

sites for railroad building fine timber, pure
water, and quarries of rock. Tbe route lies
through & section of country which offers but
little more than ordinary obstacles to the con
struction of a road; a fact wnicn tne lion, t,
Geo. Squier, and tbe efficient engineers who
surveyed the route in 1853, have fully demon
etrated to an enterprising' tnglisti company,
wnicn nas now undertaken to build it."

Gaeroting ih New Obleans. The True
Delta, of last Friday, says;

"Last night, between the hours of 12 and 1
o'clock, a gentleman by .the name of Ferguson,
from Ked river, was passing along be. (Jbarles
street, near Canal, when his midnight walk was
suddenly stopped by the strong arm of a man
being wrapped around his neck so quickly
and closely that he could make no alarm and
no resistance.

Loss or Stock in Tekvessee. The Chat-

tanooga Gazette, of Satuiday, says:
" The unusually severe anil protracted win-

ter has caused a great loss to stock raisers.
There has not been feed enough in the country
to keep stock in living order, and what little
could be obtained at all by those who were out,
was at ruinous prices. We hear of cattle dy-

ing all over this country from starvation. Even
in sections of tbe country where there Is scarce-
ly ever a allure to have an abundance of grain
and forage laid up, they are suffering very ma-
terial losses by their cattle dying. A gentle-
man from lower Sequatchee, when in this city
the other day remarked that one of bis neigh-

bor farmers, who had a large number of cattle,
was losing thera constantly that when he left
home bis neighbor was 'a day and a half be-

hind skinning.' Tbe mortality is not over. As
soon as the grass gets up so that the cattle can
get enough of it, those that are now very poor
will die under Its weakening influence, unless
otherwise fed."

The Rogersville (Tenn.) Tmet, of the 16tb,
thus refers to the same subject:

INTERESTING FROM WABH1HOT0H.
Washington, April 14, 1857. On:Saturday

last, the reply prepared by the Secretary of
state, uen. uass, to tne propositions auvanceu
by the British Government concerning the af-
fairs of China, was transmitted to the British
minister, L,ord Napier, inn reply covers
twelve manuscript pages, and embodies, with
great clearness and precision, and with a per
vading spirit of comity, candor and rrienuuness
towards England, tbe distinct views of our
Government touching the present all important
crisis in the affairs of the great central flowery
kingdom.

One of the principal objects entrusted to the
diplomatic Bkiil of Lord Napier, was to pro-cu- rt

from the Government at Washington an
active and allied diplomatic and
military, with England and France, In their
present determination to remove all the exist-
ing Chinese barriers of exclusion, political and
commercial, againBt the "outside barbarians,"
and to open up that greit and prolific country,
fully and completely, to an unfettered commer-
cial intercourse with the rest of tbe world. In
pursuance of this general object, Lord Napier
was cnarged witn instructions from iora rai
merston to indicate to our Cabinet the satla
faction it would confer upon that of England,
should the Hon. Robert J. Walker be selected
as our ambassador to China. This remarkable
application in behalf of Mr. Walker Is easily
explained. When be was appointed Minister to
China in 1853, he drew up a programme of
what he considered should be the active, prac
tical, positive and comprehensive policy of tne
United States out there. A copy of tbisjaper
falling into tbe hands of Mr. Crampton, it was
dispatched to Lord Palmerston, who waB so
profoundly impressed with the grand practical
policy thus laid down as heartily to desire the
active services of the author, in

" present corresponding movement or t.u,
:2Vcnd France.

Accordingly, tbe first official application of
Lord Napier at Wasnington was in beneir oi
the appointment of Mr. Walker to China as
the man best adapted in behalf of the United
States to aid in and facilitate the accomplish
ment of the common desires of Christendom in
regard to the Chinese Empire. But, unfortu-
nately, the President bad already selected Mr.
Walker as the most suitable agent for the
pacification of Kansas. Mr. Walker bad ac-

cepted this delicate trust, and of such impor-
tance did tbe Administration consider it, that
Lord Napier was given to understand it must
take precedence over tbe pressing claims of
China. Ibis, too, notwithstanding the per-
sonal interposition of such Uverse politicians
as W. H. Seward, of New York, and Senator
Gwin, of California, in favor of Mr. Walker
for Canton instead of Kansis.

