the occasion. Carriages were in readines at
the Charleston Hotel and Mills House, and the
jarty conveyed to the scene of pleasure, where
the balance of the day was spent in the most
cgreeable manner. The members of Invincible
Fire Company No. 5 of this city and those of
the Vigilant Company of Charleston, had
friendly trial of their engines on Monday af
ternoon, our own company coming out victors
in the contest. At night there was a hop
at the Charleston Hotel, and before the last
note of music died away, the wee una' hours
of morning were considerably encroachedupon,
At five o'clock on Tuesday morning the dele

gates were arouBed from their slumbers, and

after partaking of hastily prepared breakfasts,
took up the line of march for the fine littl
steamer Gordon, which was moored in one of the
docks, a few squares from the Charleston Ho
tel, and which had been secured by the citizens
of Savannah to convey our delegation to their
hospitable city. Once on board the Gordon
we became the guests of Savannah, a commit
tee of whose citizenBwere on hand to attend to
oar wants and carefor our welfare. Represents
tives from the and Phoenix Companies es
corted the Invincible Fire Company to the wharf
where they gave three times three cheers for th
Memphis delegation, which were returned with
interest by those on the boat, soo-- i after which
the last bell rang, and the gay company, seated
upon the upper deck of the Gordon, gazed long
and wistfully upon the beautiful scenery in and
adjaceat to the Palmetto City, so Ions as the
highest spire coaM scarce be discerned in the
distance. Speeding on at the rate of twelve or
four". en miles an hour, the Gordon was soon
at sea, but, having taken the "inner track,-"- '
land could be seen in the distance during the
entire time occupied by the vcyage. The peeu-

liar sensation incident to a sea voyage began
to be felt acutely by many of the passengers,
and in two hours after we had left Charleston
nearly every lady passenger had left the hurri
cane deck and retired to state rooms, while
numbers of the gentlemen, less fortunate in re-

spect to comfortable quarters, availed them
selves of nooks and retired places on board the
steamer, there to pay thepenalty for their rash
ness in attempting a sea voyage. Like the
tooth-ach- e and chills, ss finds no
sympathy, and the unfortunate individual
afflicted has to grin and bear it.

abundance. By the time the cabin was cleared
of the tables, Savannah river was reached, and
as the weather had cleared off beautifully, soon
the upper deck was crowded with passengers,
an intern upon gazing at tne lovely scenery pre
sented on either side of the beautiful Savan-
nah. In the distance Fort Pulaski presented
itself, and as we neared it a small steamer hove
In .sight, which was soon ascertained to have
on board another committee from the citizens
of Savannah. Our vessel had made the run
jiooner than had been expected, and as prepa
rations bad been made for our reception at ;

the wharf on an excursion to Fort PulaBki.

Arrived there, a splendid dinner was spread
upon ample tables, and a jollification had in
the-wa- of feasting and speechifying. An old

vesBel had been towed down the Savannan
rlverj and anchored opposite Fort Pulaski, and

it was made a target for the guns of the Fort,
which soon riddled it, and when the visitors
left, the vessel was in a sinking condition. This
novel procedure drew forth the loudest
plaudits from the deeply interested throng, who
looked upon its introduction into the programme
as one of th most agreeable features of the
entire celebration.

In the afternoon, accepting of the kind invi

tation of Mr. Whittington, of the Savannah
Ktict, we accompanied him in a buggy ride
around the city, and gazed upon the objects of
interest to a stranger which oa every side were

presented. "We visited the extensive depot ot

the Georgia Central Railroad Company, as

also their large car manufacturing establish
ments. We saw in one of their buildings a
locomotive ia course of construction, which
we believe, is the first one ever attempted to be

bnilt in the South. The officers of this road
are determined that they will get no more loco

motives or cars from the North, but will furnish
themselves at their own establishment with
everything pertaining to the running gear of
their splendid road. Theydeserve great credit
for the praiseworthy determination they have
come to, and policy dictates that other compa
nies in the South should follow the example
which they have set, We noticed several pas
senger cars in the course of construction, two
of which were nearly .completed, and are fine
specimens ot Southern mechanism. In a large
buildinrFowned br this company, havine ac
commoaations for forty locomotives, we count-

ed thirty-si- x all in good order, and some of
them very powerful.

