Editors Atvial: Two correspondents of
the "Presbyterian Iferald," published at Louis
ville, Kentucky, hare recently attacked the
Memphis and Charleston Railroad Company
for violating the Sabbath by running cars on the
road ou Sunday. These correspondents give on

lv.the initials of their names, "C and "M. A.
ti." But there Is no difficulty In identifying
them as citizens of this place, who belong to
that sect who assume the pecu
liar guardianship of the morals of our commu-

nity, and are known as tbe elect of God.
We all know that the Directors of the Mem

phis and Charleston Railroad are men of high
moral worth, and need no vindication from me

for any action of their board. In their private
relations they are above reproach, and In the
government of tbe railroad they but yield to the
popular will, and to the wishes of tbe General
Government at Washington city when they con-

sent to run the mall trains over the road on

Sunday. The question of Sunday mails was
agitated many years ago throughout tbe coun-

try, and none were so busy in getting up peti-

tions against them as tbe Presbyterians. I re-

member seeing petitions circulated and signed
by thousands of women and children, praying
that the Postmaster General would cease to des-

ecrate the holy babbath by running tbe mails
on that day. Tbe masterly Report of Col. R.
M. Johnston, silenced the clamor at tbe time,
and ever since then, the contracts for mails
have been made without regard to tbe Sabbath
dayevidently to the satisfaction of the people
at large.

But those ss and fanatical gen-

tlemen who denounce the officers of tbe Mem
phis and Charleston Railroad Company, under-
take to say that tbe wrath of an offended God
is certain to visit them for this disregard of bis
holy commandment; '.bat nothing can prosper
under the government of such godless men
tc., &.z.

York Trtoune has obtained the 1 oliowing ac-
count of events In Nicaragua subsequent to
Walker's capitulation :

MR TABOR'S XAHRAT1VE.

These men on the' IVabath are 'for the most
part the sictt and wounded porlioa of Walker's
army, which he left tt Rivas wrfm he wenUlT 'on the sloop-of-w- ar Si. 'ifary's. Commander
Davis, of tbat vessel, left us on the night after
Walker's departure, in charge of Dr. Taylor;
but, owing to some disturbance in the camp, we
were turned orr to Gen. Ganas. of tbe Costa
Rican army. Under bis protection we remain
ed In Rivas forfourteen days, and received from
him provisions and clothing, botli of which we
greatly needed. On the 2d of Miy all the able
men in camp, to tbe number of 230, were de-

spatched, ufder charge ot Lieut MeCorkle, or
the sloop-of-w- ar St. Uary't, bv the steamer
FTrgis, across the lake to Tonugis,- - whence
they were to mcrch overland to the Gulf of
Nicoya, and thenco to Punta Jlrer-a- s on tbe
Pacific These men, to tbe number ef 304.
were embarked on board the ban ue J. R. Mora
and taken to Panama, whence they were sent
to Aspinwall and pla:ed on board tbe United
States steam frigate Roanoke, wiich would at
at once proceed with them to sone port in the
united states j uur company remained in lil-r- as

about fourteen days, wben we were sent
across to St. ueorge, and orer tile lake to San
Carlos, by tbe steamer San Car'jot. A few of
our party remained in the country under assu-
rance of protection from the Costa Ricans.
Among them was Paymaster-Genera- l, R. M.
Martin, wbo deserted a few days before tbe
capitulation, with about $5,000 In Kicaraguan
scrip, belonging to Government. The others
were privates, wbo went to work In the coun-
try. None but deserters rernainel, as the Costa
Ricans bad issued strict orders tlatall Ameri-
cans should leave the country. We remained
at San Carlos about 36 hours, and then proceed-
ed to Fort Castillo, where our party was again
divided, the sick going down the river and the
healthy remaining, on account of the insufficient
accommodations on the steamers. Tbe sick
party left Castillo on the 17th, and came down
verv nleaaautlv until thev reached the Martin.
ca Rapids, where tbe boat grot nded, and we
were lert wimopt provisions on Kelly's ranebe
for about 36 hours. His plantaii-patc- how
ever, afforded some food. While remaining
mere, it rained very neavuy, atid we uad to
walk a mile and a half around ihe rapids
many of us having to swim cricks, the loss
having washed away no agreeable undertaking
for wounded and suffering men. Owing to the
exertions ot Air. ueorge .Murray, a colored
man, formerly hotel proprietor al Castillo, who
had charge of the party, the soat was got
anoat again, and in two nays mere we readied
Greytown without further trouble

After remaining at Grevtown for two davs.
we were joined by our comrades at Castillo.
At Greytown we were placed on board the
steamer Charltt Morgan, an open boat, like a
ferryboat, on which the Costa Rican garrison
of 100 men is kepk, always anchored out In the
bay two miles from Greytown, and three bun.-dre- d

yards from tbe Costa Rican shore, to pre-
vent desertion. The Aforgam carries the pen
dant of Com. Canta, of me Costa. Rican ttavy,
wao is in command at ureytown- - we were
well treated there1, occupying one end of tbe
boat, while the garrlton were fenced off at the
otber. Tbey vt'ould ,not altow us to land at
Grevtown. except in small parties, tut Mavor
of the town disliking to have fillibustera on a
shore. We remained hers'aomt thirteen davs.
and I then took tbe English steamer for As--
pinwaii, wim cispatcnes from canty to Com.

war Cvane started for Grey town, under orders
from .Paulding to bring all tbe distressed
Americans from Grevtown to AsntawaU.

