Am art can partyha8.ew Bear ly ceased Iq exist,
WtC gajnfnrrl TTHrslfy tir t -- n- of our principal
aMies, weiteeeat a matter of duty as well as
af right to iaautfe into its origin, and endeavor
ta ascertain from thence what might have been
expected from it, if its policy had obtained
ascendancy in our coaniry.

The first development af what cow consti- -

tales the leadieg feature! of ".Imtrtcan pol-ic-

is to be found in the law of. Congress
signed by John Adams, President, oa the 18th

of Jaae, 17DS, entitled An act to establish an
uniform rule of naturalization," and to repeal
the law passed on that subject during the Ad-

ministration of Gen. Washington. This act
extended the term of residence ia our country
from five to fourteen years, and also required

residence ia. " mcu a
foreigner proposed to be naturalized before he
ceollf cbUui that privilege. Immediately after
the passage of tins act, Congress passed two
other laws directed to the accomplishment of
the same object, They are known as the
" Alien and Sedition Laws," of June 25th and
July 14th, 17SS. The former of these two
laws was directed against aliens who might
be residing temporarily in oar country, and the
latter was aa attempt, under the pretense and
forms of legislation, to abridge the freedom of
speech and of the press. While one proposed
to clothe the President with extraordinary
powers unknown to the Constitution, and sub-

stitute bis discretion in place of law, the other
was a practical application ef "Gag Law,"
and designed to prevent the exercise of the
right of private judgment in reviewing the
principles and conduct of our public function-
aries, and to suppress the publication through
the press of such facts and opinions as might
be calculated to bring the President and Con-
gress iato disrepute with the people of the
country.

The three laws which we have mentioned
above, were passed atthe second session of the
fifth Congress, and afford us the first evidence
of bestlity to foreigners, foreign born citizens,
and freedom of the press that can be foutd in
the legislation of Congress under the CoDBtitu- -,

tioc The condemnation which the country vis-
ited upon these laws, and the manner in which
their authors were burled by the people from
the stations whieh they bad dishonored, should
have been sufficient to deter all others in fu-
ture from making any attempt to introduce such
ideas into the politics and legislation of the
country. But history informs ns that this is
not the case.

The second exhibition of the policy of
"Americans ruling America" originated in the
dea of the 'Hartford Oontvuiion,' which astern-ble- d

in Hartford, Caeeeclicut, on the 15th of
December, 1S14. JThis assembly was composed
ef twenty-si- x members appointed by the legis-
latures and local conventions of five of the New
England States. It held its sessions with
closed doors in the council chamber of the
State House in Hartford, which were continu-
ed for three weeks. Theodore Dwisbt. form
erly, member of Ceagress, and at that time edi
tor of tne mrtrord tvaion, was appointed by
tne uonvettuon secretary, and was tne only
disinterested witness of its proceedings.

The policy of Gov. Walker in Kansas I have
denounced, and shall continue ti denounce aad
oppose. That policyj I believe to be in viola-
tion of the organic act creating' the Territorial
government, id violation of the 'President's in-

augural, and that its inevitable tendency is to
subsidize Kansas into a Freesoil State through
the hot iatluenees of dishonest Intrigue and the
aiuipulations ot an official demagogue.

Was it a part of Governor Walxer's official
duty to court the loud caresses ot a profligate
Freesoil rabble? or was he instructed to gri
mace 10 Abolition rebels from tne Dustings at
Topeka?

founded in a' true tXeotyt Organlzlf
sovereignty is tne supreme autnerity Known to
public anil statute law. Under our system,
this organized eovereignty resides in conven-
tion. A convention is the embodied majesty
of tbe people, and all other powers are either
suspended by or subordinate to it. A refer-
ence then from it to aay other power ia a
reference from a greater to a less. The indi-
viduals in a community are less as moleculz,
than as an aggregate, or as an organized unit
A convention is all the people, and all the peo-
ple la their highest conceivable political ca-

pacity. An act cf sovereignty carries with it
its highest ratification. This theory of referr
ing an act back from conventioas to individuals
at tbe ballot-bo- x is French
growth. It is founded in the idea that individ-
uals in their separate are above themselves in
their aggregate character; and-th- the mere
units in a community are abore the whole ag
gregate of the community, massed into one
grand and final political whole. Some of the
ablest expounders of this theory were omt of
tbe laswcfolfee philesopbets of France in
"98," and others may be found more recently
among the socialists and

The object of Gov. Walker in referring the
constitution back to the vote of all wbo may
be in Kansas at the time of Ihe reference, ia
obvious enough. The convention frames a con
stitution for Kansas, as Kamas is at the time.
Those who subsequently go to Kansas, to there
as they would go iato any other ot the States
of tbe Union. They must obey the laws, and
if tbey do not like them, they must change
them in the mode prescribed. The convention
embodies the sovereignly of Kansas, and that
covers all wbo are in the Territory ; and it is
immaterial whether they were there when the
delegates to the convention were elected, or
whether tbey came afterwar-l- . They are just
as much represented inth eonstitntiea of Kan-
sas as they would be in that of any State in
tne union into nctcniuey cae after the adop-
tion ot its constitution. The reference of the
constitution back to the popular voteis, 1 hold,
uncanca isr. nut at rererence to any other
than the qualified voters' is debauchery. They
were the only agency cAnueUtit to organize
the Stats, and they are the only political ele-
ments known ia the act of urganiilnj it Un-

til tbe organization is complete a,ad settled,
they are the only source of power. To make
it otherwise is to make a constitution as fickle
and mutable zs mere statute. It is, in fact, to
bays no organic act or law. It those who
corns npop the soil in Uie interval between the
election of delagaU to a. convention aud the
framing ot the constitution, have s right to he
ratify or reject that instrument, why shall not
those who come in the next year, or the year
thereafter, have the samsfnght? They will be
equally subject to its provisions ; and this great
right should no mors be denied to them than to sit
others. This theory unsettles society and de-
grades jU fynds mental law.

The Court .of Appeals have finally de'eided
the North American Trust aud Bankiitg Com-
pany cases, tbe most expensive legal contro-
versy, we believe, ever conducted la thls'coon-tr- y.

These suits have been before our courts more
than fifteen years. Tbe pleadings and proofs,
as they came before the Court of Appeals, oc-

cupied several largely printed volumes; The
entire January term of the court was consumed
iauhe argument of them, aad tbe amount In-

volved was upwards of two millions or dol-
lars.

The controversy grew out of certain trust
deeds made by the North American Trust and
Banking Company, previous to its failure, to
Richard M. Blatchford and others, Trustees,
to secure a large indebtedness principally due
to Palmers, McKillop, Dent Sz Co., of London,
and tbe Bank ot the Unite J States and Girard
Bank in Philadelphia.

After the failure of tbe Company, Daniel
Leavitt, wbo bad been appointed its receiver,
deemed it his duty to institute proceedings in
the then Court of Chancery, to set aside .the
trust deeds and have them declared vofu and
invalid. From tbat time until the present, tbe
controversy has been pushed on by Mr. Leavitt
with untiring energy, through all the-- courts,
until a signal defeat has finally overtaken him.
The judgment of the Supreme Court, which
unanimously pronounced the trust deeds valid,
has been unanimously confirmed by the decree
of the Court of Appeals. The decision now
made involves, we believe, a greater amount of
money than any' one cause' ever decided in the
courts of this State; and we have heard it
stated tbat tbe costs aad counsel fees amount
to more than oae hundred and thirty thousand'
dollars.
