be under tbe necessity of establishing and keep-
ing up land effiees and all the machinery neces-
sary to the administration of the lands, at a
distance of from three to five hundred miles
from the in until tbe lands were sohi ; and they
cannot be sold ut,til demanded by the popula-
tion, and this may be a quarter or a bait cen-

tury in the future, unless tbe lands sbou'd be
forced anon tbe market t and if forced si lea
were made, they would go into tbe bands of
the speculator and at a ruinous sacrifice in
price.

But, continued Gen. II., tbe proposition to
divide the lands themselves, is too absurd to be
seriously en'ertained. So we will enquire to
what extent th'e people will be benefitted by a
distribution of the proceeds of sites. The
sales bave averaged, from tbe beginning of tbe
Government to this time, about two and a half
millions of dollars per annum. It has cost the
Government about one million a year to admin
ister the lands, which leaves a net proceed of
one and a half millions for distribution ; and
according to Mr. Bell's bill you distribute ac
cording to population, riow, divide one and a
half millions of dollars between thirty millions
of people, and it gives to each individual only
about five cents per year, and when yon bave
received this dividend you are pecuniarily in-
jured by it, tor all governments have to be sup-por- te

1 by taxation from the people. Tbe peo-
ple of TVnneeeee bave tbeir State government
to --support, and they bave also te contribute
tbeir proportion to tbe support of tbe Federal
government. While the proceeds of tbe sales
ot the lands go into tbe Federal treasury, they
are used ia paying the expenses of tbe Govern-
ment and relieve you from taxation inst to that
ex'ent, and if you take the land fund out of the
treasury, the deficiency must be supplied by
taxation. Then would it be good policy to in-

cur tbe expense of transporting the money from
Washington to Nashville, when tbe next day
you would bave to raise tbe money by taxation
and pay the expense of transportation back to
Washington?

And the fund you get out of tbe distribution
policy is oy tne constitution of tne State con
fined to coramss schools and to works of inter
nal Improvements and not a dollar of it can
be applied in paying tbe general expenses of
tfle state government.

But. taid Gen. II.. yra would be ereatlv In
jured in another way by distribution. Vour
Federal revenues are raised by tax of from
20 to per cent upon tbe imported articles ot
common consumption, such as domestic calico,
blankets, flannels, fboes, boots, bats, axis,
trace-chai- n, hoes, &c., and under that system

levied, and therefore hey pay much Ihe larger
proportion of the Federal revenues. Thus it
win ne seen tnat when we go to aake up tbe
deficiency in the treasury the neonle of ih,
South would pay about four of tbe six millions,
mine me ouiui woum only pay two bat wben
we to divide, tbe North gets four, while we
only get two, which is a gradual transfer of
tne weaitn oi tne agricultural South and West
into tne pockets or the aanafacturing Nerib
ivauier an expensive moae or increasing a
school fund, or an internal improvement fund.

Is it not better for the people of each coanty
to determine for themselves first, whether they
will be taxed to se their common school
fund, and if so, to what extent, and then they
win get the benefit or every dollar tbey pay?
But if yon increase your school fund by dis-
tribution of the land fund, you have no option ;
yon are compelled to be taxed to supply the
deficiency in the Federal Treasury, and taxed,
too, under a system that compels you to pay
about two dollars into the treasury for every
dollar that you get out.

But, said Gen. II , ray competitor says lhat
present, unu win raise money enoueh

to support the Government without the land
fund. Col. Hatton forgets that about the last
thing the recent Congress did was to reduce the
tariff to what is supposed to be the low revenue
standard, not it it is found to raise more
money than necessary to support tbe Govern-
ment, the policy of the Democratic party is to
reduce it lower and lower, until thi- - h3.
reached the lowest revenue standard : holding,n u . Hn: i ... a. a . . . r
i. in uiij nmH uuwise io iax me people a
cent more than necessary to support the Gov-
ernment. So the difference between my com-
petitor and myself is this : He says the pres-
ent tariff will produce more money than is
necessary iu support we uovemmeat, but Is
opposed to reducing it, and ii sists upon keep-
ing it up high enough to make the proceeds of
the laids a surplus for distribution. This
policy results in raising by taxation the fund
that he proposes to distribute ; for in principle
there is no difference between raising a fund
for distribution by keeping the taxes up un-
necessarily high, and levying a tax for the
purpose of rsisiag a fund to distribute. Each
results in drawing from tbe pockets of the
people, by taxation, a fond to distribute ; and
when you distribute it according to this plan,
you have taken two-thir- of it from tbe pock-
ets of tbe South and West and given two-thir-

of it to the coffers of the mai.ufac'urers
of the North ; which results in forcibly taking
the money from one set of pockets and return-
ing it to others, a policy unjust and unwise.
But if it was to be returned to the same pock-
ets from wbicb it was token, it would still be
unwise, for tbe reason that you would have In-

curred the expense of collecting It and return
Ing It, and the loss ot interest while the money

Gen. 11. said, according to the opinions of

Clay and Webster, and indeed all tbe great
lights of both the old parties, there is not, nor
can there be for many years, any land funds to
be distributed. For Clay and Webster both
held that Congress could only distribute a nttt
surplus proceeds of the lands. In 1836 there
was a surplus in Treasury, composed, in
part, of lhe proceeds of the sries of the lands;
but theybeld they could notdlstribute4hat sur-
plus, because they denied the power to distri-
bute a fund raised by taxation, and that the
proceeds of the sales of the lands were not a
nett, for tLe reason that tbe lands were at
lhat time in debt to tbe Treasury, they having
cost more money than they bad paid back into

Treasury. Hence they advocated lhe poli-
cy of depositing with the States the surplus
in theTreasary, tf be returned to the General
Government on demand.
