Improved 4,Kettteky Sheep."
Below we give extracts from a communica

tion written by Rot. W. Scott, Eq., to the

iriltm Farm Jeamal, giving tbe history nd

characteristics of the Kentucky improved
Sheep, of which he is tbe originator:

ORIGIN AMD HtSTUBT.

The theen which are called "common or
native " in the West are a hardy and prolific
variety, but they are deficient in size, ii inriic.
andlnneece. mougn weir general aiuusiun
shows tbeir adaptation to all the circumstan-
ces under which they are placed.yet it Is well
known that tbe tendency wbieb all animals
bare to adapt themselves to climate and sub
sistence may be materially moaiuea anu con-trol-

by judicious crosses, and that tbe im-

provement made by these crosses becomes per-

manent, and thereby stamps dUHnct varieties
of the sameclass cf animals. Chiefly by these
three Influences, crosses, climate and subsis-
tence, the Bakeweil, the Southdown, the Saxo-
ny, and other varieties were produced, and
ibeir distinctive features In their respective lo-

calities are as indelible as those of the pres
ent or native stocks. In the stme manner, no
doubt, still new varieties may be produced,
nor does there appear to be any insuperable
difficulty In blending In the same animal any
number of valuable qualities which are not
actually antagonistic to each other. These
principles extend even to points almost of fan-

cy merely. For example, some breeds are
hornleys, while others have two, others three,
and others still have tour horns. Tbe Syrian
shepherd delights in a breed whose tails are so
long ami fat that a pair ot wheels are required
on which to draw them over the pastures ; but
we pre'er sheep with short tails, and we might
breed a variety which were as wholly desti-
tute of tbemasdogs of some breeds are.

Acting on these impressions, I bare perse
vering! endeavored for about twenty years,
to combine in tne same animal tne nardin'ii
and prolific quality of the native sheep the
size and thrift of tbe Bakeweil or Cotswold,
and the symmetry of form and delicacy of
mutton of the Southdown, and also to combine
in the same fleeces the weight and length of the
Cotswold, with the thickness and softness of
tbe Saxony.

In the beginning about thirty ewes were se-

lected from a flock ot unimproved commaq
sheep, and were bred to a very large aud fine
Saxony buck tbe object being to give to tbe
offspring more thickness to the fleece, more
fineness to tbe fibre of the wool, and more del
leacy to the mutton. This step was thought
advisable beiore uniting the coarser and still
more onen fleeces of tbe large imported van
ties, and tbe effect was satisfactory. "Tbe ewe
lambs of this cross were bred on tbe 1st of
October, after they were one year old, to an
imported Bakeweil buck of large, full, round
carcass, and heavy 3eee of long wool tbe
object being to increase, in tbe offspring, the
weight of the carcass, and the quantity of tbe
wool. The ewe lambs ot this latter cross were
also in due time bred to an imported South
down buck of large size and high form tbe
object being to infuse into tne progeny mat
active, sprightly and thrifty disposition, an t

highly flavored ntd beautifully marbled mut
ton, for which the Southdown are so justly
celebrated. This objectwas also successfully
attained. Tbe mothers ot this cross were the
delight of the epicure, while the value of the
fleece was not diminished, as much beinggained
in thickening tbe Cares of the wool as was
lost in their lenrth.

The next cross was made by a buck which
possessed, In combination, many of the good

qualities wnicn ic was aestrea 10 esiaousuaaa
perpetuate in the flock. He was three-fourt-

Cotswold and h Southdown a large
active, hardy sheep, with a thick and heavy
fleece, and his progeny possessed the samr
qualities in an eminent degree. Tbe two next
crosses were made by full blood Cotswolds,
and he next by a very fine full blood Oxford-
shire of remarkable softness and ailkiness of
fleece. These were all animals with short
necks, round barrels, broad backs, and full
briskets. Tbey added to tbe flock still more
weight of carcass Mid fleece, while tbe texture
or tne latter ana me aencaie naror oi uic
former were not D'rceptibly impaired.

In the fall ot 1S51, a part or the flock was
bred to an imported Cotswold, directly descend-
ed from imported stock. Every one of these
crosses or breeds is now peiceptib e in tne
flock, blended, but ret manifest in the charac
ter and habits as well as in tbe carcass and in
the fleece, but in most of tbe older sheep some
particular cross predominates in each individ
ual as jet, wnicn is naturally to oe expected
from tbe recentuess of the improvement. In
order to obliterate these discrepancies and to
produce more uniformity iu tbe flock, the grown
ewes were all bred in the Fail of 1864 to five
select butks, of my own breeding. Tbe pro-

geny, now two years old this spring, show a
reasonable accomplishment of the object,
though there is still more variation In their
carcasses and fleeces, and some still show tbe
motley faces ot tbe Seolbdown, while tbe faces
of others are pure white. Some yearling bucks
are the produce of this cross, and tbey are in
all respects beautiful and valuable animals of
their kind.

