Their ambition aad fanaticism

have put at hazard the world's highest achieve-

ment of Government and Laws. They have
proven themselves wild and reckless specula

tors in the happiness of the people, the repose

of the nation and the glory of the niseteenth

eeBtury.

It weald at once, aed at oe baaed,

arouse that dormant enterprise, and slumber-

ing Ingenuity which have hitherto b'en con-

tent to pay tribute to the North, becaase other

pursuits have been found more agreeable a&d

more profitable. It would build up, as if b,
.s:.,- - i.vlip and white-winge- d' fleets,

and reciprocity of a direct and profitable trade
with Europe. It weu'd abolish the manufac-

tories of New England by cutting off their
most profitable customers, and transferring

their custom to Birmingham and Manchester,

or building up similar establhhmeats in our
mtdtt.

It would transfer the empire of commerce

from the Island of Manhattan to Norfolk,
Charleston, or one of our Gulf cities. The
exports of the South form mere than one half
of the expert trade of the United States, and
two-tHr- ds of its exported raw produce. Cot
ton controls Northern manufactories as welt as
these of England, feeds the operatives, enriches
the capitalists. Cotton is the principal article
exported abroad in exchange for the import
trade of the North. Cotton supports the ship
ping interest. Cotton is King, or in the Demo

cratic vocabulary, coUos it tht majority.
Egypt, Brazil, India asd Africa have tailed
utterly and ultimately failed in tfae produc-

tion of cotton. Its production is a roesopolr
of these Southern States and tbis Soutberii
cMrae. The Southern States, then, bold the
key which can lock and vnlock tbe commerce
of the world, which can control tbe value of

. consols, aed put up cr put down stocks on the
Boars: of Paris. And cotton makes the South
em S ates the best customers of all tfae world,

that the world has, and especially the best cus
tomer hit New England and the Middle States
ever can bare. If, then, we withdraw this
custom, which must inevitably be upon tbe
dissolution of the Union, tbe North will be

prostrated by the on of that fanati
cal agitation which blindly strikes at Southern
honor and prosperity.

But tbe South will be left in a different and
hlgner position, as will be seen from the fere- -

ging considerations. Holding ta her band the

key which can lock and unlock tbe cotntaene
of all nations and pour into her lapthe general
prosperity of its richest treasure, she can
also form alliances and promote friendly rela
tions with tbe most powerful States, with
France, and Great Britain, aid Russia. The
sword has ceased to be the arbiter of empire.
Wars are sow waged with less substantial re-

sults than formerly. The merchants have be

come the cobles and princes of Statei, asxt

commerce the King. War is antagoai tic to
commerce. Tbe actual necessities and demands
of nations require the peaceful progress of
commerce. Commerce, therefore, controls the

cabinets of the leading States, and dictates
vStlmata to the sceptered and crowned mo-
narch. Warehouses, railways and steamships

bave become stronger defenses than mountain

fastnesses, --T moated castles, or death-dealin- g;

batteries. The Exchange dictates peace to
Ministers, or directs alliances with its best and

rieaett customers.
Tbis great and overshadowing influence ram-

ifies throagh every class and grade of eocieti
aa.? every cation and tribe. Tbe plaster feels
tbe blight of war equally with tbe merchant, be-

cause tbe merchant cannot negotiate exchange
doting tbe existence of war,aud cannot therefor
buy-orsri- l his crop. Tbe Indian banter feels
tbe influence of a blockade in tbe diminution
of bis supply of red handkerchiefs, beads arxl

guspewdtr. The States, then, wbicb boW tb'
keys of commerce, are tbe controllers of com-

merce, can dictate peace to tbe caWnettof tbe
world and sre masters af Ibeir owe destiny.
These are undisputed truths. Tbe Southern
people are truly the most independent people on

tbe globe. Let them use wisely their great
powers and act worthily of their high destiny.

Fewer fires bave taken place than usual.
Vith the exception of tbe burning of a hulk

at Sacrameato and tbe Metropolitan Theatre in
his eity, none of importance have occurred.

