knot of speculators who were endeavoring to
increase the distrust by circulating any state-

ments that might suit their purpose. Yet, not
only do their predictions continue to be con-

firmed by the break-dow- n of each weak or
suspected undertaking, but we have by the
present mall news of the stoppage of a Urge
institution against which Dot a single premoni-

tory doubt had been whispered. On one day
the shares were worth nearly one hundred,
and on the next day they were utterly uaiak-ble- ."

(This Institution is the Ohio Life and
Trust CoDDanr.V It states the liabilities of
this0 institution," and adds, "The amount doe
to depositors and others is supposed to be at

tne country, in tne important negotiations in-

volving tbe peace of the country."
It will be seen from the above statement,

that I represent myself, as having been placed
by tbe President, in semi official relations with
Mr. Trist as a commissioner, and tbat I occu-
pied tbe position of a confidential officer of the
Governa.enf, in connection with this mission,
of which fact Mr Trist bad full knowledge.
But I bad no duty to perform as such civil off-

icer with Gen. Scott, and there is not one word
said upon that subject, and yet this sifc wit-
ness, in bis letter to tbe St. Lulls Republican,
makes the following reckless statemei t, v.z:

" This very remarbab'e paper stands alone it
is presumed, as an instance wherein a candidate
for office before our people bases his claims,
or his principal claim, upon an open confession
of having occupied the low and dishonorable
position of a spy upon tbe conduct of bis com-
manding General.

It Is well understood in this community that
acts of incendiarism are of frequent occurrence,
nqt merely ftorn motives of revenge, or for the
purpose of defrauding the underwriters, but
from strange as it may appear the pleasure
derived from a eohfligration This latter mo-
tive usually actuate boys or young men, run-
ners or followers, of fire engines, wbo are at
ways to be found on band when an alarm is
souided at their favorite engine bouses. It
most ppt be inferred from this that such char-
acters are tolerated by tbe firemen ; tbey are
like the dogs in a Turkish village nuisances
impossible to shake off.

Off nders-p- this class ate but seldom before
our criminal courts, owing to tbe difficulty of
procuring eridence of their guilt. Arson is a
crime easy to commit, but most difficult to de
feef, hence tbe incendiary may continue night
after night, or day after day, his career of
crime, and it will only be by some blunder on
bis patt, or other accidental circumstance,
that the guilt can be.tastened on him.

the property and persenil safety of our citi-
zens. Otherwise-- , byipermiuirg thejjoilty to
escape with a.nominal punishment, our courts
of justice would fairly be looked npo'n as en-
