Gees something like twenty millions ot dollars,
and as a means of relief to the country, it has
been judged best to offer this amount to the

What a contrast does this
system present to the condition of matters in

1837, when the money of the Government was
deposited in the various State banks, and when,
for relief, the Government desired to withdraw
it, and was unable to do so on account of the sn

of the banks? There never was a time
in the history of the country when the benefi-

cent fruits of Democratic policy were more
triumphantly vindicated than in this result of
its.poliey! The funds of the Government are
in safe hands, where it is made larceny to with-hol- d

them from their proper appropriation,

upon a warrant from the Treasury. They msy
also be so directed as to contribute to the gen-

eral relief of the country, by buying up U. S.

Stocks, and thas throwing into circulation a
large amount of specie not immediately needed

tor the ordinary expenses of the Government.

This must inevitably afford instant and great
relief to the people, where this Bank panic !s
bearing most stringently upon the mechanic,,
the'&rtisan and tbe labaring.man. - The coun-

try can thus see light through the gloom, and
when oar immense products begin to reach the

seaboard, everything wBl move forward with
its accustomed activity. Tbe following is the
article from the Prut :

1637 and 1857 Howe tor the Fctsse.
When the revulsion of 1837 took place, it ex-

tended from tbe people to the Federal Govern-
ment. Tbe money of the people had been coo-fid- ed

to certain State banks, and when an at-

tempt was made to remove it to others, or to
transfer it to the States themselves, under the
Distribution Act, the State banks could not
comply with the demands of the Government.
Tbe temptatioo which the vast funds of the
federal revenue offered to the banks wis too
great to be resisted ; and when tbe reaction
came, mrl these funds were needed for tbe or-
dinary operations of the Government, and for
other purposes, tbe banks could not comply,
without curtailing their discounts and caliiug j

in ueir cents ; ana wnen tney aiu wis, u
greatly added to the general distress among the
merchants, mechanics, and manufacturers, and
precipitated the catastrophe which fell upon
the whole Onion. Happily for the country,
we were in a condition of profound ce when
these events transpired. Had we been in a
state of war with a foreign power, inconceiva-
ble distress and dishonor must have resulted.
Thefuvdtktptai a e acred depotilfor just ikA
emtrgncitt would sot hare been forthcoming.
They had been used by the banks, to feed the
fuel of private speculation to pamper favor-
ites to erect palaces and to cany forward
projects of a doubtful character, orbad passed
into the several State treasuries, to form the
basis of other operations only less disastrous.
Thus was the General Government involved in
tbe calamity that attacked individuals and
States. Tbe suffering was universal.

But cow tbe prostrate mechanic or mer-

chant can look up from his gloom, and see at
least one bright star in the dark sky overhead.
In this hour of bis despondency he need net
despair. The Federal Government i not ed

is the catastrophe. Tbe millions of tbe
people's money have not been thrown into tbe
cauldron of speculation, to feed tbe fever of
unhealthy-ari-d sudden gain, and to add to the
consuming revulsion in the money market.
Had'this not been so, who can count the ca-

lamities that would have befallen us? Who
can tell where the mad torrent of expanded and
expanding credit would have carried us?

This is the great difference between the panic
of 1837 and 1657. It constitutes one of tbe
Hopes ot tbe boor. It speakes it a whole-
some Treasury; of the proud and stainless re-

putation we bear before the nations; of the
security cf those citizens whose means are in-

vested in the stocks of the United States; and
it shows to all men, and convinces all men who
care to think on tbe subject, that tbe policy of
tbe Independent Treasury is not only best for
us in times ot war, bat is the true conserva-
tor and safeguard of (he people in time of
peace.

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An Escape froa Etlt Lake. ;

The following narrative Is from the pen of

Jonn Davies, a young Welshman, whj emi
grated to Salt Lake with bis family about two

years ago from Maesteg, Sonth Wales. It is

taken from a private letter, dated Council
Bluffs-City- , Iowa, June 29:

