THE STATE JILECTIOSS OF 1857.

The State elections of 157, says the Cin-

cinnati wEnfsirrr, have indicated om of the
xaost extraordinary reactions in favor of De-

mocracy, and against the sectional factions by
which it is opposed, and which came near
beating it in the Presidential canvass ef 1S56,

that was ever witnessed in onr history. We

New Hampshire led off In March about
simultaneous with the inauguration of Mr.

Bbchanas. The Democracy came wtthia three
thousand five hundred votes of electing their
Governor, although the State had given over
six thousand for Fsemokt. In ths short space
of four months there was a gala of three thou
sand oa the right side.

Next came Connecticut in April. The whole
opposition to the Democracy was fused on a
single' State ticket, and that opposition had ten
thsusisd majority for President ia November.
