Qboose which yon think best Men who

profit by experience, who think it wise " to let

well enough sloae," who believe It more sensi-

bly " to bear the ills we hare than to flee to

those we know not of," can have no hesitation

in tbe choice they will make. Theorists, pol-

iticians, persons prone to novelties, may be

unwilling to.hear the evils of banks, and may

entertain tfie opinion that it will all go well to

dispense with their agency in the business of

the country. Banks certainly are not unmixed

good. Tbey expand and contract, ai.d some-

times suspend, iand occasionally break. So,

too, individuals, business men, expand, con-

tract, suspend, break. And so, also, Is it with
the elements which God provides for the use

and eopyment of men. Sometimes there is
too much rain, at other times too little some-

times there is too much sunshine, and at other

times aot enough now sot a breath ot air,
again a devouring tempest too wet or too dry,

too hot and too cold, too calm and too tempes-

tuous. But shall we abolish the rains and the

aonshineand the winds? Without any doubt,

tbere s reran en to be found, who, in tbe midst

of a lofffenramer's drouth or winter's cold,

might think It very desirable to dispense with

these things, asd that something better might

be devised? especially .if you were to make a

party question of ir,.a very terrible catalogue

of evils might be made out against tbe sun and

the ralnsind:the,winds.

But they may be regulated, controlled and
restrained, and this power they need ttfbs Bp--

plied to them.

These constitute the large amount of

the notes they are able to Issue and keep In cir

culation. It Is these which fill tbe ordinary
and main channels of currency, and which dis-

place and expel from common circulation gold

and silver coin. Prohibit the Issue ana circu-

lation of small notes, and tbe coin inevitably
flows back among us and fills the common chan-

nels of currency, and keeps with us a plentiful
supply of gold and silver.

This is tbe chief evil ot banks which needs
reform. But already these remarks have been
prolonged too far. The editors will excuse
