Captain Van Vllefs Offleial Aeeeart of His
Visit to Utah.

' - Ham's Fork, SeptemberlSlS67.
CArTAisi: I have the honor to report, for the

information of tbe Commanding General, the
result of my trip to the Territory of Utah.

Ia obedience to special instructions, dated
Headquarters Army for Utah, Fort Leaven-
worth, July 28, 1837, I left Fort Leevenworth
July 30, and reached Fort Kearney in nine trav-elu- g

At Fort Kearney I was detained one day by the
efcaagea I bad ta taake and by sickness, and at
Fort Laramie three days, as ail the animals
were forty miles from post, and when
brought in all had to be shod before they caald
take the road.
