Upon my retum from Paris in September,
1855, 1 spent soma weeks at the country-hous- e

near New York, and afterward stayed
far a time at the New York H-te- While I
was at bis father' house, said Furniss return-
ed to America. About the same time be look
ray little watch with blue enamejad cur,st in
diamonds. In April, 1857, said Furniss, on my
urgent request, returned it to me ; stated that
he had worn it in the meantime. A few days
afterwards It was taken from a table iu my
room at New Orleans. Since I came North,
said Furniss admitted to me that be had taken
it ; but he refused ta returnlt andbe still keeps
it as I believe. He certainly has not again
returned It to me. Noone bad been In my room
but Mr. Fdrniss, at the time I uitesed it, and I
accused him of taking it This be indignantly
denied at the time, and I thought it possible
that I might have knocked it ofrthe table, and
that a servant, who came in after Mr. Furniss
bad led, bad taken It I apprised Mr. Wood-

man of the loss at the time, and made every in-- 1
qulry to had it

About November, 1855, 1 left New York for
the South, and went for a time to the boose of
my father in Mississippi. While there I cor-

responded with said Gardner Furniss at bis
urgent request By mean ot my letters and
otherwise, be bad it tbea in bis power to ruin
my reputation, and, as be supposed, cause me
to be discarded by my husband. In January,
1850, after I had returned to New Orleans and
settled there for ths winter, said Furniss ar-

rived in New Orleans. The next day after bis
arrival be asked rae for seme money. I' had
then only $50, wbich I gave bim. He was not
satisfied with that The next day I obtained
and gave bim $150 mora. He urged me to get
a divorce rum my husband, and then marry
him. Stated that be bad bad a lawyer to ex-

amine the laws of Louisiana, (bat if I could
manage to ub'ain a divorce, I would be entitled
to one-ha- lf of ay husband's estate in Louis!
ana, and thus 1 could obtain by that itreaes
from fifty to set dollars ; that
if 1 did not create some uiuicuity aim oniaiu-- a

divorce, he would expo" mi' tomf "- -
I band, and that there were expressions la them

hat would induce my ass band ts apply for a
divorce, which would disgrace me. He after-
wards called on rae rejieatedly for more money,
and upou my refusing to give it to bim, be
threatened te thaw to Mr. Woodman the let
ters which I bad written bim, and also a por-

trait of me which be bad. ' He totdue the let-ta- rs

which I bad wriuen bim would cause Mr.
Woodman to discard rae, and that be, Mr. Fur-
niss, would disgrace and ruin me, unless I let
bim bave all the money I could get I bad
during that period an allowance from my hus-

band of $106 per month, all of which .1 gave
Mr. Furtusa: with that be got along ua'if the
latter part ot April. About the 2otb ot April
be called on me for money to pay ois board
bill, which be gild was about $t80. I had no
money and told him so, upon which he no'
only threatened me, but actually beat rae With
violence brok open my wardrobe, sod took
away my jewelry and some valuable laces,
some of which he dropped in the entry as he
was carrying them away, anJ again threatened
to disgrace me and to send my letters to Mr.
Woodman.

I was much alarmed by bis violence and his
threats, and obtained the money partly from
Mr. Wooiman, and partly by ibe sale of a lace
shawl for $125 whleh bad cost me $200, and
gave Furniss the amount From tbe time he
arrived in New Orleans in January until he
left, about the end ot April, i.e obtained from
me about $300.

In Aueuat, 185C, I was at the New York
Hotel. I then gave Furniss about $200, wiUa
wbich be went to Newport. Af:erwards, at
Newport, I obtained and gave blm $50 more.
On returning from Newport, I went again to
ihe New York Hotel. Here, at thls time, said
Furniss took away many of my valuable laces

rmint d'Alencon and others to a verv lanre
amount: also maeb ef my fine jewelry. Hei.1would come into my room when my Lobaud
went out, aud insisted upon my sending out toy
maid. Then he woald ge into my bed-roo-

open my trunks, take out whatever be choose,
and carry it off. About this time be broke a
valuable green enamelled bracelet wbich I bad.
I: bad cost me irGeneva at the menafactory
about 2.000 frates. He took it away, and
when he brought it back, three of lbs sprigs of
diamonds were missing; tbey bave never come
back.

At one time, wbile in New York, be took
from rae & valuable diamond crass, worth $300
or SOW, and told rae be had lost it He put
an advertisement in the Herald for it; this he
afterwards returned.

During tbe same antnmn, 1S56, at the New
York Hotel, I bad $85, which I laid apart to
pay a bill of Mrs. Dieden, dressmaker, for $S2.
Tbis money was in a irusk which was stand-
ing open. No one was ic the room but Mr.
Furnies and myself. When my girl Jane came
in, directly I told ber to take the money and go
and pay Mrs. Diedeo's bill. She looked for
the money, but it was gene, and could net be
found. Karrdss afterwards acknowledged to
me that h took $6 of it, and laughed.

