tbat driven io the will and crushed as tbey
were, they were still able to retaliate by using
their power. This was acting out the comaon
principles ot human nature; but was probably
unfortunate, as it furmsbet a pretext for con-
tinuing tbe system or contraction, as necessary
to their resumption. It ia a poor pretext, as
there can in fa :t be no doubt that the tn.e way
to restore confidence and set the wheels ef trade
in metioo, is to adopt a liberal expansion by
discounts. This is the direct and shortest road
to resumption, which would then easily come
of itself. Why should tbe New York banks
continue to keep their currency above the value
of specie in any other put of the world?

Year correspondent says : "Tbe evils upon
us are the too great expansion vl credits both
of EBtrchaitts and banking iaytituUoat)."

I do not agree with him. No doubt there are
cases in which individuals aud banks have ex-

tended their credits to their own injary ; but
the present evil arises wholly from the sudden
check and steppage or tbe credits which the
New York banks had so freely given. The
preeent evil is not too much but too little credit

It is eaBy to decry credit and applaud a pure
specie currency. But who dots not know that
it is a system of extended credit which has
built up the wealth and prosperity of the coun-

them thus universally acceptable at money.
