"Hard" as "the times" are here,
among our laboring classes, it looks as if tbey
were destined te be mach harder there. While
many of oar laborers are considering it a hard
ship to work fer a dollar a day, and are enter
taieing propositions to "strike fer higher wa

ges," in England the question Is rapidly
itself to one of life or death. Oar latest

advices uniformly tell the same uipleasant
tale. Tbe depression of trade is making itself
severely felt at Manchester, Bradford, Leices
ter, Huddersaeld, Leeds, Birsaingham, and, in
deed, in all the great manufacturing centres of

tbe ceaatry. Many leadint; boasts in Man
chester are dietaissing sot only their humbler
operatives, bat eaksmea, warehousemen and

clerks. Tbe leading raids have stopped, and
tbe number ef saen and weaea thereby bertf
of employment can only be by the thousand.

At Preston tbe wbete ef tbe operatives in
more than a dozen cotton mills have been
tbrewa oat of employment by aa entire stop
page, while about 30 mills there are ronain:
eaty three an. fear days per week. This un
fertunate'paralysis of trade is principally tbe
result of tbe American panic Tbe hosiery
trade at Liecester is also sabering severely.
At Bradford the woolen mills were nearly at a
stand. The demand for goods for the United
States bad absost entirely ceased. The Esg- -

lisbers' prospects fer the winter, therefore, It
will thes be seen, are a shade or two darker
than oar own, because, before trade can revive
here, we must first experience a revival in
easiness and a renewal of eoesdenec Net until
oar Flora McFlimsey can afiord te go into
market again to buy tiplaces, hosiery, silks, and
other foreign fabrics, can British mills and
machinery be expected to resame with profit.

THE SEW TOSK HOTEL SCAHDAL.
A STATEMENT FROM MR. GARDNIR FURS IBS.

The publication of Mr. Woodman's card has
presented an appropriate occasion for a state
ment to the public on my part which I have
long desired to make, In order that I might re-

fute the innumerable calumnies that have been
promulgated in reference to the
u New York Hotel Scandal." My acauaint
aace with Mrs. Woodman began in Paris, in
October, 1864. My constant visits and atten-
tions to her prior to the 15th ot August las ,
had always been not alone countenanced by,
but seemingly agreeable to Mr. W. After an
absence of about a year, Mr. W. returned to
Paris on the 23d of July, 1855, and during his
stay I was always a welcome guest at his
apartments, and was constantly Invited by him
to join his family In the visits, excursions and
amusement which make up the ordinary life
ef strangers in that gay capital. Tbey left
Paris for the United States on tbe 23th of Au-
gust. I sailed from Southampton on my re
turn io America on toe lzux ot ine following
month, consequently could not possibly have
managed, as stated 'in the THoune. October?.
"to entrap Mrs. W. into a corresDondence
which put into my hands a series of letters
roaprosHSJag her.3' Oa my return to New
York, in October, 18o6, the relations between
Mr. and Mrs. W. and myself continued ; there
was no secrecy about them, for none was re
quired. In November, 1835, the Woolmans
JWt new xorK tor tb boutn. In January,
1856, I went to New Orleans, and remained
until May; while there, I lodged in the same
hotel, sst next them at the table, was a con-
stant visitor in their anartments. with the full
knowledge and consent of Mr. W., and so far
from ever having tie sli;htest cause to imagine
my relations to his family objectionable to
him, I had every reason to suppose quite the
contrary.

