As we are now moving, the specie is going
abroad mi.ch faster, no doubt, than was looked
fr by our Eirepean friends, aad it goes in such
a way as to occasion bo special feeling of un-
easiness. Why no, then, let well enough alone,
aad glide pleasantly aad quietly into a reamp-tie- o,

without any parade about it? It seems
a great pity that we should, by a hasty action,
cause so rapid an export ef coin as to give rise
ta even a remote thought of a second suspen-
sion. And fonbermore.it may not be well to
send, as jet, to o'ijtr secliens of the Union, an
open declaration that we have resumed specie
payments, for its tendency would at once be to
advance the rate of exchange on New lork,
and thereby check, or in some measure retard,
remittances to our merchants.

We vould not, by any means, uoder-estima- te

the benefit ef keeping up gold and silver coins
as oar measure or tahgible idea of value. It Is
certainly a u isfortuoe, bat not a duzrace, when
we are. by some uoavaUaUe combination of
circums ancea, temporarily deprived of this
mode of adjusting oor exchanges. We shall
uever see the day that either banks or individN
als could pay oft their debts ia coin, if all were
pteeted apaa them at the same moment. Deal-
ers mast bear in mind that, strictly spaking,
they are. anler the same fegaf obligation that
tbe Banki are under to pay specie. So that
when we are talking about Bank suspensions,
we any as well discard the term "disgrace,"
