A Voice frcra Prlicn.
To tie BUtrn cf tie ilempite Appeal:

An impression is made by rant newspaper
articles, that J intended to break jail and sake
my escape, for the last ten months. I waa con

gratulating myself in my humble abode, that
my name would not appear any more In public
print. Not a thing can be done in jail, but
what my name is heralded forth to Ihe world,
either as principal or accessory. If I bad
wanted to make my escape, I was once free
and ceuld have done so. I surrendered myself,
is the hands of the law, to have a fair and im-

partial trial by a jury of my country. It is well
known te this community what followed. That
great writ cf right which the Constitution of
my country guaranties to every citizen, from
the liighest to the lowest, was denied ae for
tbe first tine in tbe history of Tennessee.
Thirty-fiv- e years ago I and my father came
pioneers to this county, and from that hear up
to this I have lived near Memphis, I challenge
tbe world to dot one single transaction, duritg
this long period of years, that is either dis
honorable or disreputable. My labor and pro-

perty has been tax'd for a long series of years
in opening roads, building up your city and
making lawa to govern us, and stilt I have been
denied its benefi's, which tbe lowest slave la

entitled to.
When I surrendered and threw myself on the

generosity and hospitality of Memphis, I ex-

pected to bi treated like ether prisoners, and
no doubt would have been if I had not possessed

few corrupt doHars, for no one can say I ever
wronged them.

In a few days I expect to be remanded to
Tipton. Let ae depart in peace. I leave a
few warm and deveted friends behind, which
will ever abide in my meteory, and will cling
and cluster in the warmest sentiments of my
heart, whatever my destiny may be.

It is true some implements were found In mv

cell. Nelson Wood and Charles H. Wells were

staying with rae, and acknowledged to Mayor
Baugh that I was in no way connected with
the (natter instead of wishing te escape that

had prevented the jail from being broken. It
stated that a crew-ba- r waa found under my

bed. This is positively false? and so known to
the officers who made the ssrcb. Mayor
Baugh hat admitted to me that I had no on

with the attempt on the jail, and fur-

ther that he was satisfied that I did not desire'
escape.

In conclusion let me say, when I cone out of
prison I expert to come out at the doer by a
verdict ef a jury of my country.
