antee bia return borne at the expiration of bis
engagement if he wiabed it. 1 hat plan u1 terly
aad entirely failed hear, bear, and it waa
not likelv that it wonid ever a iceeed under any
circumeUncee. Hear, hear. But this wss
what tbe French contractors were compel en to
do. They engaged with tbe African chiefs to
supply a certain number of alaves at ao much
a bead, who were placed on board of ship,
when s certain formality was gone throngs,
with the view of ascertaining whether they
were willing to work at stated wagea in the
French colonies, or not. Now, whether the
negroes understood that question or not. it was
manifest that when once on boar ' of ship they
aad no choice to tbe matter. Hear, bear.
Besides, tbe result waa that, by this system,
the French contractors wrre brought into com-

petition with toe regIsiTBlae-lealeT- e, who of-

fered $90 a bead for alaves while the F. ench
contractors bad only tbe power to giro $50.
There bad been aoma failure of tbe contract.
but that ia no way altered the character of tbe
transaction, because if alavea were to be pro
cured at all. 1: must be bv purchase, aad taw
eauld not be obtained niileat the chiefs made
war upon their neighbors, It being, of course, a
matter of utter icdillrrence to loose cnier
whether ttioee alavea, whom they sold to the
highest bid ters, were manumitted sft r their
arrival io the French colm.iea, or whether tbe
were worked to death.

But tbe people of that country bad, during
tbe last thirty years, acquired such a taste for

fight for them, not aa an abstract belief b r
irresistible and unavoidable cot victiona, t very
portion of tbemtclyes.

It was this wonderful faculty of combining,
or rather of materializing abs'ract ideas, tbat
placea Mr. Jefferson at the bead of tbe philoe-opber- s

as well as the etateemen of tbe period
io which be lived, and which will carry bis
doctrines as well as his name to the latest pos-
terity. Indeed, tbeae "aelf-evideu- truths are
a of tbe national life, not a matter
of opinion or belief, but knowledge, of actual
experience, and they are as applicable to the
political waote of a township or county, aa to
the confederacy cr tbe whole continent, when
it finally comes under the sway of a federal
Union, aa it doublltas will do some day. It ia
possible, it is true, that time and peo-
ple, more than any ianate or peculiar qualities
of Jefferson's mind may have produced this re-

markable mental adaptation which
him to transform the deepest abstract truths
into the simplest experiences, but he ia identi
fied with them forever, and tbe " doctrines of
Jefferson" will always remain aa at preeent,
tbe undoubting convictions of the millions.

Mr. Randall bat performed a valuable aervlce
to bis country in the work before ue. He
an ardent admirer of his dis'inguished subject,
and writes with such enthusiasm aa to give
more than ordinary intereal to his work. No
really satisfactory life of Mr. Jeff-rso- n, in
