'egitimate wants cf the business world were
larger, bat the unwillingness of responsible
parties to enter into new operations, and make
new paper, confines the banks almost entirely
to the mere employment of their daily receipts,
and to the renewal of maturing bills receiva-
ble.

UaUl trale re-
vives with vigor 1 1 furnish an outlet for this
really troublesume, if not useless, heap of idle
capital, we are threatened with a plethora of
money almost as uncomfortable to a portion of
the community as its previous scarcity. New
fork and Boston hold more specie than ever
before, the fornter city greatly beyond any
precedent. England and France are following
in the same direction, and Germany begins also
to manifest signs of the same money dyspepsia.
If we may use a homely comparison, a,d over
the continent of Europe, treading upon heels of
panic and bankruptcy, comes the accumulation
of money at the great hearts of commerce,
whose pulsations cease under the weight of
prostrate credits and utter, prostration in all
branches of trade.

LETTER FROM THZ HOST. UOWSLL COBB.

WasHiaoToa Oitt. December!, 1857.
Gentlemen: I regret that it will not be

ir my power to be present at your proposed
meeting on Monday next It would give me
sincere pleasure to unite with you in endorsing
the message of the President, and " especially
that part of it recommending the speedy admis-
sion of Kansas as a State, uuder a constitution
formed in pursuance of .awful authority." You
have rightly construed the message, the pol-
icy of the Administration in regard to Kansas,
is the legitimate result of the princi-lc- a upon
which Mr. Buchanan was elected. In recog
nizing the legality of tbe Lecompton Conven-
tion, ai.d recommendiue tbe admission of Kan-
sas as a State in the Union. In conformity to
the action of the Convention, the President has
given to tbe country the assurance of bis wise
and fixed purpose to carry out in good faith the
great principle incorporated into the Kansas
bill cf allowing tbe people of Kansas to decide
tbe question of slavery for themselves and in
tneir own way. He nas carefully abstained
from the exercise of any Influence either direct-
ly or indirectly to make Kansas a free or slave
State; bis whole policy has been characterized
with an earnest desire to leave the people
tbereef u perfectly free to form their own do-

mestic ii.s'.itullons in their own way." You
meet to respond to and endorse this policy, and
in so doins you only reiterate the nrincinles cf
the Democratic party, as contained In the Ne
braska-Kans- as bill, amrmed In tne Cincinnati
platform, and everywhere maintained by the
uemecracy ot tne union.

The Territorial Legislature of Kansas thus
recognized by tbe Democratic party, submitted
to the people tbe question, shall there be a
convention to form a State constitution? The
people at tbe polls decided that such a conven
tion should be called. In conformity to their
decision the Legislature called the convention,
and the delegatea were elected in accordance
with the provisions of law. the onnositlon de
claring at each step-tha-t "tbe will of the ma.

The Legislature of Kansas, which met
next after the passage of the act, bad accord-
ingly provided, that In October, 1866, at the
general election of the Territory, the people
should vote wbetbir a convention for forming a
constitution should b: called or not.

rided by a large majority, that a convention
should be called.

The next succeeding Territorial Legislature
bad, in pursuance ef this vote, exacted a law
providing for the census of the people and reg
istry of voters, and for the election of a Con-

vention. The provisions a law wrre com-
plied with aud a Convention elected. Tbe
Convention assembled, formed a Constitution,
ai.d in tbe exercise of a cuetomary discretion,
had drcided to submit the leading question of
controversy embodied In the instrument that
of sla rer; to the decision of the people. Tbe
proceidings,from beginning to end, bad thus
beenpursuant to law. Tne forms had been
regular, authoritative, customary, legal, con-
stitutional. Whatever irregulcritiea in detail,
or abases in the execution of particular and
minor provUioashad occurred, if any occurred,
were such as only the local authorities could
take cognizance of and correct.

braska act, bad been decided by CoBgress, and
thus tbe competency of Kansas to frame a
Constitution, and the regularity of every step
mat mey nad taken in mis benair were incis
putable.

Washingtok. January 4. Tbe Kansas Com
promise bill, heretofore much spoken of, was
introduced in the Ssnate v. bv Mr. Pueb.
of Ohio. The bill is a lwg one, and provides
foMheadmlfsion ot Kansas as a State of tbe
Union, wkh certain boundaries and upon speci-
fied conditions. The first condition is tbat un- -
o tbe 7th of Anrll next an election aball be
held, at which the people tnayvota for the sev- -
ctku article or the Lco'npton constitution
tbat Is, the slavery article. Upon this election
tbe Pres.d'iitof the United States Is to Issue a
proclamation declaring Kansas to be a State of
this Union, and the Territorial Governor Is to
convene the Legislature.

Another condition is that nothing in tbe con
stitution shall prevent tbe people of Kansas
from altering or amending It, as ihey please, at
anytime. The ordinance under which the

convection proposed to exempt tbe
rrifrtic lands from taxation, is wholly altered as
io a terms.

The bill was referred to the Committee on
Territoriee. When It shall coiae up for con-
sideration, or before, various other projects of
"onciliation 111 no doubt be offered. Thus, It
