Rockr," was cooCneii mainly to chemical and
compositions abd changes, It was rendered es
ptcially interesting to the geological stodent. and
He stated that the origiaal melted masa, which
formed our globe, contained all tbe elements

bow found to compose the mineral, vegetable
and animal matUr on the earth. All that the
eye now beholds, was once solid rock. By the
chemical action of beat, atmosphere, water a
and other forces, the rock was decomposed,
forming sediments, and these, ia process of
time, quickened ioto life, and transformed into
soils, vegetable and animal tissues and fibres.
Oa the cooling of the original melted mass, and
tbe formation of rocks, the water which bad rraa

been suspended in tbe farm of vapor, con-

densed into water, and became the great agent

ia 'the decomposition of the solid masses.
These sediments, when deposited, were acted
upon by beat and pressure, welding them to-

gether. These formed tbe stratified rocks or
beds. Limestone, if tbui metamorphosed, has
would change into statuary marble, and clay
elates Into jasper.