The United States government declines tbe
entangling policy of a military and political
alliance with England and France in Chinese
affairs. Tbe reason assigned by Gen. Cass in
the premises rests upon the established policy
of the country. He concurs in the opinion that
no measures within tbe reach of diplomacy
should be left untried to open tbe gates of China
to the commercial and political intercourse of
the world; but he declines a copartnership in
a Chinese war as a contingent of the French
and English policy. Our government, Inde-

pendently, will use its best efforts with the gov-

ernment of China, whether of Hein-fun- g or
g, to the common ends proposed

by the two great European Powers ; and the
fact that the Cusbing treaty will soon expire
by act of limitation, creates the direct occasion
on our part for this movement for larger, more
universal and more permanent concessions.

. It is possible, too, that Mr. Reed in China
may receive some voluntary assistance in sup-
port of the common cause of all civilized pow-
ers, from Russia. She has an agent at Pekin
in the double capacity of political ambassador
and local patriarch of the Greek Church, who
may become a useful assistant of ours before
the game is at an end. Then, again, it is be-

lieved here that tbe hundreds of thousands of
Chinese who have made the trip to the gold
mines of California will contribute in a con-

siderable degree to the enlightenment of their
government concerning the power and resources
of the United States. In a word, the United
States purpose no holy alliance with England
and France, but an independent course of con-
current diplomacy for the same common ob-

jects of open ports, open rivers and open coun-
try, and under the prestige of a powerful
squadron. , .

ivii.MSTER to China. It is understood
at Washington that Mr. Reed, the new Minis-
ter to China, with all convenient expedition
will proceed in a government steamer to South-
ampton ; thence to London and a conference
with Lord Palmerston; thence to Paris and a
conference with Louis Napoleon ; thence
across the Mediterranean in a British passen-
ger steamer to Alexandria, in Egypt; thence
to Suez, the Red Sea ; down which he will pro-
ceed in a British steamer to Aden. At this
point he will be picked up by our Government
steamer, which, in the interval, from South
ampton, will have passed round to Aden riu
the Cape of Good Hope. From Aden, Mr,
Reed will proceed direct to China, where, aim.
ultaneoualy with bis arrival, ail the American
vessels of war in the East will be collected
with some important additions, under the com-
mand, probably, of Commodore Perry. This
was a feature of Mr. Walker's programme of
1853.

Counterfeiting. Mcrdex and Lynch
Law at Bellevue, Iowa. Thomas Oliver,
the driver of tbe stage between Galena and
Bellevue, gives tbe following facta, which have
created tbe most intense excitement in Bellevue :

For some time r.ast there has existed a gang
of counterfeiters in Bellevue, of whom one or
two were suspected, and a man named Ingle is
said to have been connected with them, and
threatened to expose the leader of tbe gang.
He-(th- e ringleader) was overheard to say that
ne would send to .Louisville ror nis nepnew,
who would shut Ingle's mouth, and that "dead
men tell no tales." II s nephews came, was
introduced to Ingle, became quite intimate with
him immediately, and tbe second day proposed
a hunt. Ingle agreed, and after they had pro--
ceedea a distance into tne woods, ingle preced
ing bis comrade, attention was directed to a
squirrel in a tree, and while Ingle was looking
at it, tne otner snot mm, tne bail entering tne
back part of the head, and penetrating quite
tnrougn tne front of .tne roreneau. ine mur
derer returned to Bellevue, and tbe body Lav
log been round two days afterwards, ne was
arrested and confined in jail.

Af kniil Q An Z.,r.Jr. ntlmwr.n..
the citizens of Bellevue, fearing that be would
in some manner escape, went to the jail and
demanded tbe murderer. Tbe jailor refused,
tney armed tnemselves witn crowbars, &c,
broke into tbe jail, took tbe prisoner to a tree
near by and prepared to bang him, giving the
pnsouer twenty minutes respite, lie confess
ed to the murder, said he was hired by tbe
counterfeiters, and only wished that they should
share his fate. He said be had killed a man
in Louisiana, and had twice attempted to mur
der a woman. After this confession was made
in tbe hearing of three hundred citizens he was
hung.