From the car shops where we beheld so much
to interest, we went to Jasper's Spring, dlBtant

from the.cityabout one mile, and gazed upon
hA innt trhTi the heroic Jaspi r Derformed

that de5 "Sf valor, in revolutionary times,
which has handed his name down to posterity
as the bravest of the brave. The spring itself
is a small affair, but the historical associations
connected with it render it a spot well worthy
of a visit from those who take interest in mat
ters of revolutionary interest. From the sprin
we drove to Bonaventure Cemetery, about four
miles from the city, in an opposite direction
from that in which we had been traveling pre
viously. The road leading thereto, owing to
heavy sand, was difficult to pass over with any
speed, but this annoyance was forgotten when
we reached the cemetery, and drove through
its lovely walks. This cemetery is owned by
a chartered company, and is one of the must

lovely spots that we have ever witnessed. It
covers several acres of ground, and near the
entire of it is graced by sturdy live oak trees,
the pride of Savannah. These trees are be-

decked with moss, which falls in the most
graceful manner from the sturdy oaks.- -

meander, so prettily through this forest, the
branches and foliage of the trees are joined
seemingly, and from them the beautiful moss

falls gracefully, forming arches. It was just as
the last rays of the sun rested upon this spot
that we passed through one of those arches,
and it was the grandest and most picturesque
sight we ever witnessed. But few of the dele

gation visited this cemetery, all who did be
came enamored of the grounds. Hurrying
from this place, we reached the city shortly
after night fall, a lovely moonlight night, and
passed the different monuments to which the
citizens of Savannah point to with so much

pride, and which has given to her the proud

title of " Monumental Savannah."
The excursionists returned about eight

o'clock from their pleasant river jaunt, and in

the evening many ot them participated in a
"hop" prepared by "mine host" of the
Pulaski Hotel.

The visiting editors accepted of the kind in-

vitation offered by their brethren of Savannah,
to partake of their hospitality, and a few hours
were whiled away right pleasantly around the
festive board,

Ia the afternoon the firemen of Savannah bad
a parade in which the Invincible Fire Company
of this city, and the Pioneer Hook and Ladder
Company of Augusta, participated. The ap-

paratus of the Five's was placed upon an open
wagon, and attracted great attention from the
citizens. At night a grand ball was given at
one of the halls to the visiting firemen, and we
had a chance of gazing upon a portion of the
loveliness of Savannah. The ball was a
splendid affair, and dancing was kept up until
early dawn.

Early on Thursday morning we left Savan-
nah for Macon, on a special train of cars'fur-nlshe- d

by the Georgia Central Railroad Com-

pany, under charge of Mr. Wendell, the
General Superintendent of the road, of whom,
and of those with him, resolutions published
elsewhere express the sense of the entire dele-

gation for the many kindnesses received. Ar-

rived at Gordon, a place distant some fifteen or
twenty miles from Macon, we found a dinner
prepared, which was furnished at the expense
of the railroad company; we also found a
delegation of firemen and citizens from Macon,
who accompanied us to their beautiful city,
which we reached at half past two o'clock in
the afternoon. At the depot the delegation was
received by Col. A. H. Chafpell, who, on be-

half of the citizens, welcomed them to Ma-

con. Mayor Douglass responded in a few
brief remarks, after which the meeting ad-

journed, the visiters going to the Lanier House
and Brown's HoteJ, where ample arrangements
had been made for the comfort of all the
guests. In the evening a pic-ni- c was given at
the ball of the depot, immediately opposite
Brown's Hotel, and in the latter place a sup
per was set. Both the ball and supper were
excellently well gotten up, and the greatest
pleasure was derived by all who were in attend-
ance.

Leaving Macon at half-pa- st two o'clock on
Friday afternoon, on a special train, furnished
by the Macon and Western Railroad Company,
we arrived at Atlanta at seven o'clock, took
supper there, departed at nine o'clock same
evening and reached Chattanooga at five o'clock
next morning. At about seven, we Btarted for
Stevenson, arrived there in two or three hours,
and after waiting some time, through the in
defatlgable exertions of Mr. Samuel Tate, a
special train of cars was procured, and we all
on our way to Huntsville, which place we
reached before dark, and left soon after for
Tuscumbla, where we found a fine supper
spread, awaiting our arrival. From Tuscum-
bla we started for Memphis, and reached home
on Sunday morning about four o'clQck.