Renewed Shrieks for Kansas.
From Ite Pecnsjlraaian.

Tbe clamor, which was raised, and the fac-
tious appeals wbirh were made fer "bleeding
Kansas," pending me election last rail, and
even after the Inauguration of Mr. Bu
chanan, with a rie w to embarrass tbe incoming
Administration, subsided ror a wnne after me
retirement of Gov. Geary. This I an was to
enable the shrlekers to ascertain what would
be the course ot Gov. Walker, and it is a sin
gular fact, that while the moderate men of all
Earties, find hope of pacification In his course,

assailed by the ultra Black Re-
publican journals at the North, while seme ot
the Southern press are severely criticising the
means he has thought proper to adept to bring
about tbe most desirable end. when Gov.
Walker was selected for tbe delicate position
be so patriotically assumed, his instructions
were clear and explicit, and he embodied them
in bis Inaugural Address to tbe people of tbe
Territory of Kansas, a copy of which we pub
lisbed at large, upon its receipt. To refresh
recollection, we make an extract. Gov. Walk
er said :

"My instructions from tbe President, through
me secretary or state, under date of me 30th
of March last, Bustain 'the regular Legislature
of the Territory1 in 'assembling a Convention
to form a Constitution,' and they express the
opinion ot the President, that 'when such a
Constitution shall be submitted to tbe People
or tbs lerrltery, mey must be protected In me
exercise of their right of voting for or against
tbat instrument; and the fair expression ot
tae popular will must not be interrupted by
fraud or violence.'"

It is well known tbat besides this "regular
legislature," there is ataother quasi one called
the Topeka Legislature, which bas about as
much authority as tbe decisions of a moot-cou- rt

at one of our law schools would have
over the legislation of the country. This Tc-pe- ka

gathering bas been a kind of rent hole,
from whence exuded the effervescence of Its
members, who but for it would bave exploded
with the gaseous qualities of their nature, or
turned sour ror want or agitation, lauv. V alx-- er

bas never, either directly or indirectly, re-

cognized tbem, bat as long as they merely talk
and amnse themselves playing legislators, as
the boys in our streets are now, in anticipation
of the recurring Fourth of July, putting on
paper caps and wooden swords to play soldier,
they are perfectly harmless, and am allowed to
flaunt their fool's caps and flourish aheir swords
ot lathe to their heart'scoeteut. After baring
spent sereral weeks in tbe Territorv, Gov.
Walker, agan, in a speech, gave expression to
the following views :

"That Legislature bas called a Convention
to assemble in September next. That Consti-
tution they will, or they will not submit to tbe
vote of tbe majority of tbe actual resident set-
tlers of Kansas. If they do net mas submit
it I will join you, fellow-citizen- s, in lawful op-
position to their coarse. And 1 cannot doubt,
gentlemen, that one much higher than I, the
Chief Magistrate of the Union, will join you
in opposition."

Here is a of tbe doctrine of
popular sovereignty, and the legislature refer
red to is me "regular" one, not me xopelca
sham. By it we understand tbat if the legally
elected convention choose to make a new pro
position, betond the previsions or me lerritort
al organic law, to submit tbe Constitution to
tbe people, Gov. Walker will us his influence
to carry out their wish by all legal means. If
tbe organic law is final, there will be no legal
means to evade but if the Sepreme Court
should decide tbat Congress cannot intirpose
its legislation between tbe action which makes
a Constitution valid, and a oirect popular vole
upon its acceptance or refection, men me ques
tion assumes a different form. Next would
come tbe inquiry, Who are the people? The
voters who are to exercise tbe elective franchlse,
Clearly none but tbose who are enrolled In the
census, which was taken under tbe territorial
laws; and those who refused to bt so enrolled,
or uenanuy ptaceu uiemseircs ta opposition io
tbose laws, put memselves out of the rale, and
in fact out-taw- themselves. Thus, in Pey- -
tonia, it a man reruses to be assessed, or pay
taxes, or to bare his name inserted on tbe As
sessors list, be forfeits his right as a roter.
So the Free-Stat- e men of Kansas, who' hare
contomeleously opposed the lawful legislation
of the Territory and' stood upon the verge of
treason lo us aumority, nave by tneir own act,
lost any vantage ground which their alleged
superiority er numbers migat nave given them.
Tbey have, when it is too late, found out tneir
error, and that,. ike many other over-wi- se per-
sons, they have entrapped themselves, and now
they their shrieking, while their
araiiated mends m me xxonn and East are pre-
tending to find gross discrepancies in the inau-
gural of Gov. Wnlker and the doctrines of the
administration anil tbe principles ,of the Na
tional uemocrac).