In the Fall of 1855, in order to carry out the
same design, I bred chiefly to a compesifion
buck, whose pedigree shows Cotswold, Ox-

fordshire, Teeswater, and Southdown stock.
He was a highly formed and finely finished
sheep, of large eize,and thick fleece of medium
length and fiueness of fine, and his lambs give
promise ot great beauty and value, ur mese
crosses tbe present flock of " Improved Ken
tacky Ewes," about ninety-si- x in number, is
composed.
ADAPTATION TO CMSJATZ AND SUBSISTENCE 07

TdE WKbTAKOSOHTU.
In a country which is comparatively new,

and where stock raising is conducted on an ex
tensive scale, the boosing uf thta in IncIemenU
weatner Is necessarily expensive and trouble
some, and is indeed impracticable, except
wttn tnose animals wutch are very valuable
and very delicate. Hence the importance that
sheep, which are generally regarded as of in-

ferior importance, should be capable cf self--
protection as tar as is possible, indeed, no
breed of sheep which require housing io win
ter, or summer can become a generally popular
and truly a prac.icai breed in toe west and
South. Having to live at all seasons in tbe
open air, their subsistence must be of such a
character as that they can gather it at all
times for themselves, or which can be given

wi'b but little expense and trouble. Cli
mate and subsistence are both known to have
material influence even on tbe feece of tbe
sheep, and the growth of fine wool in the Wsst
must be kept up by the occasional Infusion f
rresn blood from me more congenial climates
of Andalusia ; and so mu b does the character
of tbe food affect tbe quality of the wool, that
tne same individual, by a cQtnge or food may
be made to produce, at different shearings,
wool ot widely varied quality and value. Lux
uriant and coarse vegetation, grown on lime-sten- e

soils, is more favorable to tbe growth of
longer and coarser wool ; but this tendency
may be qualified by judicious crossing, and a
superior article of medium quality miy thus be
produced. The "Improved Kentucky Sheep"
nave always laced the bleakest winters, and
tbe hotest, wetest, and dryest summers with-
out any protection whatever but wbat nature
has given, and yet tbey have been almost en
tirely free from all disease, especially from
the coughs which often in winter affect sheen
of tbe fine wool breeds, and they have been
equally iree from tne snuffles and foot-ro- t,

which have been so fatal to the long wool
breeds, in such wet summers as in 1855 in
Kentucky. Clothed to the knees and to the
ers in a thick, long and impenetrable fleece,
they bid defiance to rain, wind and snow, and
eeem at all times to be comfortable and spright-
ly. In summer they are allowed to roam fiom
pasture to pasture, and they devour almost
every green weed but mullen and poke. In
winter short grass is ail which tbey reauire.

THRIFTY AND PROLIFIC CHARACTEtt

In the month of August, in each Tear, anr

thrifty, and finely formed, and good wocled
ewes are kept for breeders, and tbe utmost
care nao been taken, and no reasonable ex
pense na been spared to secure bucks to
breed to Idem, of similar character, aad which
would impart some superior dualities to ihe
flock, and no buck has ever been used vyilb tbe
siigniest taint oi any (.even temporary) dis-
ease upon bim. In this manner, and by fre
auent crosses with animals which were not

breed which, I feel assured, is not surpassed,
r, inaeeu, ic is eouaiied, m any otner.

So great is their tendency to take on flesh
and fat, that ewes which lose their lambs
not unfrequently become too fat on grass only
to breed, and in more tban one instance I
nave seen mu tnree incnes deep of fat on
the ribs aftes being dressed for mutton, though
fed on grass only. Notwithstanding the ac
cidents to which they are subject, in ttie ab-
sence of a regular attendant or shepherd.
indin despite of the rigors of March, without
a shelter, I bzve often (when the floek was
smaller j raised cne Uird more Iambs than
there were ewes, and have rarely if ever failed
o raise as many, un this subiect. Mr. M.

Sight of Expatriation.
The following is tbe opinion of the Hon.

Jeremiah 'Black, Attorney General of the
United States, as to tberight of expatriation

ATTORNEY liEWJtBAL'S UrfiCE, Aug. 17.
Tbe note of Count Montgelas, transmitted to

your Department through Mr. Vroom, our
Minister at iwiin,aska lor an explanation or
ihe opinion given by Mr. Cushing, in'October
last, on tne ngnt or an American citizen to ex-

patriate himself.
Tbe specified cast put by Count Montgelas

is that of Julius Author, a native of Irmel- -
hausen, in Bavaria, who came to this country,
and, after being naturalized, returned again to
Bavaria. His efljrt to recover bis status as a
native of Bavaria seems to be impedtd by a
doubt wbich the authorities there entertain on
Ihe question whether he can throw off bis al-

legiance to the United States, and if so, in
what manner it Is to be done.

There is no statute or other law of the Uni
ted States which prevents either a native or
naturalized citizen from serving bis political
connexion with this government, if be sees
proper to do so, in time of peace, and for a
purpose not directly injurious to the interest
of the country.

There is co mode of renunciation prescribed.
In mr opinion, if he emigrates, carries bis
family and effects with bim, manifests a plain
intention not to return, takes up bis permanent
residence abroad, and assumes the obligation
of a subject to a foreign government, this
would Imply a dissolution of his previous rela-

tions with tbe United States ; and I do not
think we could or would afterwards claim
from bint any of tbe duties of a citizen. At
all events, the fact of renunciation is to be es-

tablished, like oiher facts for which there is
no prescribed form of proof, by any evidence
which will convince the judgment. It is for
the authorities of Bavaria to determine, first,
whether they will admit Mr. Amtbor to the
privileges enjayed by a subject of their King,
wi.hout an expiess renunciation of his Ameri-
can citizenship. It this be decided in the
negative that is to say, if tbey demand from
htm an express renunciation they may take
it and cause it to be authenticated in what
form they please. They may demand an oath
as a test of bis sincerity, or as a necessary
part of his title to the future protection ot the
Bavarian Governmen. Whatever satisfies
them ought to be attisfactory to us, since in
all 'similar eases, we prescribe our own rules
for tbe admission of Bavarian subjects as citi-
zens ot the United States- -

I have spoken of the laws of tbe United
States. Virginia and Kentucky, two of the
Slates, have statutes which require a certain
rormula or renunciation ot citizenship. But
those statutes have no application to this ease.
I do not understand Mr. Amtbor to have resi-

ded in either of those Slates. If tbe Federal
Government gives bim up. bis obligations to
he particular State In which he lived could

come into any practical conflict with
those which he is about to assume toward his
native country.