Trade with the interior during the first week
nf tbe fortnight was brisk; but little freight,
however, bas been shipped up the rivers within
the past tew days.

On the 12th, the unusual phenomenon of a
'bunder shower was witnessed in rome of tbe
nneer coun'ies in tbe State. In this city there
was a slight sprinkling, but not enough to ben-
efit vegetation.

Considerable fever prevails alone the Amer-
ican River, above Sicrameuto, and many miners
are unable to attend to their la nors. In Yolo
county, sore tbroa. Is prevalent, and in tbis city
influenza bas been almost an epidemic for a
long time past, although few, if any, fatal re-

sults bave been chronicled. With these ex
ceptions, tbe general health of tbe people of
UHi state was never better.

In matters theatrical and musical thete is
little of interest.

The lat'er was in tbe
dark and within the bouse, preparing bis gun
for tbe purpose of shooting a nigbt bird that
bad on many previous occasions perched on
tbe roof of tbe building, and.asbe was fixing on
a cap, tbe hammer fell, tbe gun went off and
wounded the unfortunate Mr. Tbis
is tbe account given of tbe occurrence in tbe
declarations embodied in the preliminary ex-
amination conducted by the Governor in rela-
tion to the even'. A copy of it is hereby trans-
mitted, in order that tbe Minister may have a
foil know edge of the circumatances.

From the representations ot the Governor,
the wound received by Mr. Francis is a very
serious one, and likely to result in death. Ex-
tremely painful would it prove to tbe govern-
ment of Ecuador, should this unfortunate oc-

currence be attended by such a result For
be purpose, therefore, as much as In its pow-

er lies, of warding off such a consummation,

endeavoring to save the precious life of the
distinguished American naturalist, as will be
seen, Mr. Minister, from the copy, which you

Tbe following extract from a dispatch re-
ceived on the 4tb Inst, from the Minister of
tbe United States in; Ecuador, and dated 17 b
July, appears to preclude tbe idea that tbe
death of Mr. Francis was the result of a I'uel :

Horrors or the Revolt in India. The
English papers received by the Kngiroo at
New York, on Monday, contain moat harrow-
ing accounts of the state of affairs in India
We take tbe following paragraphs from a let-

ter written by a clergyman at Bungalore. We
print them reluctantly, and only because it
teems necessary, in order to form a correct
idea ef tbe atrocities of which Ihe natives
have been gutlity. The letter is dated July 4.:

" We bave bad an awful time of it, 1 can as-
sure you, though we ourselves bave been merci-
fully kept froo-alar- m or danger. No words
can exp.ef s the feelirg of horror which per-
vades society in India ; we hear so many pri-
vate accounts of ths tragedy, which are.too
sickening to repeat,

"The cruelties committed by the wretchc.ex-cee- d
all belief. They took forty eight females,

most of tbem girls of ten to fourteen, many del-
icately nurtured ladies, violated tbem, and kept
tbem for the bae purposes ot the heads of the
Insurrection for a whole week. At tbe end of
that time tbey made them atrip themselves, and
gave tbem up to the lowest of tbe people to
abuse in broad daylight in the streets of Delhi.
Ibey then commenced the Work of torturing
tbem to death, cutting off their breasts, fingers,
notes, and leaving them to die. One lady was
toree days dying: They fWyed tbe face of an-

other lady, and made her walk naked through
tbe streets. Poor Mrs. .the ife of an
officer of the regiment, at Meerut, was soon
expecting her acroucliement Tbey violate i
her, then ripped her up, and, taking from her
(be unborn child, cast it and her into tbe flames.

" No European man, woman or child bas had
the slightest mercy shown them. I do not be-

lieve that the world ever witnessed more hellish
torments tl an bave been inflicted oa our poor
countrywomen. At Allahabad Uiey nave ri-

valed the atrocities of Delhi. I really cannot
tell you the fearful cruelties these demons hive
been gullity of cutting off the fingers and toes
of little children, ioiot by in the sight of

j tbelr parents, who were reserved for Similar
treatment ui'Jiwara."