I guess you are "anxious to know the reason
why I left Salt Lake. I shall try, In the first
place, to inform you what a msn must do to be
a Mormon. He must give himself, tls family,
and all his possessions over to Brigham Young,
and then he'll have to give the tenth of all his
income the tenth daj's work and he must
teep from two to ten wives. If he don't agree
to thAe thlBgs, he hid better qui' ; but by do-

ing so he is In danger of losing his life every
minute, for they would rather kill him than let
him be the means of letting the world know
how thints are In their midst. Many have
been shot" down in trying to escape. I have
seen dozens shot down on the street; and three
days before I left I saw three persons killed
merely because they intended to escape they
were shot down in a place called Springfield,
while they were preparing their trunks to leave.
This took place about eight o'clock on a Sun-

day morning, within fifty yards of the gates of
the city. The first was a young man called
William Parish ; be receiveJ seven balls in his
body. The second was his father, and tbe
third waa a man called Potter, whose body re-

ceived as many as fifteen balls. Tbe old man
was pierced in the back, and his throat cut Jn
three different plares. I saw them lying down,
and I could nsme the persons who killed them.
Brigham Young has got men for this purpose.
Their number is four hundred. Tbey are call-
ed the " Destroying Angels." Their Captain's
name is William Hickman, and the second in
command is Porter Rockwell.

The walls around the city are fifteen feet
high, and they are surrounded by a deep and
wide moat, The city Is entered by four gates,
which are watched in the night time. The
gatea are so narrow that only one vehicle can
pass through at once. The " Destroying An-

gels" go out on the Plains io the spring, in or-

der to intercept those who may escape from tbe
city. Many left on foot last January. They
sleep by day and travel by night, I know of
men and women who have traveled this way
the men dressed as women and Ihe women as
me j. I came across some who were very short
of food; the little they had they gave to the
women, and the men were principally sustain-
ed by the women's milk.

I left bait LAKt Uiiy on me run or April,
Ln eompanr with two Welshman and an Afri- -

can. Tbe few Mormons woo Knew or our in-

tentions said that we would never reach the
States alive, but I told them that I was deter-
mined to try, wbstever would occur. On Sat-
urday (ihe day after we left) we bad traveled
thirty miles from tbe city, when we saw three
men following us. Tbey were sent by tbe au-

thorities to catch us. The name ot one was
Patrick Li neb, an Irishman by blrtb, and Sec
retary to Brigham Young. This man fired his
revolver at me, out me nan went oy wiwoui
hurting me. Tbey then came near us on their
horses, and inquired our names, and when we
refused to tell them, they swore thai they would
"blow ourdamncd brains out" With that, one
of tbem raised bis revolver as if he was going
to use it he bad one each side of the saddle.
I then took out my revolver and told bim to fire
if he liked. I had six revolvers with me, and a
rifle, containing in all thirty-seve- n balls. An-o'h- er

ball was then fired at me, which whistled
by my left cheek. I then fired at him, and one
ball bit bim on the leg and another on tbe
shoulder. (My friends by this time had run
into the woons, and I was left to fight It out
myself.) I then lost my footing, and one of tbe
men ran at me with a knife and cut my be!:
and took four ot my revolvers. I had the oth-

er two hid in my beots. I got hold cf one of
tbem and fired, and succeeded in keeping tbem
off for some time, till I bad a chance to run to
tbe woods, where I got the assistance of my
friends.

We continued to travel that day and the fol-

lowing night, and succeeded in reaching a place
called Fort Brtdger, which is one hundred and
thirteen miles from the Valley, iuenumneroi
our pursuers had now increased to twenty, and
we had to put to the woods again. We trav-
eled till ni?ht. and were so fortunate as to meet
a host of friendly .Indians, who gave ns buffalo
meat to eat. The next day we overtook a
nnmber of wagons, known as Mr. Babbit's
train, in number twenty-eigh- t, I was hired to
drive one wagon, which was drawn by six mules.
We bad some trouble with a lot of Indians
called the " Crow Tribe. They were well
armed, and about a thousand stroBg. About
six hundred shots were fired into our tents.
We killed about thirty Indians, and tbey killed
fire ot our men.

Our Bares. We were pleased to Bee so
good a feeling prevailing In our financial cir-

cles yesteiday. There was no thought of any
run on any bank or batker. Everything went
on as smoothly as if there were no troubles at
work In the Eastern cities. No paper was
protested at any of the banks. All the notes
that fell due were paid. This looks well, and
we hope nothing may occur to change "Hbe ap-

pearance of things. We want Louisville to
stand up proudly under the present disasters.
It will be a glorious blaze upon her escutcheon
that will brightly illuminate all tbe dark spots
her past career has engraven there.