Abont the same time Mr. Woodman gave me
tbe money to tiay for some small articles, of
furniture wbicb I bad ordered. Furniss took
away most of tbis aoiey all but $25 aad I
was obliged to make some excuse for not tak-
ing tbe articles to tbe people fiom whom I had
bought tbem.

Last winter said Furniss went to New Or-

leans again. A few days after bis arrival be
came to me aad asked tae to give bim $100,
which I did and afttrwardd I gavebiea aH my
allowance, oay $100 a month. During that
winter he persecuted me constantly with threats
and exactions. When I was going to a bill in
tbe eveolBg, be would come into the room and
take my jewelry and put It into bis pcckt
and refuse to let me bave it to wear units I
gave blm money, telling me that if 1 went
without it Mr. woodman would Insist upon
knowing where it was gone so 1 would make
every effort to raise money for bim sell every-
thing ia my power ray dresses, rich embroi-
deries one piece of embroidery wbich I sold
to Miss , cost over $200. Most of the
articles I otrid to ladies of ray acquaintance
made excuses about my btaltu about going
back to Paris, &e. I sold most of ray very
bxndsome handkerchiefs, some of them cost
$25 or $30 apiece ray "velvet mantilla ray
lace tl winces a great deal of expensive lace
in piece?, some two yards wide, seme ibree
yards two very pretty lace boanets which I
brought from Paris. In short, I could not keep
any jewelry or anything valuable in my room.
I gave my jewelry box to Mr. Woodman, and
requested bim te place the sarae in bank, pre-
tending to him that I was afraid it uigbt be
stolen, but, ia fact, to keep it from Mr. Fur-
niss, to whom I told that Mr. Woodman htd
taken my jewelry from me. All tbe most val-

uable jewelry that I bave left, still remains in
bank at New Orleans.

About lot April, 1S57, 1 left New Cleans for
ray father's in Mississippi, leaving Mr. Firniss
in New Orleans. I tried to induce Mr. Furniss
to leave New Orleans, but be would not do so,
unless 1 left fer tbe country, as be wished me
to be away from my husband, and taiiie roe
promise to come North as early as pessffite,
proraiamg not to trouble me If I would do so
and stay from my husband as muth as possible,
bat threatening It I did net do this that be
would visit rae at my father's. While at my
father's early in May I was very sick, aad
wrote my husband, urging bim to allow me to
come wl:h my brother and remain in PhfUdel-ph-

that I could consult Cr. Meigs, also Dr.
Hay one of my eyes being badly effected'
but my brother not being able to aeeorapan
me, Mr. Woodman came with rae to-- Philadel-
phia the last of May, where we remained at
the Girard House. Mr. Woodman being obliged
to retum to New Orleans, he left sde trtlii my
maid in charge of a relative, afwhese bouse 1

remained a pirt of the time ;the last e,

my relatve going to the country, I returned to
tbe G.rarJ House, with ray maid, expecting Mr.
Woodman to return eaily in July, ween Mr.
Furnies again made Jus appearance. Here be
obtained from rne various sums of money, and
treated with great violence, becauss I cooid
not give bim more., Gaeeyei.ing, about 1st ot
July, be came to my room and treated rae in
the most cruel manner; at first he beat me ;
'be tried to pull my ctotlies off. l brerta
long as I could, but I feared be waoltf fil oJe

ahiet.4 I could get away, and tried to get out'of
tfee window. He held me and ( screamed, and
the persons who lodged opposite bad the door
opened. Foruiss bid bimseif in the wardrobe,
and tbreated to Jail me if i exposed bim. Dr.
Meigs was sent for, and I removed from ray I
bedroom to my parlors so ss to allow Furniss
to go out, fcmffscoVeryd.'' "

At another time, at the Gfrard Hodle. Fur--
nlslo4k the dishes off the tables-thre- jthsm
aboft;tbreatened ta break the
mat wouiu nave rapiyonuein ;

About 8th Julv, 1357, I went to Biston o
the Revere House.

at Cambridge. wlian Funilsa left I then weut
to the Wmttrop, Hawse with ray maid. Mr.
Fciriilaj agin fflarfebls appearance and wanted
me to give blm mosey, t told btm I bad none
and no way of getting any. He said be would
disgrace me and then kill me. He hurt me so
badly that I screamed, and the servant unlock
ed the door from the outside. I went then to
Mrs. Hazaid; bhe came with rae. and ItoldJbe
fandlord wby I could not stay, and that I was
going to Cambridge to Mrs. Hazard's which I
did.

Daring my stay ia Boston, I gave bim at one
lime $16, at another $25. and sundry small
sums, amounting, ia all, to $57." He aiaa wrote

Mr. Woodman's friends ia Beaton iuauted on
my signing it 1 ref U8d. Theji wanted'me to

While I ws at Cambridge at Mrs. Hazard's,
he came secretly about tbe bouse annoyedand
threatened me tbere. tie also wrote and sent
decoy potes to me in the Dame of a young lady
tphhm f lnii.nmiiiii.r h.r i,.r , hi'
very sick at fiostou at a hotel.'and urging me
to come on ana see uer. tie aiso sent various
threatening letters o ms in bis own name, and j

anonrmotislr Ui.eatenir.g among other things.
that be would kill "Mr. Woodminron bis arrival
there.