In August, Mr. and Mrs. W. came North ; I
visited tnem, as before, and accompanied them
by invitation to Newport. That year Mr. and
Mrs. Woodman went South, in October. 1

joined them in New Orleans io February, 1857,
and remained until April, as usual, at the time
hotel. On the 31st of May last,having occasion
to visit Washington, on my wav there, I a top- -
pec in rmiaieipnia, at tne uirard Mouse,
where Mr. and Mrs. Woodman bad been stay-
ing. I called upon Mrs. Woodman then as
well as upon mv wav back from Washington
to New York. On the 15th Aurust last I vis- -

received most kindly. There were two other
persons ia Mrs. W.'s rooms at the time Mr.
W.'s nephew and mother, both of whom soon
left. In about an hour and a half after their
departure, some one knocked at Mrs. W.'s par--
iur uuur, sum, upon iu oeing opened, air. iv.
rusoeu in, and candled Mrs. Woodman rerv
rousbly so much so that she screamed and,
wnu oowie-itnu- e and revolver in band, swore
that he would kill either Mrs. W. or myself.
Anxious to avoid a scene and the talk which
might ensue if Mrs. W.'s outcries continued, I
BBovea w. asme, as ne ears, and left
without being shot tr even shot at. As soon

a practicable Mr. W. followed me, but as
there were as yet no spectators, be has only to
blame himself and his foolish publications for
tbe scandal which ensued. Leavinrtbe hotel,
I returned to my home, from which, bvthe wav
(notwithstanding all that has beeu said to the
contrary), I have not been abstnt an entire day
since, i expectea, or coarse, to near rrom Air.
w., out was disappointed.

On the 19;h of August Mr. Woodman, ae
companled by Mr. C L- - Thomas (Mrs. W.'s
brother, left town for Philadelphia, the form-e- r

to ransack Mts. W.'s trunks and appropri
ate their contents ; even to her clothing, which
had been left in Philadelphia ; the latter gen-
tleman to escort some ladies on to Virginia.

In the
course of the day. tbe centleman with whom
Mr. W. had conferred called upon me,cocveyed
Mr. W.'s wishes, and was authorized bv me to
state tbat no letters from Mrs. W. to me were
in existence. Mv reason for savins- - so was.
tbat Mr. W., as I was informed from the same
source, wished the letters to aid him in obtain
ing a divorce. On the 21st and 204 of August

received two notes from Mrs. Woodman stat-- ii
g tbat she was closely confined, and that it

would-b- e impossible to describe Mr. W.'s
and cruelty to her. and Informing me

that Mr. W, was willing to unite with her in
proceedings for a divorce if I would marrv
her. I answered both these notes immediately,
offering to do everything asked.

If Mr. Woodman
bad taken my life on the eventful day in Au
gust, everybody would tjtiM said it was justly
forfeited to bias; rather to
act the pait of a poltroon, aiming epithets at
me instead of bullets, disgracing himself as
well as bis wife, and wounding tbe feelings of
ber kindred as well as my own, by tbe shame
less invention of a fabricated "affidavit." This
so called "affidavit." aa was nroved in Court.

There haa been
very much discussion in regard to tbe currency
question, but all tbat we have so far seen has
only served to strengthen our conviction that
specie is the only proper basis for bank note,
and that the precious metals themselves should
form bulk of tbe circulation among small
deaisrs. bo says the New York Journal of
""'wti, uu we agree witn tnat sound and
judicious journal. The great objection to an
exclusive specie currency the only one wbleh
cannot ultimately be' removed by an increased
aupply of tbe precious, metals is Its cumber-
some character and the actual loss by abra-sio- o.

For this reason important transactions
will never be conducted tbroagb an actual
transfer of coin wbere its will
answer the purpose of payment. These can-
not well be a perfect representative, however,
tbat is not convertible into coin; and, therefore,
we look for the time when nothing shall be re-
ceived as currency except coin, or a certificate
of its actual deposit to meet its representative
when the bolder shall desire the exchange
The first step toward this and the one now
advocated by many sound political economists

would be tbe abolition of all small notes.
Several of the States bave tried this experi-
ment, and bave found no difficulty in prohibit-
ing their own banks from issuing small notes,

could not prevent the Inflax of tbene issues
from the neighboring localities, whil-- s bas
been impossible to obtain any uuitorm legisla-
tion in all of tbe States Interested. The pub-
lic mind is now turned toward some action by
Congress, but there is no plan thus far proposed
which is notrllable to grave "objections.