Attempts were made to arrest the two coun-
terfeiters, but one had escaped, and the other
was having an examination either in Belle
vue or in some town near by upon a charge of
counterfeiting. Ine justice declared tnat tne
man should not be disturbed till after the ex-

amination, and presented a double-barrelle- d

gun, with which he threatened to shcot the first
man that interfered, me crowd was Kept at
bsy, and the man, it appears, was suffered to
escape through the back door.

When the steamer Flora arrived at Bellevue,
this man managed to get on board, which was
discovered just after the boat had left tbe shore.
A naitv nf one hundred and fiftv men starterl
down the river for the next landing place, ex-

pecting to anticipate the arrival of the boat.
wnen Air. unvrr leit ueiievue tney nan not

returned, and the greatest excitement was pre-
vailing among the inhabitan s.

Another account states that one of the coun-
terfeiters was arrested by tbe people of Belle-
vue, and that the man on board of the JVoni
was under the charge of an officer, to put him
in jail in some place where he would 'be safe
from the excited populace of Bellevue.

Just about seventeen years ago last Satur
day, If we remember rightly, the " Great
Lynching" took place at Bellevue, when ten or
fifteen persons were killed. We are sorry to
hear of this new violence. Galena Advertiser,
April 15A.

A CALIFOSNIA CBT7S0E.
NAUR ATI VE OF A WOMAX WHO LIVED EIGHTEEN

TEARS ALO.S'E UPON THE ISLAND OF SAN NI
COLAS.

Captain C. J. IV. Russell has contributed to
Hutchings' Magazine an interesting narrative
of a woman who lived eighteen years alone
upon the island of San Nicolas, one of the
Santa Barbara grcup, off the lower coast of
Californiaand situated about 33 deg. 15 rain,
north latitude. While stationed in that quar-
ter, making tidal ob lervations for the United
States Government, Captain Russell received
from one George Nedevir, an old California
resident, tbe following remarkable history:

Twenty years ago, the whole of tbe Indian
tribes inhabiting the Santa Barbara group of
islands were engaged in a fierce and extermi-
nating wvr with each other, and to surh an
extent was this deadly hostili-- y waged that
already the population had very much dimin-
ished, and would, in all probability, before
many years, become entirely extinct. To pre-
vent this, and at the same time to ameliorate
the condition of the Indians, the Fathers of
the Mission of Santa Barbara conceived the
idea of removing them to the main land, where
they might be watched over, improved, and
preserved under their immediate superintend-
ence. For this purpose they visited the island,
in company with a few partially civilized In-

dians, and explained to them the advantages of
removing to the Mission. They listened atten-
tively to the proposal, and finally consented to
go, on promises of protection from their natu-
ral enemies.

Accordingly, a small vessel was sent to the
different islands, and the various tribes were
taken one by one to the Mission of Santa Bar-
bara. But while the last of the Indians were
embarking, at tbe island of San Nicolas, and all
were supposed to be on board, a child was mis-
sing, and its mother, in great distress, was
seeking it everywhere, without success. Each
portion of the vessel was diligently searched ;
all tbe adjacent rocks were examined, but no
child could be found. Almost frantic, the
mother requested the captain to wait while she
went into the interior to search for her child,
to which he reluctantly consented.

As night closed down in darkness, heavy
masses of clouds rolled up from the horizon,
and gave tnreatening evidence of a coming
storm, au were anxious lor tne return or tne
woman and her child before it broke upon them,
but still they came not. The wind bejran to
blow harder and stronger ; the storm was rapid
ly increasing; and as tne groups or Indians on
board strained their eyes tryine to discover in
tbe darkneB3 some object that resembled the re- -
turniLg woman and her cbild, yet saw them not,
there were manv sad hearts and anxious coun
tenances that night, on their account. Tbe
storm at last came on in all its fury, tossing
tiieir lii.ie vessel up and down UKe a reamer,
and compelled them at last, though reluctantly,
to put to sea lor sateiy before any tidings or tr,
absent ones could be received. AltnoughyffT

woman it was wrecked and entirely lost; and
as no otuer could oe ooiained at tnat time, tne
poor woman nad to remain upon the iBland.
where she lived, alone; for eighteen years ; no
uouot rorgouen, or given up as long since dead.