Messes. Editors : A very large number of
the people of Madison and adjoining counties
assembled here to-da- y to hear the two can
didates for Governor. Gen. Harris led off, by
referring briefly to the ques'ion of-tb- e distribu
tion of the public lands, which he characterized
as a htimhng, raised, by John Bell and Hatton,
and the balance of the Know-Nothin- gs a trick
to attract public attention from the enormities,
false prophecies and, violated pledges of the
Know-Nothi- party.

a citizen of the United States by our natural!
zation laws. This, slid Gen. Harris, was the
saving principle settled and acted on in the bill
to organize the Territory of Was&ington.

In that bill, as in all the bills for this pur
pose, persons of foreign birth, residents of the

become citizens of the United States, were al
lowed to vote at the first election ; and this bill
received the sanction of Millard Fillmore, my
competitor's favorite candidate for tne Presi
dency in 1856. Mr. Bell, the favorite of my
competitor, and the candidate of his party for
Senator of the United States, approved of this
principle in his speeches in the Senate. Yet,said
Gen. Harris, my competitor declares on every
day and on every occasion mat 11 is an outrage
and a foul shame upon our government. Let
him settle his accounts with the leaders of his
nartv first, and then I am ready to talk with
him about this.

ELECTION EIOTS IK WASHINGTON,
THE If ILITART ORDERED OUT TOE CROWD FIRED

UPON BTTUE U. S. MARINES EIGHT PERSONS
KILLED SOME EIGHTEEN TO TWESTT PERSONS
WOUNDED.

We take tbe following account of the terri
ble and disgraceful riot in Washington, on the
occasion of the municipal election, from the
Intelligencer of the 2d.

When yesterday morning. we gave expression
to our Deiiet mat me election or tne dav would
be marked by general quietness and freedom
from disorder, we were never more sincere.
During the preceding four or five weeks whfch
comprised the canvass, nothing like intemper-
ance or bitterness of feeling on the subject of
me election was visible in any quarter amopgst
us, although it was evident enough that each
of the parties seeking the control of the city
government would ao meir best in a legitimate
way to gain tneir point. And we still think
notwithstanding the unparalleled events of yes
terday, that tuese views were in the main cor
rect.

Of course we could not suppose that anv ar
rangements had been made for the introduction
of bands of intrusive strangers from abroad to
interfere with tbe full and free exercise of that
very moderate share of voting which falls to
me lot 01 citizens in mis Jlistnct. By th
earliest train yesterday morning, and, it is be
lieved.by the subsequent train, bands of ill
looking men, mostly a year or two under age,
with the gectric and BuggeBtive title of " Plug- -
Uglies," arrived from Baltimore, crowding our
siae-waiK- s, ana exuiaiung oymeir manner ana
speech, hew well their employers had caleula
ted in bringing them on to do any work that
was designed to be ciiminai and disorderly,

Tbe first fruits of this villainous importation
were manifested between 9 and 10 o'clock at
the firjt precinct of the Fourth Ward. There
can be no doubt that all was quietlv proceed
ing, tbe voters being drawn up in a line, iach
patiently waiting dis turn, wDen a sudden at
tack was made upon a naturalized citizen ia
the rank of voters, and an effort made to drive
ell such from the polls. In this onslaught, and
me aersnse waica was necessitated bv it. sev
eral serious wounds were delivered as well upin
native as naturalized citizens. Mr. Richard
Owens, Commissioner of the Ward, was badly
snot in- - the arm as well as wounded in the
head ; Mr. F. A. Klopfer struck ia tbe fore
head by a spent shot; Mr. George D. Spencer
severely bruised on the left cheek by a stone
thrown by a man not four feet distant ; Justice
uoaaara stricicen in tuna places witn brick
bats ; Justice Donn stoned ; Officer H. Degges
brulBed on tbe chin ; Capt. Baggott, Chief of
Police, Policeman Birckhead, and other police
men, were wounaeu ana ariven irom tue lielrt
Tbe result of this was that naturalized citizens
were compelled to save limb and life by a gen-
eral retirement from tbe scene; and it is a mat
ter of certainty, that fear and disgust at such
doings have combined materially to diminish
tbe vote mat would nave been otherwise polled.