A number of depositors went into our banks
yesterday and deposited gold and silver. A
son of the Emerald Isle did this in one of our
banks to tbe amount of several hundreds of
dollars. He thought this gold would be safe
there, where the bank would not break, and
where thieves could not steal it. Such acta indi-

cate a good state of feeling here. Our people
have confidence in our babks, and we are hap-
py to feel that their confidence is not misplaced.
Our banks were real) v never in a better condi
tion for a crisis. Tbey could not have been
caught bv it in a better condition. They have
sold in their vaults, and Eastern Exchange and
Southern Exchange, and the notes of sister
banks that are good, while their circulation
is less than it has been since '51.

Thev have contracted tbeir circulation sev
eral millions since the besinniog of the present
year. They are all right so tar as we can
learn, and nothing but a erah in NewYorK
and New Orleans, both combined, would effect
our banks.

Some of our people are unwise enough to
desire a suspension ot our banks. None but
Door financial philosophers entertain such
fears No doubt some few of them would be
glad to see a suspension, because it would be
another excuse for them to suspend themselves
Tbey forget, however, that suspended banks
will lose their characters, beside bringing
down the value of our pajr money to a ruin
ous rate of discount, and destroying all confi-

dence in such institutions. Let ourbinks go
on as they are now proceeling. They are all
right, and the people have confidence In them,
and let not their confidence be destroyed, for
when it is once gme. it will not be easily re
stored. LonitrUle Courier.

which have never been rebutted to this day,
bearing as heavily upon Gen. P. as tne reply
itself. Everyone will ate at once that there
is no consistency In appealing to Gefl. PIIIow.'s
abuse of me for writing the Courier letter, as
a reason for the alleged asperity of my late
reply, while the letter in the CSsorier, of the
same sort, as any om; may see by a reference
to It in Gen. Pillow's trial, remains unaccount-
ed for.

The troth Is, that tbe severity of tbe letter
and that of tbe reply does not at, all (ie in tbe
language used in either ot them, but In th
clearly stated facte, brought to light in both
papers.

This argu-
ment is plain and simple and may be easily ap-
prehended by any one. I bad written a letter,
published in tbe Courier and Enquirer, which
touched Gen. Pillow to the quick. The state-
ments in that letter, like those in my late re-

ply, stand unrefuted, and Gen. Pillow, using
toe license of defandantt, abused me forwii
ting it, having uo other defense to make. It is
now pretended that this abutt has been the in
ducing cause of my Inte reply. I merely turn
the tables and charge that uy Courier letter
stung Gen. Pillow into his abusive UBguagi on
his defense.

But there is still another letter in connection
with this business which it is my purpose to
furnish in this article, and which will greatly
add to the difficulty cf accounting, after Gen.
Pillow's manner, for tny remarks upon his con
duct.

I now ask attention to the following state
ment as a preface to the third letter, though the
first in order of time, written by me in relation
to Gen. Pillow.

Mr. Freanor, tbe gen-
tleman referred to, applied for information to
General Pillow, who promised to write out for
bim a statement of tbe'services of hia division, j

Ar an oppointea Hour Mr. ireanor called upon
Gen. Pillow and received from his own hands
a paper which Gen. PJlow read aloud, making
interlineations in the presence of Mr. Freanor.
This paper Gen. Pillow intended that Mr. Fre-
anor should use in his correspondence with life
Delta, but Mr. F. saw at once, that the piper
was.wholly unsuited ts his purpose, contain-

In this state of things Mr. Freaner did not
destroy the paper, but fortunately retained dos
sessiou ot it, tbovgU"iie made. j.o use of it in
Dis public correspondence. After a few weeks
ths whole Array.in Mexico was astounded by tbe
appearat.ee of a New Orleans paper containing
an extraordinary letter sigued Ltouiiat, pur-
porting to give an account of army operations
in tne valley or Mexico, full ot known ralse- -
hoods, and lauda'ory fn tbe extreme ot Gen.
Pillow. i

By this time Gsn. Pillow's character had
fallen under suspicion, and there was a query
everywhere sjg'eaied as to whether Gen. Pil- -.

low was not himself tbe author of the Leonidas
letter. This suspicion wes finally coeamnnica-te- d

to Gen. Pillow, who felt called upon to dis-
claim all connection wi.h tbe published letter,
which be did over his own sigoetHre, in two
notes published, one in each of the two Ameri-
can neu spi pels published in the city.

Pillow and myself none whatever ind I bad
no motive for taking aay steps in regard to tbe

One evening soon after a Ift6wlea;df the