On Saturday; t, rarrived In New

him $2(500 ; tint If I would do t, and would
contradict whatever Mis. Haxtrd might say,
&c.j be would leave me alone, and nerer trouble
me any more. I told' him I could not; that I
had no means of getting It Then be begin to
abuse met knocked me across tbs room; said
he w uld kill me; choked me S3 hard as to
make me black in the facet threw me cn to the
bed, and up against ihe wall so violently as al-

most to make me senseless, aiul so that us him-

self was alarmed, and threw a pitcher of
water on me bring me to.' Then he pulled
off Wamlothes, and I screamed, and just then
some one knocked at the door. I went to the
door and found It was Mr. Woodman, who bad
come up.

During the above Interview Furniss urged
me to get the money by making out false bills,
and getting the money from Mr. Woodman, or
by tatlng jswelrr. Also, he insisted that he
knew my father had given me $2,500 to buy
diamonds or silver, and be was determined to
bave it ha found bs.eould not get mon-

ey, he used violence, as I- - have stated. He
said "Your husband and your brother are
coming here ; there'll be a fuss ; and I mean to
rain you first, and put youtfflho gutter, where
lehall be. I bite yoo nd I hate all your
family, became you won't'behave to me as you
should "

I bare given above such circumstances as
are most prominent In my recollections ot what
I bave suflered from said Furniss ; but even

this statement fails to give a proper idea of the
system of Intimidation and abuse lb which I

bave been subjected. Whenever I met him, I

always Sehaved polllelyaixl In a friendly mac-ti- er

towards Jiim, because i was afraid to com-

plain. He threatened repeatedly that if I ever
shewed to any one any fear of him, he would
expose my letters and disgrace me, and put me

in the gutter, so that neither my father nor
mother, nor my husband, would sptak to me,
and then 1 should be at bis mercy. To pre-

vent my roaptainlng of his treatment.be has
said to me: "Do you snppcse anybody could
believe you, that a gentleman beat a woman
for money? No I am .smart I do just the
things that nobody would believe I coulJ do. "

At one time, he bad aMttle twisted gold ring
which 'he lost He Insisted that I bad stolen
it and used to wbrrr me and alarm me with
threats of ariasi, p dice officers, ic. It might
bave been possibly S6, but he made forty
times ine amount or uneasiness ana anxiety
about it. I thought I should never bear the
last of it.

I bad a colored photographic portrait of my
mother set.ia gold with pearls. When he was
at New Orleans, be wanted to take it to pawn.
I told bim be snould not nave mr motnefs nor
trait to pawn that he might pawn mine if be
chose : upon which be became violently angry
and took my mother' portrait, and stamped it
all to nieces under ois neei.

The amount of money wbich be has extorted
from me since his return to America, is more
than S3 0J0, a large part ot which I bave ob
tained by selling valuable articles of dress and
ornament for muca less man mey naa cost.
This is over and above the $1,600, which betas
hid from me before leaving trance.

During the last eighteen months, ray life has
been a perfect torture I have acted, with great
imprudence, and have been led on byolr. Fur?
nisi to write bim.Ie'ters of the most compro-
mising character. He has at times expressed
to me the most wild and passionate attachment
ami at times I tbougnt 1 felt the for bim
At other timts I bave, with more reason, looked
on him as a monster, who was determined on
my destine; ion.

Mr. Furniss first obtained a power over me
that I bad not the moral co irage to resist, and
Uie more I attempted to appease and please mm.
and Keep mr nussand in ignorance, tae more
become involved. I was afraid to confide in my
friends, particularly my husband, fearing that
fatal eonsequeaess would be the result, and that
either the life of Mr. Furniss or my husband
would be tbe penalty of any disclosure 1 might
make.

During ray acquaintance with said Furniss
be wrote me letters and notes alnest daily.
Many of lhm were without sig lature, or
signed with fictitious names, and many ot tbsm,
when they were seat by mail, were directed to
me by iiciitious names, of wnicn l was always
Drevfoualv annnaed bv him. Amonr these
names were Mrs. Andy Hartig, Mrs. Caroling
Weetroun, Miss Ueraldloe Alderon,anl otbers
Only one letter was erer sent by bim to me di
reeied to tbe care of or husband, and that one
was Intended as a blind, and to be seen by bim,
as it was. it wis written br way of com
plaint front his sister, becaase I bad not writ-te- a

to them, and coBjijted mostly f New York
fashionable news.

Tbe following are some of Ibe notes and
passages from letters which bs has written and
sent to me at different times :

" Madam : I am not a lackey, and after re
maining almost an Dour in my room for artt
cles you have promised to send me, am anxious
to receive tbem.

" Yours, tc, GARDNER FURNISS."
" In the event of my demand not being com