After the discovery of gold in California, it
was rumored tnat San Nicolas was inhabited.
that several had seen the prints of human foot-
steps, and they endeavored to discover the
whereabouts of the individual, but could not.
As all the foots" eps were alike, they concluded
that there could be only one person living upon
it. Many attempts were nude to find out who.
and where this strange being was, but without
avail, until one or California's oldest pioneers.
Mr. Nedevir the gentleman who related the
story went over to look for her. He having
Bpent many years as a hunter and trapper in
tbe Rocky Mountains, was expert as an Indian
in following a trail, and consequently found
but little difficulty in discovering the track,
which be followed until he saw a singular ob
ject among the rocks upon tbe sea shore, near
the mouth of a ravine, upon its knees, skinning
a seal, upon approacning, ne fcund it to be a
woman, clad in a singular dress of featners
When she-sa- him she jumped up and with ex
cessive joy ran toward him, and seemed almost
beside herself with wild delight at the sight,
once more, of a human being. In her hand she
held a rude knife-blad- e, that she bad made
from a piece of old iron, probably obtained from.
the fragment of some wreck', and tat evidently
valued beyond anything else in her possession
She was unable to make herself understood
except by signs ; in making which she showed
a great amount of intelligence, and signified
her willingness to accompany him to Santa
Barbara. Here Father Gonzales of the Mis
sion. took tne greatest pains to discover some
of tne Indians who had been taken from those
islands eighteen years before, but no one of
them could be found, and what became of
them is a mystery unto this day. Not one of
the Indians wiunn a circumference oi many
miles could be found wno could understand her:
she could only communicate by signs.

It appears from her narrative, that after
leaving the vessel in search of her child, she
wandered about for several hours, and when
she found it, tbe wild dogs ttbich infest the
island, even to the present da)', bad killed and
nearly devoured it. Vt e can better Imagine tbe
feelings of a mother at such a time, than de
scribe them, wnen sue returned to tbe spot
where she bad left tbe vessel, to tell her sor
rows for the loss of her child, that too was gone,
and was bearing away her kindred and friends
from her sight Could she have realized, then,
that for eighteen long years she must live alone
in tbe world, without one kind wor'dof comfort,
one cheering looK rrom a friendly eye, or one
smile of recognition, it would have been too
much for even her wild but womanly nature to
bear, and with her, as with us, it is well that
we know not the future. From day to day she
lived in hope, beguiling tbe weary hours in pro
viding for ner wants, mm snares made or ner
bairshe caught birds, and with skins, properly
prepared, she made her clothing. Her needles
were neatly made of bone and cactus thorns ;
her thread was or sinews rrom tne seal. In
these and many other articles found in her pos-
session, she exhibited much of the native inge
nuity sbe possessed.

Whether sbe still remembered ber own lan
guage or not will forever remain a mystery.
She was very gentle and kind, especially to
children, and notnmg seemed to please ner more
than to be near them; and the poor woman
would often shed tears while attempting to de
scribe, by signs, ber own little one wnicn nad
been killed and eaten by the wild degs. The
sympathy felt for her welfare caused the peo
ple to supply ber bountifully witn everyintng
she chose, and the result was, that in about six
months after her escape from her lonely exile,
she sickened and died, saving undoubtedly been
killed with kindiness.

Another Wife Murder. Murders of wives
by husbands, and of husbands of wives, by
poison, pistol, or poinard, are terribly zrequent
now. We doubt if the criminal annals of this
country or any other, can show so large a
number of these most cruel murders, as bave
been committed within tbe last three months.
We find the following accounts in the Wabash
Express, of Saturday :

A young man, nameu Aiecic iuuiuni.v, u is
said, murdered his wife yesterday morning
at bis residence near Alai.battan, Putnam
county.

Tbe facts are these he got on bis horse
after breakfast and rode to his father's and
told him that somebody bad killed his wife
while he was gone to feed his horse at tbe
stable. He told others, that bis wife fell on
the stove. Those who went to the house found
that tbe young woman's skull was broken and
that sbe nad received three blows, one from a
shoel and two with an axe. Sbe was breath
ing, but snseless, when first seen by the neigh-
bors, and lived about two hours. Tbey say the
breakfast table was standing with all the.
victuals upon it, and that the biscuits were
still warm.) and that, therefore, the horrid
deed had been committed but a short time
when they, tbe neighbors, came to the bouse.

The couple ha'd been married just three weeks.
Tbe young woman was a daughter of David
Sublette.