About half-pas- t 10 o'clock, tbe imported
rowdies appeared at tee lower precinct, of the
Second Ward, and there fired about a dozen
pistol shots, one of. them taking effect in the
forehead of a bystander. It was a matter of
astonishment to not a few that these impudent
disturbers of tbe peace were thus allowed to
range up and down witoout molestation.

the Corporation Attorney, Marshal Hoover,
Wallach, Capt Baggott, and seve-

ral policemen and members of the Auxiliary
Guard, found tbe swivel party on tbe ground,
with their piece posted on the sidewalk under
the shed of the Northern Liberties Market.

Tbe Mayor walked up to the.cloaed window
of the polling place and gave the order to open
loerpoiis iwmcu uaa oeen suaaeniy ciosea, as
we presume, when me marines appeared) and
resume voting, to which tbe only reply received
was from persons outside, who declared, using
much personal abuse, that the polls should not
be opened. iDe mayor men toot a command
ing position and proceeded to address tbe crowd,
amounting to about twelve or fifteen hundred
persons in a state or maddened excitement.
The substance ot the Mayor's remarks was
that ot admonition to good order and quietness
and the resumption of voting, calling upon
those present, aB good citizens, to restrain
themselves witbin proper limits. In answer
to complaints that the marines were brought,
tbe Mayor assured the assemblage that they
were brought for no hostile purpose, but to
protect citizens in the exercise of their rights
and elective privileges. Instead of quelling
the paBslon and tumult of the crowd, the May-
or's presence and remarks seemed to have the
effect only of exasperation, which was exhib
ited in every form of menacing violence short
of actual personal assault.

The party on the opposite side of tbe street,
and about seventy or eighty yards above, were
at this time in a state of excessive agitation,
bustling about in the most violent way, and
making demonstrations as to their purpose with
their piece of artillery. At this time the or
der was given to disarm me party or tneir
piece, and a section of the marines, under
Major Tyler, advanced with fixed bayonets for
the purpose. This movement induced the
abandonment of the cannon, and tbe retirement
of the party from it. They dealt, however,
upon the soldiers in retura volleys of stones
and revolver shots. The marines, on taking
the cannon, secured it in their hollow square,
themselves the while being fired upon and one
of their party shot through the jaw. He was
immediately taken up by Dr. Boyle, placed in
his carnage, and conducted away. His wound
is quite severe, lne order was men given tne
marines to fire, which they did. Two persons
immediately fell on Massachusetts aveaue, and
in other directions many were shot, several
mortally.

Tbe crowd was now in full flight in all direc-
tions, leaving the field to the soldiery, who did
not. however. long remain at the Boot, but were
marched back to the City Hall. Later in the
day they were taken to the railroad depot to
receive and, it necessary, to taice cnarge or an
expected reinforcement of " Plug Uglies," from
Baltimore, but who wisely kept at home.

Of killed we are able to pronounce, we be-

lieve, with certainty as to Mr. Allison, aged
55 years; Mr. F M. Deems, a clerk in the
General Land Office, and formerly of Cumber-
land, Md.; Mr. Dowling, a baggage master on
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad ; a colored
man named Neale of the Northern Liberties,
and another colored man from" Georgetown,
named Redding. Mr. Ebenezer Hughes was
very severely injured, and may have died. We
learn also that an inrant child was killed on
English Hill earlier in the day by one James
Slatford, who himself was afterwards shot in
the shoulder and neck. A young man, Charles
Spencer, was wounded with a revolver bullet ;
and another named middleman, said to have
been active in the disturbance, was struck
with a ball. Others, more or less severely
wounded, were a young man named McGlue,
and a youth named Adams, who were carried
to the infirmary. Col. Wilson, of Texas, was
shot in tbe shoulder, but not dangerously, we
have heard of other cases, butforbearfrom ex
tending the list till we have an opportunity ot
fully authenticating our statements.

About three o'clock tbe polls at the dis-

turbed precinct were ed and continued
till the legal hour of closing. The "Plug
Uglies," hndiug themselves less pleasantly re-

ceived thaa they have anticipated, silly stole
away from the city, some by way of a walk to
Bladensburg, and others by jumping on the
railroad train at the last moment before start-
ing. Their presence here and their abettors
are openly and generally denounced, and it is
well lor them that they escaped.

In consequence of the violent threats uttered
by many to avenge their discomfiture on the
person of the Mayor, the military officers, the
magistrates, the marines, and even oa tbe pub-
lic propcrt3-- , it was deemed a proper precau-
tion to bring hither an additional force of
United States troops. This, therefore, was
done last evening, and a strong body of Major
irench's i lying artillery from WcHenry
arrived at U o'clock by railroad from Ualti
more.

Last eveningand night were unusually quiet ;
not a shout did we hear, and but lor an occa
sional explosion of fire-arm- s, .none of the
usual tokens of a just concluded election were
to be seea or heard.

All that were killed or wounded, with one or
two exceptions among the wounded, were
peaceable citizens, passing by or quietly look
ing on.

TEE EES CUE OF MBS. ilAEBLB.
From the St. Paul Pioneer and Democrat, May 31.

Charles E. Flandrau, agent for the Sioux of
the Mississippi, arrived in this city last even
ing irom tne dioux Agency, on tne steamer
iTinnciof j, accompanied by Mrs. Margaret Ann
Alarbie, one ot lne women taken prisoners by
Indians at Spirit Like, Iowa, March last, and
whose release from captivity has been briefly

i : i ir. pi., iuuicu iu um jiajjci. from omi, xianurau we,
learn some very Interesting fad ts, connected
witn the captivity of Mrs. Marble and her as-

sociates. T

Mrs. Marble states that onthe,13thof Marclr
iast, a party or inatang came, to tne residence
of her husband Lake, Iowa, murdered
him and took h.er cfTas a prisoner to tKrJr
camD in thl vicinltv of the Lake. AVlhVeamn
she found a Mrs. Thatcher a Mrs. NobleindJ
a Miss uardlner, ail of whom had been taxeh
prisoners by tbe Indians in their attack on tbe
settlers at the Lake. Mrs. Thatcher's husband
had, escaped being killed, by a temporary ab
sence, so witn Airs, aobie. .miss Uardiner's
entire family had been murdered.

The Indiana broke up their camp at Spirit
Lake immediately, and proceeded to Heron
Lake, distant about twenty-fiv- e miles, where
ttiey encamped and left tneir squaws and pris
oners, and started on an expedition, Mrs. Mar
ble supposes, to the g, at SpringfieldJ
where tney committed otner murders. They
returned to the camp at Heron Lake, in about
ten days, with a large lot of powder.dry goods,

On the next
Hay after their return, the Indinns broke up
their camp and started Westward. They were
on the march everv dav for UDwarda of a
month, and only rested at Skunk Lake, West of
tbe Biz bioux river, and abourone hundred and
twenty-fiv- e miles .Northwest -- of Spirit Lake,
flks. Marble-estimate- the distancelraveled at
four " hundred miles, probably owing to
the torturoifs coufse pursued by the Indians to
avoid pursuit. .Sue thinks they arrived at
Skunk Lake about the first of May. Here
ihev remained five davs. when the fortiiatn f ir.

kcamstances transpired which resulted in there- -
lease of Mrs. JViarbre from captivity.

In relation to the trials and sufferings of the
unfortunate females, during tbe journey to
Skunk Lake, Mrs. Marble's narrative is deeply
interesting, and calculated to thrill the heart
of' the most indifferent, with feelings of horror,
inuisnatton, and desire tor jistrce, ir not re
venge, upon tbe cowardly murderers.

Immediately on starting from Heron Lake,
Mrs. Aiaroie states tnai qerseir ar.d associates
were forced to carry heavy packs, and perform
taeidegrading anuieniai services in tne camp.
She. says that "the pack she was compelled to
carry, consisted of two bags df shot, each
welshinir twenty five pounds. On ton of this
heavy load; whictMhis weak, d and dls
ftracted woman wasforced to carry, was placed
tne aauuiuuai wciut ui an auuiau urcuiu or
some three or four yeats of age. The snow
was very deep; the prisoners 'but thinly clad,
and most of the time sutfering from hunirer.
The warm clothing tbey had on at tbe time
when they were maJe prisoners, was taken
from them by the squaws, and In its clacelhev
received but a scanty supply, to the
weatner and me exposure uiey were zorcea to
undergo. At times the unfortunate captive
would fall to tbe ground, exhausted and utterly
unabie to proceed farmer, men tne innuman
wretches would nlaee tbe muzzle of a loaded
ran at her bead.-an- d threaten her with instant
death unless she would immediately continue
her weary march.

Mrs. Marble states
that she soon discovered that the oalywayto
secure herself from ill treatment., was to ier--1
form tha duties assigned her wtlh cheerfulness
and alacrity. Herself, Airs, xsoble and Miss
Gardiner pursued this course, and were treated
more kindly than their associate, Mrs. Thatch-
er, who was ia delicate health, aad utterly un-

able to do the amount of work required of her.
mis led to a most tragic and horrible occur-
rence, when the party crossed the Big Sioux.

They anived at this stream about fifteen
days after leaving Heron Lake. The Indians
cut down several trees on each side of the river
and thus made a bridge across it. Wbn Mrs.
Thatcher attempted to cross, she was thrown
into the river ; she succeeded in swimming to
within a short distance of the opposite side,
When one of tbe Indians deliberately shot her I

through the head, killing her instantly. The
body of the unfortunate was left floating in tbe
stream, tier death was nailed by me Indian
women with loud shouts of joy and exultation.
The feelings of the surviving prisoners, at this
horrid murder, cannot be imagined. They be-

held In Mrs. Thatcher's death, the fate reserv
ed for them, whea overpowered by fatigue,
they would be unable to proceed.

About nve days alter me party reached bkunlc
Lake, two ie Indians, on their
spring huat, made their appearance at the
camp of band. They were
well received by the chief and his followers.
A feast followed, at which tbe Inuans related
their exploits at Spirit Lake, boasted of the
murders tbey bad committed, the goods they
had stolen, &c.

The Indians remained in the
camp all night, keeping a very sharp lookout,
tbey informed Mr. Flandrau, on the movements
of who, they apprehended,
would attempt violence. The next morning,
having previously learned that the Indians had
three white women in the camp, they made a
proposition to purchase one ot the captives.
Alter considerable negotiation,
band consented to part with Mrs. Marble in
consideration of receiving one gun, a lot ot
blankets, a keg of powder, and a small supply
of Indian trinkets. The two Indians immed-
iately started homeward with Mrs. Marble and
arrived at on the 20th of May.
Oa the journey, occupying tea days, they treat-
ed Mrs. M. with great kindness, fun.ishing her
with warm clothing, carrying her over streams
and providing her wi'.hfood.

On arriving at tbe two Iadians,
who are brothers, and known as Gray Foot
and Roaring Cloud, placed Mrs. B. in their
father's lodge, where ehe was treated with
equal consideration and kindness. Here she
remained until Messrs. Williamson and J3iggf,
missionaries, arrived and removed her to tbe
Agency at Yellow Medicine. After a few
days rest, with the families at the Agency and
core uiageiy, sue siarieo. ror at. rani, in com
pany witn air. t ianarau, and arrived at lne
Fnller House last evening.

Mrs. Marble is about twenty-fiv- e years of
ae, of medium siie, and very pleasant looking.
She is a native of Darke county, Ohio, and
moved to Michigan about ten years ago.

She has been twice married. Her first hus-
band's name was Phips. After his death, she
married Mr. Marble, with whom she removed
to Lisu cotintr, Iowa, and ultimately to Spirit
Lake in Dickson county. Mrs. M. is in a
very destitute condition her husband has been
murdered, and as to whether her parents are
alive or not, she is ignorant. We trust those
who are blessed with a supply of this world's
goods, will contribute liberally in aid of this
unfortunate woman. The privations she has
undergone, and her present destitute condition,
commend her to the consideration of the be-

nevolent. Any money forwarded to her ad-

dress at the Fuller House, will reach the proper
destination.

Mr. Flandrau has adopted the most energetic
means to secure the release of Mrs. Noble and
Miss Gardiner. On the 2nd, he dispatched a
party of trusty Indians to Skunk Lake, with
tour horses and a wagon, and provided them
with everything necessary to secure the release
or tne remaining captives by ransom, lhe
Indians would reach camp in
abont four days.

The Indians are well armed, each of
them posessing a revolver, rifle, See.
